BRESEE was interviewed on May 26, 1999 at her residence, in the presence of her mother, 
Laura BRESEE. 

BRESEE said she was in 5th hour P.E. class at the time the shooting started. She was by the 
gym, leaving the wrestling room, to go outside to play softball. She was right by the main doors 
to the gym. She recalls Mr. DeANGELIS running by and telling the students to go into the gym, 
but she thought there was a senior prank going on, and didn't want to go inside. 

Then she saw one of the suspects in the hall, wearing a trench coat. She thinks she saw a second 
suspect, wearing white. She said they were in the hall, walking away from the area of the office, 
toward the library. At that time she ran into the gym, where she and other students hid in an 
equipment room until about 11 :45. At that time the principal and the gym teacher told them to 
leave, and they ran to the park, then to Columbine Library. 

While they were at the library, BRESEE said she was crying, and a girl came up to her to help 
her. BRESEE said the girl told her that she (the girl) had been told by one of her friends that a 
boy who graduated last year ( 1997-1998 school year) said that the incident had been planned for 
a year. 

Irutially, BRESEE did not want to tell me the name of the girl who helped her, then identified her 
as Sally MELFI, a junior. (Lead generated).

On 6-15-99 I spoke with Bruchis who told me that on 4-20-99 he was in his Weights class when he saw another 

teacher come into the class and get Mr. Marshall telling him that a kid was shooting a paint ball gun in the commons 

area. Bruchis then heard the fire alann and left the building. As they got outside a female art teacher was yelling at 

them to get away from the school and at this time Bruchis heard a "big boom". Brue his then ran to the smokers pit. 

He heard some more explosions then a "rat tat tat" sound He ran to Clements Park and left the area. Bruchis neither 

heard or saw anything further. 

Bruchis further told me that he did recognize both Harris and Klebold in the hallways but never spoke with them and 

did not have any classes with them.

AT APPROXIMATELY 11:28 AM, 
CARROCCIA WAS IN THE 2ND FLOOR INRESTLJNG ROOM WITH THE REST OF 
THE BODY SHAPING GYM CLASS. THE PRINCIPAL, FRANK DEANGELIS , 
CAME RUNNING IN AND INSTRUCTED THE STUDENTS TO GET IN THE GYM.

AT 1630 HOURS ON APRIL 27, 1999 I WENT TO 5123 S. CODY CT. TO CONDUCT 
AN INTSRVIEW WITH NATALIE BAKER WHO IS A STUDENT AT COLUMBINE HIGH SCHOOL, 
AND WAS IN THE CAFETERIA AT THE TIME OF THE SHOOTING ON APRIL 20TH. WHILE 
WE WERE INTERVIEWING NATALIE A SECOND TEENAGE FEMALE WAS PRESENT. TOWARD 
THE END OF THE INTERVIEW WITH NATALIE, NATALIE'S MOTHER DEBBIE BAKER, ASKED 
THE SECOND SUBJECT "ASHLEY YOU SAW THEM, TOO". AT THIS TIME THE SECOND 
FEMALE SUBJECT IDENTIFIED HERSELF AS ASHLEY EGELAND, A NINTH GRADER AT 
COLUMBINE HIGH SCHOOL. 

ASHLEY STATED THAT SHE WAS IN THE GYM WITH A GYM CLASS WHEN THEY HEARD 
SHOTS COMING FROM THE AREA OF THE LIBRARY. ASHLEY SAID THAT 
SHE WALKED INTO THE NORTH CORRIDOR FROM THE GYM CORRIDOR. AT THIS TIME SHE 
MET A GIRL SHE KNOWS ONLY AS "LACEY" WHO WAS RUNNING TOWARD HER (TO THE 
EAST). "LACEY" WAS SHOUTING THEY'VE GOT GUNS AND ARE SHOOTING PEOPLE. AT 
THIS TIME ASHLEY STATED THAT SHE OBSERVED TWO MALE SUBJECTS COMING AROUND 
THE CORNER OF THE LIBRARY HALL INTO THE NORTH HALL. ASHLEY ADVISED THAT 
BOTH SUBJECTS WERE ARMED. ACCORDING TO ASHLEY AS SOON AS BOTH SUBJECTS 
SAW HER AND "LACEY" THEY STARTED SHOOTING AT THEM. ASHLEY SAID THAT THEY 
BOTH RAN BACK DOWN THE GYM HALL AND INTO THE GYM. THERE THEY HID IN A 
SMALL ROOM OFF THE GYM FOR A SHORT PERIOD OF TIME AND THEN EXITED THE 
BUILDING BY WAY OF THE WEIGHT ROOM. ASHLEY SAID THAT THE CLASS RAN ACROSS 
THE SCHOOL GROUNDS AND INTO CLEMENT PARK. ASHLEY ESTIMATED THAT SHE WAS 15 
TO 20 FEET FROM THE MALES WHEN THEY STARTED SHOOTING AT HER. 

