but that he had given her directions for har to go to his house.
She described it as a nice house with blue trim and grey stone,
thres-story and very large with a twe-car garage. She stated that
when she arrived, she glanced around and noticed Eric’s black
trench coat laying on the stairs. She stated that she sees him in
it outside of the scheel, but not in schoel. She stated that he
was acting "neormal," sitting around. He asked if she wanted to go
downstairs and watch the movie and they, in fact, did move to the
downstairs area. They watched the movie straight through with no
interrupticns or phone calla and the movie ended at approximately
5:30 or $:40 p.m. After the movie was over, they talked briefl -
and the only time he left was to let the dog cut and return and let
the deg in and retuzrn. We talked about cother movies and made
"small talk."” She statsd that he menticned Mike Dinkle again and
that he seemed "hurt" rather than angry about hearing that Dinkle
had talked about him and made fun of him. He described Dinkle as
being a "jerk" that ne did not like anymore. He did not make any
threats towards Dicnkle, however.

She stated that his parents returned home at approximately
10:00 or 10:3Q¢ p.m. and that his mother, and then father, came
downstairs. They talked for about five minutes and sesmed nice.
Eric’s mother shook her hand and Eric’s father indicated that he
got his hair cut at the Great Clips where she worked. Thev then
went upstairs and Zric asked her if she wanted to listen to some
music. They went into his bedroom, which was downstairs, and just
off of the room where they were watching the movie. She stated
that his room had posters of bands and e¢ne of Jenny McCarthy. &She
noted that he had a lot of C.D.'s and that he made them ofI of the
computer. Asked about the type of music that he was listening to,
she stated that some of the music was "soft and flowing, " such as
Enya (sp?}, but stated that some of the music had "anger expressed."
She stated that it was yelling and screaming. She stated that she
did not believe it was in any foreign languages or that prefanity
wag used, but trzat there was lots of banging. He described this as
some of his favorites. She stated that she was not familiar with
any of the music of this nature. In response to questions, she
gtated that the plaving of this music did not seem to upse: him.

She indicated that she saw soccer jersey’s hanging in his room
and asked if he plaved soccer. He stated that he did, until
recently, but had dropped ocut. She asked if he played for
Columbine High Scheol and he stated, no and stated it in such a way
thar was somewhat exaggerated, but very definite that he had not
played for the scheol. She stated that they continued to sit on
his bed listening te music. 8he looked around his room and
recalled seeing concert and movie ticket stubs stapled around his
window. She stated that she did not see anything in his room that
she considered "suspicious." She stated that he received no phene
calls during this time. At one point, she asked him for an aspirin
and he lefr the rocm to look for one for her because she had a
headache. Then, her sister paged her, which meant “get home." She

indicated that he made no effort to get up or to encourage her to
leave, however. She told him eventually that she needed to go home
s8¢ she wouldn’t get in trouble. She stated that the page came at
approximately 10:30 and that she did not leave for approximately 30
more minutes.

Asked if he had initiated any type of intimate contact with
her, she stated that he put his axrm around her once, but did not
kias her except to kiss her on the cheek when she left, as a way of
saying goodbye. He menticned tc her that she could go out and warm
her car up and come back in until it was warm, but she stated tchat
ghe better get home so she did net get in trouble.

On Sunday, 04/18/93%, she stated that she waz working at Great
Clips and Eric's father came in and said hello to her, calling her
by name. She statad that he seemed very happy.

In regponse to cuestions, she stated that Eric and his parents
seemed to get along very well together.

She did not receive any calls from Eric on Sunday. She saw
him on Monday while walking to her car f£rom school at approximately
10:15 a.m. She stated that she locked over and saw him and another
bay that she did not know and that they waved. He walked over to
talk to her while the cother boy waited a short distance away. She
asked him what he was doing and he stated that he was ditching
clazs. She stated that they talked for about five minutes and that
he seemed like something was bothering him. She described the
other boy as being tall, with ear length, curly brown hair, and a
black trench coat. She stated that she did not know who he was,
but that he might be named “Nate." She could not recall any facial
hair and could neot recall the color of his pants or shirt. She
stated that she had to go and turned to walk away. She turned

round a short distance later to lock back, but coculd not see him
anywhere. She stated that he always seemed to deo this, indicating
that as she would walk away, she would turn and he would disappear.
She stated that this was the last time that she saw Eric.

In response tc questions, she stated that it was her habit to
go home for lunch and return to the school at approximately 11:453,
and that Eric was aware of this because she would fregquently see
him while walking to her car to leave for lunch.