ACCORDING TO ASHLEY BOTH MALES WERE TALKING AND LAUGHING AMONG 
THEMSELVES. SHE ADVISED THAT WHEN THE MALES NOTICED HER AND LACEY THEY 
SAID NOTHING BEFORE THEY STARTED SHOOTING. ASHLEY ADVISED THAT WHEN SHE 
FIRST ENCOUNTERED THE ~ALES SHE GOT THE IMPRESSION THAT THEY HAD JUST 
SHOT ANOTHER GIRL BY THE WAY THEY WERE TALKING. ONE SAID TO THE OTHER 
"GOOD JOB GUYS" AND THEY STARTED LAUGHING. ASHLEY IDENTIFIED THE SHOOTERS 
AS ERIC HARRIS AND ACCORDING TO ASHLEY, WAS

DOES SHE ASSOCIATE WITH THEM. SHE DID ADVISE THAT SHE HAS HAD CONTACT 
WITH THEM IN SCHOOL WHEN SHE BUMPED INTO ONE ACCIDENTALLY. SHE APOLOGIZED 
AND WENT ON HER WAY. SHE ADVISED THAT THE MEMBERS OF THE GROUP HAD A 
HABIT OF INTIMIDATING OTHER STUDENTS. 

ASHLEY SAID THAT SHE HAD TOLD HER PARENTS ABOUT THE SHOOTING BUT SHE 
HAD NOT BEEN CONTACTED BY ANYONE IN LAW ENFORCEMENT BEFORE APRIL 27TH. 
SHE DID ADVISED THAT SHE HAD DONE SEVERAL INTERVIEWS WITH CHANNEL SEVEN.

On May 6, 1999 at l030 hours I met with Ashley Ruth Egeland (dob / 11-20-83) aod her 
mother, Sharon Egeland (pager 303-212-2475), at 8900 West Progress Drive in Littleton, 
Colorado for the purpose of an interview. 

Ashley Ruth Egeland provided the following infonnation about the Columbine High 
School incident, which occurred on April 20, 1999: 

• The following is a history on how witness Ashley Egeland is familiar with Dylan 
Klebold, Eric Harris and 

Dylan Klebold: 

- Has seen Dylan with Eric Harris on several occasions around school involved in the 
video filming for the Rebel News Network:. 

- Dylan came into her Science class with Eric Harris and asked Ms. Wyatt ''how she 
wanted her Web Page designed" or words to that effect. 

- Has seen Dylan around school on several occasions in a trench coat and was 
"pointed out by her friends as Dylan". 

- Recognizes Dylan as "having a broader nose, taller and not as scrawny as Chris 
Morris". 

Eric Harris: 

- Has seen Eric Harris about ten (10) times around school wearing a trench coat. 

- Eric came into her Science class with Dylan Klebold and asked Ms. Wyatt "how she 
wanted her Web Page designed" or words to that effect. 

- Has seen Eric with Dylan Klebold on several occasions around school involved in 
the video filming for the Rebel News Network. 

- Ran into Eric and Chris Morris in the hall several months ago. Ashley remembers 
saying "sorry to Eric" and "Eric said, don't worry about it". Described Eric as "being 
nice about bumping in to her", where as "Chris Morris told me to watch where I was 
going you fucking bitch". Eric and Chris had on trench coats. Chris Morris had on 
his "typical black Beret and his sun glasses". 

- Ashley is friends with Katie Thompson and has been with Katie when she was 
talking to Eric Harris. Ashley stated that Eric was going to ask Katie Thompson to 
Prom, but never did to her knowledge.

- Ashley stated that she has been with "other friends that have pointed Eric out to 
her''. while at school. 

- Ashley stated that she has "mutual friends" of Eric Hanis. She stated that these 
friends having "boWling class with Eric Harris" and therefore "know him". 

- Has seen -interviewing students for the Rebel News Network. She 
specifically remembers him interviewing students about the Denver Broncos. 

- Has seenalllfu,out "four or five times". 

- Recognizes -as having "glasses" and generally described as "shorter 
and scrawnier'' than Dylan Klebold. 