In response to gquestions, she stated that she did not know
Dylan, but had heard of the "Trench Ccat Mafia" around school. She
thought that there were "a lot of them" and had two of them in a
clags last semester. However, she stated that she rarely saw Eric
hanging with them in a large group, only seeing him with one or twe
of them at a time. She stated that he seemed to dress normal
sometimes, as well.

She repeated that they met in January and could not recall

ever seeing him before January around schocl, but then stated that
she thought she had a computer class with him.

In response tce guestions, she stated that she did not recall
seeing a computer in Eric’s room or in his home. She did not
recall seesing guns or anything related to explosive devices.

Agked if she kznes one by the name of q she stated that
ghe knew a mfrom school and thought that he was a
senior, but not believe he was a "Trench Coat Mafia" persen,
but might hang with them. She described him as being 59" or

510", heavy set, with dark brown hgir cut in z "bowl" cut and very
straight. She stated that she saw%n the news Tuesdav,

04/20/99, standing around near Fair and Marsh wearing a striped
shirt (horizontal stripes). She stated thathﬂad "hatred
towards everyone" and would frequently make commernts in class about
people and was "not nice." She was unaware of any nicknames that
he might have. She statad that he would fregquently disrupt the
class about something that someone in the class mjght say, making
fun of them or beli:z:zling them. She stated thath was friends
with another boy, who always wore a black trench ¥ had dark
curly hair down to his shoulders and was very tall. She stated
that this boy had acne and body odor and were black all of the
time. She stated that she did neot know his name.

Asked about her time spent inside of Eric’s bedroom and
whether or not she zad observed any Wazi or Hitler type items, she
stated that she wasn’'t absolutely sure, but thought that he might
have had a Hitler picture above his bed. She did not recall seeing
any tatoos or other markings on his body.

Asked about videss that he made, she stated that she was once
in their computer tech lab and saw Eric and two other boys intently
watching a video as she walked by. She recalled that the video
depicted boys Eric’s age, wearing Army camcuflage type clothing and
black bandanna‘’s axsund their hair, running with guns in a field.
She was unsure as to> who the boys were and was unsure whether Eric
was in the videco. She stated that she saw thisz wvideo about two
weeks ago and had nct discussed it with Eric. She stated that they
seemed to be very much "into it" as she walked by. She again
stated that the pecple in the video seemed to ke running with some
type of guns and that she heard what sounded like fireworks going
off. $he assumed that they were preparing a video for the "Friday
showing, " when individuals who make their own videos have them run
on the cleosed circuit television system in the school, prior te
announcements. She stated that she thinks she has seen Eric on
other videos during the Friday announcements in the past, but was
not sure.

In regponse te questions, she stated that he did not express
any thoughts on political views with the government and did net
make any remarks about jocks or blacks.
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Asked again about her brief conversation on Meonday, 04/1%/89,
with Eric at school, she stated rhat he geemed as though he was not
concentrating on things and was anxious and irritated, as though
something was disturbing him. She noted this in only a five minute
conversation. She stated that the other guy was swmoking and
waiting for him, but did not speak te Eric or hurry him.

In response to queastions, she stated that he never in any way
warned her about geing to school on Monday apd that on Saturday
night had ocffered to make her copies of a C.D.

Asked if Eric owned a vehicle, she stated that he drove a grey
Honda, 4-door, an older model, but that she had never been in it.
She stated that she saw it at his work, parked behind the building
when he was working.

Asked about friends of her who might know any of the Trench
Coat Mafia individuals, she stated that a girl in her third pericd
choir class, Paulins Colby, used to hang with the Trench Coat
Mafia, but gquit hanging around with them because their "attitude
scared her.” She indicated that she had nc further information to
provide. The interview was concluded at 1300 hours.

Upon returning to the command center, Det. Vonderohe and IO
were requested to meet with District Attorney Investigator Mike
Gallagher at the JeZferson County Sheriff’s Department in order to
interview Robin Anderson, who was coming forward to provide
information in regards te the purchase of weapons for and/or with
Eric Harris and Dylan Klebeld at a gun show in Denver in December
of 1598. IO observed this interview, conducted by Det. Vonderche
and Inv. Gallagher. See Det. Vonderche's report for further
information.