- Ashley stated that she saw about two weeks before the April 20th 

incident. She stated that shew Natalie Baker and Kelsey Fowler when she 
observed the following: d another unidentified white male were in 
the same hall, but about 1 or 5 feet archer to the west. aiiaand this other male 
had on black trench coats. These two males were walkin;=' down the hall while 
two other white males were filming them with a video camera. She can only identify 
these two "filming males" as members of the AV Tech room and the Rebel News 
Network. 

• Ashley stated that on April 20th she was in gym class 5111 hour (11 :10 a.m.). She 
stated that the gym class meets in the weight room and her teacher is Ms. Macauley. 
She stated that after a short while, believed to be "about 11 :25", the class was leaving 
the weight room so that they could go outside and play softball. 

• Ashley stated that the class walked through the wrestling room and then towards a 
"hall next to the gym that would lead them outside" (walking west). She stated that 
as the passed the "hall that meets up with the main entrance hall" (see attached 
diagram), Lacey (unknown last name) and another female student (unknown) ran 
down the main hall (from the west towards the east). Ashley stated that the yelled 
"run, someone's coming with a gun", or words to that effect.

• Ashley stated that ''half the class ran towards the girls locker room and half of the 
class ran to the wrestling room". She stated that "Lacey fell at the comer of the halls" 
(side hall that runs north I south and the main hall that runs east I west). Ashley 
stated that she "ran to help Lacey get up". 

• Ashley stated that when she reached the comers of the hall (see attached diagram) 
that she looked around the corner and saw the "two gunmen". Ashley stated that 
''Lacey's back was towards the gunmen" and "doesn't know if she (Lacey) saw their 
faces or not" at that particular time. 

• Lacey stated that she was "about 20 or 25 feet from them" at that time. She stated 
that the hall was "not dark" and that the "fire strobes were going off'. It should be 
noted that this investigator did walk across the room to determine the approximate 
distance to the gunmen and the height of the gunmen. " 

• Lacey stated that they were walking east towards the main office in a "side by side 
fashion". We labeled the gunmen as# I and# 2 with# 1 being on Ashley's left 
(south side of the hall) and# 2 on Ashley's right (north side of the hall). She gave the 
following description of gunman # 1: 

- White male about 6 feet tall with a non-descript build. 
- Dirty blonde hair about one inch long on top, "sorta like a spike". 
- Was not wearing anything on his head, no facial hair and no glasses. 
- Had on a black trench coat, "about two or three inches above the top of his 

boots". 
- Had on black boots 
- Had on a black T-shirt. but "it could have been something over a shirt, like a shirt 

over a shirt''. Nothing printed on the shirt.

When DeAngelis came back, he was with two other teachers and 
Heins overheard them saying the gunmen were wearing trenchcoats. 
Heins thought then that the shooters could be Eric Harris and 
Dylan Klebold because they often wore trenchcoats and were not at 
school that day. Shortly after DeAngelis and the other teachers 
came back, they all went out the doors of the gymnasium and went 
to Clement Park.

John said he is a Columbine H.S. student 

who is involved in golf. tennis and track. and said the Trench Coat Mafia students have not harassed him up to this point. 

John Husband Jr., said prior to, or during the incident at Columbine H.S. on 4-20-99, he did not see anybody carrying a duffel 

bag or propane tank such as the one that was later recovered in the Columbine H.S. cafeteria. He said he was not in the cafeteria 

at all on 4-20-99. John said he has not heard anything about any other suspects that may have been involved, prior to, during, 

or following the shooting at Columbine H.S. John said he does not know anybody, nor has he heard any rumors about anybody 

that may be manufacturing explosive devices and/or possessing or selling firearms.

LOWRY confirmed that he probably was the coach that the contractor on the roof had 
seen running from the school at the time of the shooting. 

LOWRY recalled the morning of April 20th began with a couple of outdoor classes on 
the ballfields. He did not recall having seen anything unusual while they were outside. 
This was possibly due to his vantage point from the fields has a limited range of view to 
most of the parking lots and entrances to the school. He also said he had not seen 
anything in the cafeteria area or the library as he had not gone into those areas yet that 
day.