During the course of cbsgerving the interview by Det.
Vonderohe, IQ received a message from a sheriff’'s department
employee indicating that a phone call had been placed to the
sheriff’'s office from Kathy Englert of the Colorade Springs Pelice
Department in reference to informaticn being provided to them by a
party named Eric Kruger. Contact information was provided for E.
Kruger. After contacting the command post, it was agreed that IO
would follow up on this information.

Lt 1856 hours, IO paged and spoke with Eric Kruger, DCB:
12/18/74, of 3311 N. Virginia, Colcrado Springs, CO. Kruger
indicated that he has been hearing a lot abcut the shoetings and
watching the T.V. "non-stcp." He stated that he has been on
America On Line ({AOL) a great deal of the time since the shooting
and has been in member chat rooms entitled, "Colorado shooting" and
“Penver shooting.” He stated that last night {04/20/9%}, he spoke
with a party identifying herself as a girl and using the internet
name "INEEDHUGS2". This party identified herself as the girlfriend
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of one of the shooters and indicated that she brocke up with him on
the 1%th. She identified the shooter as Dylan and gtated that she
"knew something was up” and that it was "all her fault" because she
*should have stopped it." She stated that she was aware that one
of their friends nameg was David L. Smith. He stated that he
checked the membership directory for ACL and found a David L.
Smith, who identifisd himself as being from Littleton and being in
the Trench Coat Mafia. This female alsc talked about Wayne,
shooter, Eric Harris‘ older brother, and stated that Eric had
stolen his brother’s credit card to make Internet account
purchases.

Eric Kruger also stated that he had a friend named Jim Carey,
from Colorade Springs, who was in Denver on the day of the shooting
and went to the area of the schoeol with a videotape camera and &id
incexrviews with several kids and then provided the tape to KKIV1L
in Colorado Springs. He stated that on this tape, which Eric had
seen, was one boy talking about seeing the shooters in possession
of an "H & K" and a "Mac 10."

Eric Kruger also stated that he saw screen names being
broadcast on television with reference to the shooters and that cne
of the screen namas was "intoxicated" or something to that effect.
He stated that the thought he had talked te someone using thac
screen name recently and suggested that investigators get a hold of
AOL server logs to verify the above information.

On 042999 Tiffany Burk was contacted in connection with lead 2014, Tiffany
provided the following information:

Tiffany was not at school at the time of the shooting. She had gone to King
Soopers to pickup some pictures.

Tiffany had no relationship with Dylon Kiebold. She had a Philosophy class with
Eric Harris. She described both individuals as very nice and polite. She could not believe that
either one committed the crimes as indicated by the media. She had no other personal
information to add to the case relating to Harris or Klebold.

Tiffany stated that it was rumored through the school that a video showing the
destruction of the school was to be shown over the RNN Network. The network is the closed
circuit system in the school. She thought that video showing was halted by the administration.

Tiffany stated that she has been friends with Robyn Anderson for the last four
vears. She has given an interview to the Rocky Mountain News which was part of an article in
the 042999 edidon. Tiffany stated that Robyn never commented about Eric, Dylen, weapons, or
any plans to do any of the things related to the shootings. Tiffany was aware that Robyn had an
attorney and was possibly looking at charges. Tiffany had no other information.

In regards to 5 hour, Burns indicated she has both hunches off. She left after the class at
1110 hrs. She was waiting for a friend for about five minutes. Burns identified the friend
as. :

LAGOS, ATHENA

Lagos never showed up as she was in the Library. Lagos later told Burns she was sitting
in the library when the gunmen came in. Nielsen came in before them. Lagos related the

' gunmen said at one point, the bomb was not working that he had in his hand. They also
indicated they had to go get some more.

Burns was waiting for Lagos at the top of the stairs, just down from the library. Bumns
indicated she did not hear anything suspicious. Burns went downstairs to her car, which
was parked in space #21. This is the parking space closest to the school.

When Burns left, she did not know that anything was wrong. After arriving home, she
was subsequently contacted by her dad. He called at about 1215 hrs. Her dad toid her to
turn on the news. Burns indicated her parking space is located outside to the right of the
doors.

This Investigator asked if she knew Eric Harris or Dylan Klebold? Burns indicated she
knew Klebold slightly. Her mom use to baby sit for Klebold when they were in the 4™ and
5™ grades.

Bumns indicated the trench coat group is not a big thing at school. She did not even know
that Harris and Klebold were part of the group. This Investigator asked Burns if she went
to After Prom? She indicated she did, however, she does not remember if Harris or
Klebold were there. Burns was at the After Prom from about 0030 hrs. to about 0400 hrs.