Kristine A. Macauley, 1018 South Saulsbury Street, 
Lakewood, Colorado, telephone (303)937-3487, a teacher at 
Columbine High School, was interviewed at her home by Special 
Agent(SA) Ricky v. Wright regarding the incident that took place 
on 04/20/1999 at Columbine High School. After being advised as 
to the identity of the interviewing agent and the nature of the 
interview, Macauley provided the following information: 

Macauley is a physical education(P.E.) teacher at 
Columbine High School. On the day of the shooting, at 
approximately 11:30 am, Macauley was teaching her fifth period 
girls P.E. class in the gymnasium area. Macauley usually has 
between 38-43 students in her class. The class was walking west 
down the hall just south of the gymnasium, when Mr. Marshall, 
another P.E. teacher, came running in from outside yelling that 
someone was shooting. Macauley directed her class from the hall 
back into the wrestling room. Another teacher, Catherine 
Baumgartner, was also there. Macauley hid her class in the 
wrestling room and then went and looked down the hall leading 
from the gymnasium to the main hall. Macauley saw briefly what 
she believed to be a gunman at the intersection of the hall. The 
gunman was wearing white and black and was walking toward the 
school offices and the main entrance to the school. About that 
time, Macauley saw the Principal, Mr. OeAngelis. He was in the 
hallway going west out toward the track. Macauley believes that 
he was going to get some girls who were left behind in the 
gymnasium. Macauley then went in the weight room and looked down 
the hall from the art department toward the school offices and 
again observed the same gunman. She could not identify the 
gunman further and did not think he saw her. 

Macauley returned to the wrestling room, got her class, 
and took them outside through the weight room to Clement Field. 
Macauley came back in twice more. The first time, she helped a 
girl get out who was hiding in the weight room. The second time, 
she came in with Mr. Marshall, Mr. Place, Mr. DeAngelis, and 
Catherine Baumgartner. The other teachers went into the 
gymnasium to get the students out who were hiding in the storage 
area by the gymnasium. Macauley went and looked again down the 
hall toward the school offices, but did not see the gunman. 
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One of Macauley's fifth period students, Rebecca Heins, 
wore a black scarf around her neck the day of the shooting. 
Macauley thought is was odd to wear the scarf with her gym 
clothes and asked Heins about it before the shooting. Macauley 
thought that Heins was covering up a ~hickeyn and jokingly told 
her that whatever it was it must be important enough for her not 
to take the scarf off. Heins did not explicitly say that 
Macauley was right, but did seem to go along with Macauley's 
joke. At the time, Macauley did not know that Heins was a friend 
of Eric Harris and Dylan Klebold. 

Macauley is the teacher for Harris' and Klebold's early 
morning bowling class. Chris Morris and Nate Dykeman are on the 
same bowling team as Harris and Klebold. On the day of the 
shooting, Nate Dykeman was the only one on their team in class. 

Macauley was n_ot in the cafeteria anytime that day.

On 7-06-99, at about 1100 hours, I contacted Kobi Joseph Maise{ by telephone. Kobi is a student at Columbine High SChool 

and he was contacted in reference to the shooting that occurred on 04-20-99 at Columbine High School. 

Kobi Maisel said on 04-20-99, at about 0725 hours, he arrived at Columbine High School for his scheduled classes, Kobi said 

he attended his morning classes, and at about 1020 hours on 04-20-99, he was inside of the cafeteria at Columbine High School. 

This was during Kobi's fourth hour class, and Kobi said he was located at the bottom of the stairway by a ledge that the students 

use to sit on. Kobi said he was talking to approximately twenty of his friends while at that location in the cafeteria. Kobi said 

when founh hour was over, he walked upstairs to the second level of Columbine High School and went to his Gym/\Veights class. 

that began at about 1110 hours. Kobi said after dressing out for gym, the students go into the gymnasium area. Kobi said in this 

room there is a television set, and said on 04-20-99, it was turned on. Kobi said he heard two gunshots but thought they were 

coming from the television set. Kobi said he then heard the fire alann for Columbine High School go off and said the students 

then began running from the gymnasium, to get out of the school. Kobi said he exited the school through the door that leads 

from the interior of the locker room to the exterior of the school. Kobi said he ran past the basketball court and into Clement 
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Park. Kobi said approximately one hour later he arrived at the Columbine Library at approximately West Bowles and Long

Kobi Maisel said he has not heard anything about other people possibly being involved in the shooting at Columbine High School 

on 04·20•99. He also said he does not know of anybody, nor has he heard of any rumors about anybody manufacruring explosive 

devices and/or possessing or selling firearms.

On April 20, 1999, while assisting with interviews on the scene ofa multiple homicide at Columbine High School, I interviewed 

Joseph L. "Joe" Marshall, a PE Teacher who had been evacuated from the school by SWAT personnel. Joe Marshall told me 

that he was teaching a class when he heard a sound like gunshots. He stuck his head out in the hallway and saw a white male 

dressed in ''total black" who was firing a pistol of some type. The male with the pistol also saw Joe Marshall, and began firing 

at Marshall as he fled down a hallway with a number of the students. Marshall told me that the male fire 12 to 15 times at him, 

but missed him.