Of the two suspects, Burns indicated she knows Klebold better. Burns related she is
surprised that Kiebold did something like this. Per Burns, Klebold was a follower. Burns
also related she had no idea they were involved with explosives.

She had no information on the incident. She uses the E-mail in the Internet, but has no screen
name. She left nothing behind in the school.

IO {(Pet. Jim Vonderche) is a member of the task force that was
formed to investigate this massacre at Columbine High School and,
as a result, am assigned leads to folleow up on. In regards to this
supplemental report, 10 was assigned a lead with contreol #3750,
that had a companion lead with control #3749,

ese leads further indicated
that Davi aravan was a "Trench Coat Mafia" member and that he had
access to firearms at his residence.

In reference to Control #3749, IO conducted an interview with
Ramona Madden who is a financial secretary at Columbine High
Schoel. She reported that she had been threatened by David Caravan
the previous school year as a result of not returning some fees to
him that were paid by his parents In reference to lead c¢eontrol
#3750, I0 conducted an interview with David Caravan in order to
ascertain his inveolvement in the "Trench Coat Mafia" and his
association with Exic Harris and Dylan Klebold and also to
determine his whereabouts and activities on 04/20/98%.

On 05/26/9% at approximately 1325 hours, IO responded to 7213
5 Yarrow St., Littleteon, €0 80123, in order to conduct an
interview with David Nathanial Caravan, DOB: 09/20/81. David
Caravan is described as being a2 white male, 670", 200 lbs., having
long brown hair and green eyes. He further advised IO that their
home telephone number is 303-%78-9190. He further advised IC that
his mother was unable teo be present during this intexview as
previously reguested by I0.

David Caravan advised IO that he attended Columbine High
School from the ninth grade to the middle of eleventh grade, but
that he began experiencing attendance problems and was also
ditching classes, which caused him to be expelled during late
January or early February 1999, He stated that he presently is not
attending any school and is in the process of locking for
employment .

In guestioning David Caravan about his association with Eric
Harris and Dylan Klebold, he stated that he saw both individuals at
Columbine High School, but really never talked to them He stated
that one of them, Eric Harris, had a German class after he did in
the same room and that he would occasisnally say "hi" to Harris
since the two of them dressed alike. David Caravan stated that he
does not believe that he ever talked to Dylan Klebold. David
Caravan advised IO that he always wears black clothing which would
include black jeans and Marilyn Mason look alike shirts. He
further stated that he does nor wear combat boots, but instead,
biack athletic shoes He further stated that he does not wear a

David Caravan stated that he had heard of the "Trench Coat
Mafia® at Columbine High Schoeol prior to April 20, 1999, but knew
it as only a small group of kids with no more than eight in this
group. He stated that he was aware that they were into listening
te hard music, specifically, hard rock German music. He further
stated that they were a clique into themselves and one reascn was
bacause the jocks were in control of the high schocl. He further
stated that he had a short conversation with one or two female
asscciates of the "Trench Coat Mafia" group, but does not know the
females’ names. IO asked him if he recognized the name of

with him stating that name scunded familiar, but he was not
sure 1f he knew this individual. He further stated that he knew
Robin Anderson by being familiar with her boyfriend whom he
identified as Patrick McDuffee. He stated that other than that, he
had ne further acguaintanceship with Robin Anderson.

In asking David Caravan what his activities were con April 20,
1999, he stated that he had ridden his bicycle to the King Socpers
grocery store at Coal Mine Center, 6760 §. Pierce St. He stated
that after shopping at King Scopers, he saw a friend of his at the
Burger King restaurant located at 6797 W. Ottawa Ave. He
identified this friend as being Jonathan Schlott, home telephone
number 303-973-8119. He stated that while at Burger King, they saw
some cop cars drive by very fast towards Columbine High School and
assumed that something out of the ordinary was taking place there.
He stated that he then got on hig bicycle and came home, at which
time he saw the events develop on T.V. at Columbine High S$Schocl.
He stated that the rest of the afternoon, he stayed at home and
watched the tragedy unfsold on T.V. at Columbine High Scheol. He
stated that on this day, he was wearing a black t-shirt and black
colaored shorts.

In discussing the alleged threat that he made the previcus
school year, against Ramona Madden at Columbine High School, David
Caravan stated that he was attempting te get his yearbook fee meoney
back since he never received a yearhook. Upon asking him why he
wanted the money so badly, he staced that he needed the money
either to purchase C.D.'s or to spend on his guitar, but he knew
that if the money was sent to his parents, that they would keep it
instead of giving it to him. He further stated that he made a
"stupid threat" when he told Ramona Madden and her aide, to watch
their backs or something similar t¢ that phrase. He admitted that
he did get suspended from schocl for making that threatening
statement.