She said she was present when they 

talked about Gennany; however, that was the last time she had seen or talked to Eric Harris.

that Robyn Anderson had purchased the firearms for Dylan Klebold and Eric Harris, she said she couldn't believe it because

He also said that while in the room he heard several gunshots, however. he could 

not recall how many he heard, and said that these sounded like they were coming from further away than the explosions were.

On 081199 I telephonically interviewed Michael Berry. He has not been 
interviewed by police regarding the shooting prior to this date. Berry was at 
school on 042099, in Mr. Andre's guitar class, in the auditorium when the 
shooting incident began. 
He was first alerted of the shooting in progress when two class mates, Jake 
and Phillip (last names unknown) came running into the room and said that 
there some guys with guns, then he heard shots being fired. Then about 12 
students came running into the auditorium, he and the other students then 
began to take cover in the room. After several minutes had elapsed he got 
up and began to look around to assess the situation, he got out into a hallway 
and heard more bombs or gunfire, and he ran back into the auditorium. 
Berry the recalls that Mr. Andres Senior and Junior began to lock the door to 
the auditorium doors from the inside. He and other students sat in the chairs 
for a short time until a janitor, unidentified, came in and told students to get 
out by going through the business hall. He and several studentd did this, 
then ran to Leawood Park where they remained briefly. He remembered 
students running out of the school in a panic, so he began to run further into 
Leawood, east on Fair Street. He was able to find shelter in a residence 
there. Several hours later he walked to his home. 
Berry remembered seeing Dylan Klebold at school on the 20'h. He said he 
was wearing a black beret, sunglasses, a black cloak (trench coat), and black

ACTION TAKEN: 

On May 3, 1999 I was asked to do an interview with Jacob SCHRECK, student at 
Columbine High. I contacted him shortly after 8 a.m. aod spoke with his father wbo stated 
that Jacob was home sick with strep throat. He had a doctor's appointment an would call me 
later. 

At 1:45 p.m. on May 3, 1999 lacob SCHRECK call me back aod we talked over the phone 
due to his illness. He related that he -got to the High School on April 20, 1999 at between 7 
aod 7:05 a.m. He talces the bus to school aod was with his friend, lsiash (SCHOLES) (sp), a 
black student, who rides the same bus when they went to the Commons (cafeteria) upon 
arrival at the school. 

They set with Brad MILLER and talked until 7:25 when then left for first hour class. They 
were sitting about in the middle of the cafeteria, near a trash can. 

After gym class, he returned to the cafeteria where he purchased a bottle of water from the 
school store and left without sitting down. He did not see anything suspicious while in the 
cafeteria that morning. 
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Jacob SCHRECK then attended math class, American Government class, Spanish Class and 
was in the auditorium taking guitar lesson with teacher Lee ANDRES when some kids came 
into the auditorium and announced that someone was in the Commons area with a gun. He 
peeked into the cafeteria and saw that the kids had ducked under the tables and that a janitor 
was in the corner instructing the kids to get down. 

He remembered seeing a gun outside throw something into the senior parking lot. He 
described him as being tall, having some son. of mask and wearing a black trench coat. He 
was carrying a shotgun. 

Jacob immediately retreated to the auditorium. He was going to ran with other students 
down a hallway toward the front of the building when he was aware that a gunman was 
shooting down the hallway. He did not see this gunman. The group of kids he was with 
then ran out the upper left doors of the auditorium and into the parking lot and to safety. 

He left his backpack, his guitar and music in the auditorium on the stage. He was wearing 
jeans, a green sweater and "Duck Martin" shoes (black dress shoes). 

When asked if he used the Internet, he replied that he would occasionally look something up 
and the last time he used a chat line was a year ago. 

When asked if he knew anyone with a double pierced eyebrow, he stated that Brendon 
RISBECK, a senior and a single pierced brown hole that has a last horse-shoe in it. 
RISBECK is a varsity football player for the school. 

I spoke briefly with Jacob's father who related that Jacob called him from the nearby library 
at 1:39 a.m. on that morning to tell them that he was safe. He also stated that he has 
recently adopted Jacob and is in the process of changing his name from Jacob VARELA or 
Jacob SCHRECK. 

The interview ended at 1400 (2 p.m.).