Upon asking David Caravan if he knew of anyone who else might
be involved in the tragedy at Columbine High School, he stated that
he could not think of anyone else, even though he has talked to his
friends who used to go to Columbine High School, or who presently

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do. He further stated that he does not know anyone who is involved
in manufacturing explosives or bombs of any type. David Caravan
stated that he personally has been arrested for false reporting
which inveolved him pulling the fire zlarm at Columbine High School
on a dare from z fellow student. He further stated that he has
also been arrested for driving without a driver’s license,
shoplifting, and possibly one or two curfew violatioms.

Upon being asked when he last spoke with Eric Harris, he
stated that it was several weeks befere he (Caravan) was expalled
from Columbine High School, which would have been either in January
or February of 1559. He further denied ever communicating with
Eric Harris or Dylan XKlebold, nor any “Trench Coat Mafia" member by
using the computer or Internet system. He further stated that he
personally does not have a computer. IO then asked David Caravan
if he had any guns or if there were any guns accessible within
their residence, with him stating that there were no guns in his
housa, not even a BE gun. He stated that the only weapon he does
have in the house is a "bladed staff" which he described as a long
pole with a blade at the end of it.

IO then questioned David Caravan regarding his brother, with
him identifying his brother as heing Michael Jonathan Caravan, age
11, who was born in August of 1387. He stated that his brother was
attending Dutch Creek Elementary School, but this coming fall will
be attending Ken Caryl Junior High Schocol. He further stated that
his brother does not wear black clething like he does.

With David Caravan being unable to provide any additional

information regarding this investigation, the interview was
concluded with him at approximately 1415 hours.

Oon 4/20/99%, Kimberley arrived at the Columbine High
School, at approximately 7:15 a.m., and reported to her normal
classes. Her last class prior to first period lunch was studioc
art. She went directly to the cafeteria with her friend Marcie
Visnie. They initially sat at table R or possibly W. Instead of
eating lunch in the cafeteria, they decided to drive to Marcie's
house. When they exited the school, they exited on the south side
of the cafeteria and walked to the junior parking lot. They
didn’'t take note of anyone in the parking lot at the time. They
left the school and went to Marcie's before the shooting incident
commenced. After they ate lunch at Marcie's, they attempted to
drive back to school, but the roads were all blocked off by law
enforcement. As they drove back in the vicinity of Ximberley's
house, they observed Brooks Brown enter a sport utility wvehicle,
possibkbly blue in color, in the vicinity of Hoover and Teller
Avenues in Littleton, only about 4-5 blocks from Columbine High
School. Kimberley knew this to be Brooks Brown, because he is in
a world history class with her. They then went back to
Kimberley's house, and watched the news coverage on television.

At no time did Kimberley see anyone carrying duffel
bags or packages that stood out in her mind, or that seemed out
of the ordinary. She had seen Klebold and Harris as well as
other Trench Coat Mafia (TCM) members/associates around school,
but didn’'t know or socialize with any of them. She doesn't recall
seeing either Klebold or Harris around school on either Monday or
Tuesday. She also doesn’'t recall seeing any other TCM members
around school on Monday or Tuesday, however she also added that
she doesn't pay much attention to TCM members to begin with.

Kimberley has never heard of other suspects, gun buying
or bomb making €ither before or after the shooting. She does use

Asked if he knew whether or not Klebeold
and Harris had been in that bowling class on April 20th, he replied
that he thought they had been there but now was net so sure. He
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stated that a person by the name of Carrie Savey might have a better
memory of that. Eric stated that Harris was a very intelligent
perscn who liked working with computers. He said Harris liked German
"industrial " music and American "techno-music." He described Harris
as a person who was nice, polite, and quiet, and who did not talk
very much. He was aware that Harris had worked at the Blackjack
Pizza and commented that he and Nate Dykeman would often go there
and have lunch with Harris. He explained that he was more of a
friend teo Dykeman than to Harris but because Dykeman was friends
with Harris and Klebold, he would often be in all of their company.
He knew that Harris' group of friends included Dykeman as well as
Chris Morris, Rcbert Perry, Brian Sargent, Zach Heckler, and Dustin
Gorton.