On Sunday, April 25, 1999, Investigator Eaton was assigned the 
task of locating, contacting and interviewing Yoshi Carroll {DOB

Inv. Eaton responded to 7982 Euclid Way, Littleton, Colorado, 
and was able to make contact with Yoshi Carroll, as well as his 
father David and his mother Paula. Yoshi Carroll and his parents 
agreed to an interview with Inv. Eaton. All were present during 
that interview. 

Inv. Eaton conducted a full interview with Yoshi Carroll and 
asked that he first discuss his full day leading up to the homicide 
at Columbine Hi h School, 

Carroll advised Inv. Eaton that he left home that date, for 
school, at approximately 0715 hours He advised he arrived at 
school at 0730 hours for his first period. Carroll advised that 
his fi!:"st period class was Psycholog:,t. Carroll did mention that 
Zack Heckler, a friend of suspect Harris and Klebold, is in his 
Psychology class. Carroll f•J.rt!ler advised that Heckler has been 
over to the Carroll residence on numerous occasions since the 
incident at Columbine High Sctool. Inv. Eaton asked Carroll to 
explain his relationship with Heckle:::. Ca:::-rall advised Inv. Eaton 
that he works the sound board in the auditorium at the school for 
tb.e drama department. He advised that Heckler works the lights, so 
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they work in conjunction with each other. Carroll mentioned that 
when they had finished all work on the latest school play, "Smoke 
In The Room," Heckler stated to him, "Ya know, up until now I 
really didn't like you, now I think you are okay. " Carroll advised 
Inv. Eaton that he and Heckler get along very well now. Inv. Eaton 
asked Carroll if he had noticed anything strange about Heckler on 
Tuesday, April 20, 1999, in the morning class. Carroll advised 
Inv. Eaton that he did not notice anything strange though he could 
not recall if Heckler was in class that date. 

Carroll advised Inv. Eaton that second period is his free 
period. He advised that he probably wandered the school some, and 
probably went to the Tech Lab to do some work. Carroll advised 
that he was also in the library for approximately one half hour 
studying, during this free period. 

Carroll advised that his third period class is Philosophy. 
Carroll advised that Eric Harris is in his Philosophy class, though 
he was not in class on the past Tuesday, April 20, 1999. Carroll 
advised that Harris is usually quiet in Philosophy class and rarely 
comments on any discussions taking place in class. Carroll advised 
that Harris spoke so rarely in class that Carroll didn't have 
enough of an opinion of Harrie's beliefs or thoughts. He advised 
that he doesn't recall Harris ever saying anything out of the 
ordinary. 

Carroll advised that his fourth period class is 
English/Creative Writing. He advised that both Eric Harris and 
Dylan Klebold are in that class with him. Carroll also advised 
that Harris and Klebold's friends, Becka Hines and Nate Dykeman are 
also in the class. Carroll advised that in this class they write 
stories and poetry and discuss them every Friday. Carroll advised 
that on Friday they generally break up into groups and recite their 
stories or poems, and pick the best one or two to be recited to the 
entire class. Carroll advised that Harris, Dykeman, Klebold and 
Hines were all in a group together; and often read their stories to 
the class. Carroll advised Inv. Eaton that Harris and Klebold's 
group stories were often dark in nature and often about death. 
Carroll did advise that on the Friday previous to the shootings, 
which would have been April 16, 1999, Eric read two things in class 
and was very excited about them. Carroll advised that Harris was 
usually not like that in class. Carroll advised that one of the 
things Harris read was something that he had on his web site. It 
was titled something like "What I Don't Like," or of some such 
nature. Carroll advised Inv. Eaton that what Harris had read is 
what has been on the television and in the newspapers. Carroll 
added that the teacher of this class, Mrs. Kelly, may in fact still 
have those items that were read to the class from Harris and 
Klebold's group. 

Carroll advised Inv. Eaton that neither Klebold nor Harris 
were in class on Tuesday, April 20, 1999. He advised however, that 
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did not seem weird at the time, due to the fact that everybody in 
the class is a senior and all are so busy with other classes they 
often don't all show up during the week, when they won't be doing 
recitation. 

Inv. Eaton asked Carroll if Dykeman was in class. Carroll 
advised Inv. Eaton that Nate Dykeman was in fact in class, and did 
not appear to be acting abnormally. Carroll advised that he did 
see Dykeman in the Tech Lab during his second period, or free 
period, and observed Dykeman looking at a car magazine. He advised 
that Dykeman was talking to him about moving to Florida with his 
dad after school ended. 