Regarding Dylan Klebcld, Eric Christner advised that he met him
when they were both in the tenth grade and since then, had several
classes together. He stated that they wcoculd often play the card game
of Spades while in the cafeteria. He said Klebeld was a good student
but not as good a student as Harris. He stated that Klebold liked to
talk about baseball and music and they shared those common
interests. He said that XKlebeold was sometimes rebellious in that he
did not agree with some rules, such as the school smoking peolicy. He
advised that Klebold would sit in his own car in the parking lot and
smoke rather than smoke in the school’s designated area. He recalled
that Klebold had once been suspended over somrthing to do with the
school's computers - he could not remember what that was about. He
believed that both Harris and Klebold were trying to "get along,"
but they did not seem to fit in and would ignore students they did
net like.

Eric Christner advised that he had heard of no rumors relating
to the incident and that this had been a total surprise.

Mrs. Christner advised that Eric's younger brother, Mark had
been at school that day. This investigator spoke to him briefly and
was advised that he had been outside of the west door of the
cafeteria when the shooting began. He stated he heard what sounded
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like firecrackers and saw three students fall to the ground. He said
he was with his friends, Will Beck, James Stewart, and Kyle Bramlett
and thought Will Beck teld him that he had seen the person shooting

a gun.

With the permission of COLBY"s father, RAYMOND COLBY, a witness interview was conducted
concerning COLBY’s knowledge of the shooting and bombing incident at Columbine High School on
April 20, 1999 at approximately 11:15a.m. COLBY advised on April 20, 1999, she was not feeling well
and bad an earache. She telephoned her father and he came to the school and drove her to their residence.
According to COLBY, her father signed her out of the school at 11:11 a.m.. She did not hear of the
tncident until later in the day.

COLBY’s association with the Trench Coat Mafia {TCM) was only as an associate in that she knew most
of the fernales that associated with the group. She first met NICOLE MARKHAM ia Junior High School
while they were attending Ken Caryl Middle School. She advised MARKHAM was CRIS MORRISs
girlfriend. COLBY advised she first met KRISTEN THEIBAULT approximately two years ago when they
were freshman at Columbine High School. She advised she met other members of the TCM through
MARKHAM and THEIBAULT and stated the group was already formed and had been for approximately
two years before she met them. She advised MORRIS was the leader of the TCM. She also had met ERIC
HARRIS and DYLAN KLEBOLD in the past, but rarely talked with them. She said she had not talked
with either of them for the past one and a half years. However, COLBY stated she talked with the girls
who associated with the TCM everyday at school and rarely talked with the males in the group. No one
had ever mentioned an event like this occurring or had COLBY ever heard a member or associate of the
TCM planning this type of action.

In the past, COLBY had seen MORRIS at school with a hunting knife in his possession. She had never
seen firearms in the possession of any TCM member to include HARRIS or KLEBOLD. However, she
stated the male members of the group would spare with each other using bamboo martial arts sticks.
COLBY never heard HARRIS; K. EBOLD or any other members of the TCM discussing the
manufactuting of pipe bombs.

COLBY advised the group was allegedly formed by a group of friends because the athletes in the school
and others would harass members of the group and this way they could stick together. The group did not
like the athletes because in their opinion the “jocks ruled the school.” The athletes and other would tease
the group because of their dress and customs. COLBY opever heard HARRIS or KLEBOLD using racial
slurs nor were they into the neo-Nazi movement to the best of her knowledge. She did stated that
sometimes HARRIS and KLEBOLD would speak German to each other, which was their way of making
the other students pay attention to them.

COLBY advised she does have access to a computer at her residence, but she never communicated with
the group over the computer (not on-line), she only used the computer for schoolwotk or to play games.

Eartier today COLBY had spoken with MARKHAM and she advised that MORRIS was in hiding from the
police and new media. MARKHAM stated he was hiding due to the harassment from the police and media.

COLBY stated she never imagined anything like this happening and did not think any student was capable
of doing this. She believes that occurred due to the constant barassment and ieasing the group was
receiving from other students in the school. COLBY could provide no further information relevant to this

She arrived in the area of the school, and parked when she heard what she des >ribed as
gunshots coming from the area of the school. She and Boile exited her vehicle and walked to the area of
Clements Park, where they cbserved students running into the park. She eventually ended up at the
Jefferson County library where she met with other students. While at the library, she had occasion to see
Pauline and Jennifer Colby, together with 2 other females (NFI) walking with a known assoctats of the
suspects. She had shared this information with an aide working at the school, Patty Stevens, and this
assnciate was eventually identified as Robert Perry. Cook relates having seen Perry, within the last 1-2
m. s, at CHS with both Harris and Klebold. Cook aiso relates seeing Alejandra Marsh at the library
defending the suspects, telling students they shouidn't be making fun of people. She reports later
confronting Marsh at a memorial near the schoot where she was defending the suspect's actions.