Carroll advised Inv. Eaton that his fifth period class was his 
painting class. He advised that while in painting class a fire 
alarm sounded. Carroll advised Inv. Eaton that he believed it was 
approximately 1130 when the fire alarm sounded and the class exited 
out of the school and walked out into the park. Inv. Eaton had 
Carroll mark on a map of the school where all his classes had been 
and where he exited when the fire alarm sounded. Said map will be 
attached to this report. Carroll advised Inv. Eaton that when the 
fire alarm sounded and his class exited, nobody acted like this was 
anything other than a fire alarm. 

Carroll advised that once they were out of the school, he 
began to notice large amounts of people coming out of the school. 
He advised that while outside he met up with a friend by the name 
of James Davis He advised that Davis is in video class with 
Harris and Klebold. Carroll advised that he and Davis walked out 
into the ball fields and learned what was taking place in school. 
They advised other students were tell~ng them what was taking place 
and they realized all the police were showing up. Carroll advised 
Inv. Eaton that he and Davis began to walk the long way around the 
school in an attempt to get Davis's car and drive home and call 
their parents and let them know they were okay. Carroll advised 
Inv. Eaton that while on the playground, they told some women with 
children to leave the area due to the fact that someone in the 
school had a gun. Carroll advised at this point he knew nothing 
else except that their might be somebody in the school with a gun. 
Carroll also advised that he heard a rumor that a teacher had been 
shot in the arm. 

Carroll advised that he and Davis walked around for 
approximately fifteen minutes when they realized they wouldn't be 
able to get Davis's car, due to the fact that the police had the 
school blocked off. He stated at one point they walked up the big 
hill in the park in an attempt to see what was taking place. He 
advised that many of the students at the school call it Mount 
Columbine. Carroll advised that Davis thought it wasn't very smart 
to go up on the hill when there was shooting taking place at the 
school. Carroll advised that he went to the top of the hill and 
talked to other students who told him that the shootings had been 
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caused by the Trenchcoat Mafia. Carroll doesn't remember who it 
was he spoke to on top of the hill due to the fact that he doesn't 
believe it was anybody he was acquainted with. He advised that the 
only person he recalls being there was a Dusty Hoffshieder. 
Carroll advised that he did not see anything from the hill taking 
place at the school except for all the police vehicles driving into 
the area. At that point Carroll started to realize how serious the 
situation was. 

Carroll advised that at one point he observed what appeared to 
be adults sneaking out of the school and running into the ball 
fields. He advised he believed one of these persons was the school 
principal. He advised that he believed this due to the fact that 
at one point the principal did come up to the hill and tell all of 
the students to leave the area and get away from the school. 

Carroll advised that on his way down the hill he began to hear 
more shots and decided to gq home and call his parents. Carroll 
advised that he and Davis were walk~ng ~ome and at some point, some 
friends of Davis's pulled up and ga•;e Davis a ride home. Carroll 
advised that he walked home from the school 

Inv. Eaton asked Carroll if he had heard any rumors about 
anything like this taking place, or anything about the Trenchcoat 
Mafia making threats. Carroll advised Inv. Eaton that he heard no 
such rumors. 

Carroll advised Inv. Eaton that occasionally in the Tech Lab 
he had occasion to view Klebold and Harris's video. He advised 
that their school show "The Rebel News Network," always began with 
the initials burning from lighter fluid sprayed on the ground. He 
advised that they often made other videos with toy guns. Carroll 
advised Inv. Eaton that he never thought much of this due to the 
fact that he and his friends have made action videos at the school 
also, as well as other students. He did advise that he had once 
seen a video of Klebold in a wooded area firing what appeared to be 
a live firearm. 

Carroll also advised Inv. Eaton that another student who was 
a friend of his, Eric Veik, often sat in quiet areas of the school 
with Harris and Klebold video taping their discussions. He advised 
that he believed many of those videos would be in Veik's school 
backpack, somewhere in the school, most likely in the video lab.

On 5-7-99 I spoke with Hulse wi1o told me that he knew both Harris and Klebold but knew Harris much 
better and used to play the game "Doom" with Harris on their computers thru a bulletin board or chatroom 
called "Enter Net' or "Mystical Realm" run by "Todd" phone 415-1895. Hulse confirmed that his screen 
name is "Jimbo". He began playing and talking on line with Harris around the end of Hulse's freshman year 
and did so until Harris and Klebold "got into the trenchcoat thingn in their junior year (note: Hulse is one year 
behind Harris and Klebold in school). Hulse knows the game Doom and confirmed that you can develop 
your own plans or blueprints in the game and remembers Harris talking in the bulletin board about wanting 
to develop the plans for Columbine HS for a game. Hulse never saw any Doom plans for CHS. Harris also 
went by a screen name "rebel doomer''. Most of the time when Harris and Klebold were playing on line they 
were at Harris' residence. 