Contact was also made with Boile, who reports that a friend of hers, Russell Agnew (7629 So. Fenten St.,
#303-973-5057) was heard to say to other students that he had identified one of the gunmen cbserved near
the iibrary in the schooi as being

Boile also related that ancther friend, Leanna Belk, a2 student at BCHS, had information relative te an
individual how had been at CHS and had seen in gunmen enter the school.

Evan
Todd was with another girf and 2 other boys, and Cook gave them a ride to a white and pink house in

Ms Cook said that she and Caley saw two more friends, Ben LNU and another male student and they were
locking for Veronica Nuscio and Mick, and they ail went to the public library to see if they can find them.

She did state however, that late in the afternoon on April 20, 1999, she was
evacuated from the school to the public library {Columbine Branch) northwest of the high school on Bowles
Avenue She observed PERRY at the library with another Columbine High School student whom she

could caly idemify COLBY She stated PERRY was wearing a tie dye tee shirt, blue jeans, black boots and
a turned around baseball style cap COOK advised she knows PERRY by sight from previous occasions
COOK stated she does not know what PERRY was deing in the library nor did she speak with him or
COLBY COOK could provide no other informaticn relevant to this investigation at this time

Jascn sald that pricr to going to lunch he had been in a marketing
class which was located in the lower level class rooms, in the second room
south of the hall between the auditorium and cafeteria. Jasen also said
that while walking between c¢lasses and on his way teo lunch he did not
observe anyone with a gun nor did he see anyone carrying & large duffel
type bag.

Jason said that he has known Dylan Klebold since seventh or eight
grade, though he hasn't had any contact with Dylan recently. Jason
continued to say that he had a video class with Eric Harris during the
first semester (fall 1998) of this schocl year. He advised that Eric had
gsat directly behind him. Jason said that outside of class he did not
associate with Harris and did not rvalk to Harris cutside of the class.
Jason said that he has known about the Trench Ceocat Mafia since junior
high schoel. He alsc advised that Harris had talked about the Trench Coat
Mafia during a presentaticn for a class. Jason said that he presentation
did not deal with the shooting but was just a general view about the group.
Jascn advised tha the Trench Coat Mafia was started by a group of kids that
did not seem to fit in any place in school, the misfits. Jason advised
that he had no confrontations with anyone inveolved with the group recently.
He did say that when he was in the seventh grade he was involved in a fight
with a possible memeber of the group, Todd Bowels, but nothing has happened
since then.

Jason related that he could not believe that Dylan had been involved
in such a thing and from what he knew about Dylan, Dylan did net have that
sort of thing inside of him. Jason thought that Dylan had come under the
influence of some outside perscon. Jason continued to say that he noticed
that Eric Harris seemed to be very troubled inside. This was especially
apparent if he was talking about the Trench Coat Mafia or his beliefs and
someone would question them. He would become very angry. Jason advised
that he has had no contact with Dylan since Dylan started becoming
weirder. By that he meant Dylan began to wear the black trench coat,
fatigue pants, boots and beret on a regular basis. Jason stated that he
had not spoken with either Harris or Klebold before the shootings.

Jason advised that he had heard no rumcrs about the shootings
occurring before April 20th, and neither had he heard any rumcrs about
them huilding bombs or buying guns.

Jason advised that his sister, Tara, had been in a science class at
the time of the shoctings and she had not been interviewed.

DEIDEL left Columbine High School after his 4% hour class on April 20, 1999 to go to lunch
with some friends. They went off campus to “Tortilla Wraps”, and were gone during the time
that the shooting started.

DEIDEL said the basis for this lead comes from an incident which happened in his 3™ hour class
on about the 3™ day after classes resumed, at Chatfield High School. DEIDEL had been away on
a baseball trip, so even though it was the third day of classes, it was his first day back to school.

He and several other students were standing in class, talking about Eric HARRIS and Dylan
KLEBOLD, and the consensus was that HARRIS was the controller; KLEBOLD was the
follower,

At that time Brian SARGENT, who is also in that class, interjected a comment, “Yeah, Dylan
[KLEBOLD] was going to give himself up”, and when DEIDEL or another member of his group
asked SARGENT how he knew that, SARGENT said, “That was just a thought that some of us
had”.