Hulse further advised that although he did get along with Harris (during their gaming days), he never got 
along with Klebold and in fact Klebold hated Hulse. Hulse was in an independent studies class with Klebold 
but was never allowed near the schools computers (due to a past hacking incident) and Hulse was always 
given the computer assignments which very much upset Klebold. 

At the time of the incident on 4-20-99 Hulse was in the photo room and didn't know anything was occurring 
until he heard the fire alarm at around 1125 hrs - 1300 hrs and exited the school thru the north door in the 
classroom and went to the tennis courts. He never heard any shooting or explosions. 

Hulse concluded by saying that there is a common term used in bulletin boards or chatrooms. It is H-P-V­
C-A recognized as being Hacking, Phreaking, Virus (or Virii}, Carding and Anarchy. These describe various 
different criminal activities. Hulse has witnessed Harris occasionally use some of these terms but could 
remember nothing specific.

On 06-08-99, at about 12:40 p.m., I conducted a telephone interview with CHS student Valerie Peterson as follow up on 

DN3916. 

Valerie told me that on 04-20-99, at about 11: 15 a.m., she was in her 5'" period Photography class, located in the Photography 

classroom in the school's northeast wing. Valerie said that at about 11:25 a.m., the fire alarm sounded. Valerie said that she 

then exited the west door of the classroom and turned right, whereupon she walked northward and exited the school through 

the doors located between the Woods and Band classrooms. Upon exiting the school, Valerie said that she began to slowly walk 

northward in the parking lot. Valerie said that she then saw "a guy, I think he was a staff member" (CHS Dean Peter Horvath) 

near the tennis courts. Valerie said that he (Horvath) was yelling at the students to "get away from the school" and was ·'moving 

his arms" in a sweeping motion away from the school. Valerie said that upon seeing this, she ran to the fence line near the 

"smoker's pit," and stopped. Valerie said that when she turned around, she saw numerous students running northward from 

the school, and other students running northeast, around the gym, from the west side of the school. Valerie said that she then 

heard what she thought was an explosion, which prompted her to jump the fence into Clement Park. 
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Valerie said that from the Clement Park side of the fence, she stood and noticed several female students on the south side of 

the fence. Valerie said that these girls were wearing skirts and were reluctant to climb the fence. At about that point, Valerie 

said that her teacher, Barbara Hirokawa, yelled at the girls and other students to "get over the fence, Now!" Valerie said that 

by then. the fence was covered with students attempting to get over it. Valerie said that she then turned and ran northward into 

Clement Park. 

Valerie said that she never heard anything that sounded like gunshots; only the single explosion. Valerie said that she may have 

heard a second explosion, but wasn '! certain. She said that she never saw any shooter(s) or anyone wearing a trench coat. The 

interview concluded at about 12:45 p.m.

Michael Robson, date of birth November 5, 1982, 5869 
West Fair Drive, Littleton, Colorado, telephone number (303) 
798-9250, was interviewed at his home in the presence of 
Columbine High School student Matt Depew. After being advised of 
the identity of the interviewing Agent and the nature of the 
interview, Robson furnished the following information: 

Robson is a Sophomore at Columbine High School. On 
April 20, 1999, he was in his fifth period class when he heard 
the fire alarm go off. This class is photography with Miss 
Hirokawa. Attachment A is a diagram of Columbine High School. 
Robson indicated on the diagram the location of his photography 
class. The class followed the fire escape plan and left the 
school building. After he exited the school he heard two loud 
bangs and then a very loud third bang. He remembers looking 
toward the area near the cafeteria. He believes the explosions 
occurred over in that area as that was the direction that he 
looked. He continued running from the school, going between the 
tennis courts and the batting cages at Clement Park. A gentleman 
who looked like a custodian for the school or a construction 
worker ran towards the students exiting the school. He told them 
to keep running as somebody had a gun. This individual wore a 
white T-shirt, was wearing brown gloves and may have had a radio. 

The students kept running and on the other side of the 
basketball court everyone stopped. Then someone said to keep on 
running. Robson jumped the fence and went into the parking lot 
located within Clement Park. Police officers approached them in 
the parking lot and told them to keep moving away from the 
school. Robson kept moving until he was at the public library on 
Bowles Street. 

Robson has Spanish with Miss Frund during second 
period. Announcements for the school are broadcast over the 
Rebel News Network on televisions within the classroom. Robson 
doesn't really pay attention to the announcements and does not 
recall anything unusual about the announcements on April 20, 
1999.