This is similar to a rumor that was related to me by another student as being very prevalent
among the students at this time, in which HARRIS is rumored to have shot KLEBOLD because
KLEBOLD didn’t want to continue with the incident.

Friedman advised that he and
Klebold sat with each other on the bus and became acgquainted with
each other. Friedman advised, however, that he had not spoken with
Klebold much after that time.

Compton advised she had been unable to locate any other
rentals from the Harris family and thus no rentals by Eric Harris,
Compton alsc checked her membership roster but was unable to locate
any information leading her to believe that the Klebold family was
a member of Video City. The investigators did not seize the
previously mentioned receipts.

The investigators concluded the interview with Compton at
approximately 1745 hours.

I asked Melissa Fry what she knew about the Trench Coat Mafia and in particular, Dylan Klebold and Eric Harris. Melissa Fry
said she did not know who Dylan Klebold or Eric Harris was prior to the shooting on 04-20-99 at Columbine High School.
Metissa Fry said she recalled seeing a Trench Coat Mafia student in the hallways at Columbine High School prior to the shooting
some time ago. She described this Trench Coat Mafia student as a white male, tall, about 6’3" with brown hair, bad acne and
said he wears a black haseball hat. Melissa Fry said this person was not Dylan Kiebold or Eric Harris. Melissa also said that she
has seen the Trench Coat Mafia students hanging around in the Commons area of the cafeteria at Columbine High School.

Melissa said they stay to themselves and gather or hang out underneath the stairway at that location.

Melissa Fry said she is good friends with Michelle Shoels, who is [saiah Shoeis’ brother. 1 asked Melissa if she had ever
witnessed any of the Trench Coat Mafia students or anybody else at Columnbine High School harass or racially intimidate Michelle
ot [saiah Shoels. Melissa Fry toid me that she had never seen anyone harass either of them. and in fact told me “everybody loved

Tsaiah.”

Melissa Fry said she does not know of anybody who maybe manufacturing explosive devices and/or possessing or selling
firearms. Melissa Fry also told me that she has not heard rumors of anyone manufacturing expiosive devices and/or possessing

or selling any firearms.

I asked Melissa Fry how her family and in particular she has been doing since the incident at Columbine High Schoot on 04-20-
99. Melissa Fry advised that she has been doing well, and said she had some small problems in the days after the incident,
however, she now feels she is doing well as is her family. I gave Melissa Fry my business card and asked her to contact me if
either herseif or her family wanted to tatk with a J.C.8.0. Victim Advocate in the future. T advised Melissa I would make the

necessary arrangements for them at that time.

Matt Goad was interviewed at his residence with his parents present on May 12, 1999,

Matt said he usualily leaves for school about §:30 in the moming and would occasionally see Eric
Harris Isaving for school at that time. Matt knew who Dyian Klebold was because Dylar's black
BMW was often at the Hamis residence. Matt said, “Dylan was thera a iot, he was there all the
time." Matt said Dylan's car was nomnally there severat times during the week, and all weekend.
Matt said Dylan wouid always park his black BMW in the same place in the cui-du-sac. Dylan
wouid pull through the cul-du-sac and park along the curb in a south facing direction, When
asked if he thought Dyian spent the night, Matt said he didn’t know, Matt said Eric Harris drove a
gray Honda that was parked on the side of the Harris' driveway.

Mait said he never saw Brooks Brown or anybady else at the Harris' house. Matt he wouid see
Dylan or Eric coming and going to and from there cars, but never saw them outside the house or
in the garage. He said he never saw them carrying anything.

Matt's father, Mike Good, remembered last year, seeing a gift coming to the Harris’ house. He
described her as short, chubby, with shert dark hair, dark clothes and glasses. He couid not
remember what type of car she was driving.

Kristin said that the same day Daniel told her this, another stadent named Kathryn Thompson (Sth} also told her that Melissa
had made identical statements 10 her, Kristin said that she thought Daniel and Kathryn were both going to speak with a school

counselor at the same time.

Kristin said that her sister, Verenica Griffith, mistakenly thought that Daniel had called her at home to teil her this. Kristin said
that she did have a phone conversation during the evening on or around 05-06-99, but that it was not with Daniel Romero.

his 1% and 2™ and 3" period classes. A friend woke him in time for him to make his 4" period class then go
to lunch, Hardy did not know if Dykeman was in school on 4-20-39.
