said she did not recall seeing any "Trench Coat Mafia" students at either one of those locations on 4-20·99. Erin further advised 

that when she exited the school she did not see any ''Trench Coat Mafia" students on the outside of the cafeteria or in the parking 

lot either. 

I asked Erin Ireland what she knew about the "Trench Coat Mafia" and she advised she did not have much infonnation about 

them, but she did know that the srudents involved with the "Trench Coat Mafia" would wear black clothing and some of them 

would wear trench coats. I asked Erin what she knew about Dylan K.Jebold and/or Eric Harris. and she said she knew nothing 

about either one of them and said she did not know who they were prior to the incident on 4-20•99. Erin said that she knew who 

Robert Perry, Robyn Anderson, and Chris Morris were. Erin said that she knew Robert Perry from a class and said that he was 

very tall, would wear black clothing, and a black trench coat. Erin said that Robyn Anderson was in her freshman painting class 

and said Chris Morris was also in the same class. Erin said that she recalled Robyn as "seemed nice" and also said she ·'dressed 

nonnal." She said that r-.vo years ago was when she met Chris Morris and Erin said that he always wore a black beret and said 

,1e wore glasses, describing the lenses in them as being round shaped. Erin said that she knew David Cannen, who may possibly 

be a ''Trench Coat Mafia" associate, however, she did not believe he was. She described David as being overweight with long 

hair, and said she recalls he wore a razor blade around his neck on a necklace. She said she did not recall him wearing a trench 

coat, but did recall that he would wear black "Marilyn Manson" T-shirts. Erin said that while she was in junior high school. she 

was friends with Tad Boles. Erin said that Tad always wore black. however, he didn't start wearing a trench coat until 

approximately J 999. I asked Erin if she recalled what any of their conversations were about, and she said she could recall Tad 

talking about self mutilating himself. She said when he staned hanging around with the ·'Trench Coat Mafia" students she did 

not stay in contact with him and they are no longer friends. The only other piece of infonnation she could advise me about Tad 

was that she recalled he had a bad temper.

Erin Ireland said that she did not have any further infonnation about the "Trench Coat Mafia," other than that she recalled two 

of the members drove BMW vehicles. She said one was black and one was gray. Erin advised that the gray one was driven by 

a white male with long red hair. She said that's all she knew about this person. Erin said that she did not recall who drove the 

black BMW, but said he had "Rammeinstein" stickers on it Erin said this is the name of a Gennan band. She said these vehicles 

also had Anarchy symbols on them.

On 05-26-99, at about 0940 hours, I contacted Laura Iverson at the phone number listed on her school emergency card, 971-0409 

I asked Iverson to tell me about her day on 04-20-99. She stated she had not been at the school when it was "happening." Iverson 

stated her school schedule was as follows: 

Zero Period - Bowling 

Second Period - Analytical Reading 

Third Period - Physics 

Fourth Period - Math 

Fifth Period - Free 

Sixth Period - Learning Lab 

I asked Iverson if on 04-20-99, she had seen either Dylan Klebo!d or Eric Harris at her bowling class. She stated she didn't recall 

She stated she and another friend were about ten minutes late, and as a result were not able to bowl, but ended up only being able 

to sit inside the bowling alley. She said she did not specifically remember seeing either Harris or Klebold, but had not been 

looking for them. I asked Iverson about seeing either Harris or Klebo\d's cars. Again she stated she had not seen them, but had 

riot been looking for them either.

She stated that she and Apperson walked outside the doors and argued about whether they were 

going to lunch or not. She stated after a few moments, she (Iverson) walked out to her parking spot, #299, in the Senior lot. She 

stated that Apperson walked to her own car in the Junior lot. Iverson stated when she was outside, she did not see anything 

unusual, nor did she hear anything unusual. 

Iverson stated she did know Harris and Klebold from her Bowling class, but does not specifically remember seeing eiiber one 

of them on 04-20-99. 

Iverson agreed to contact me if she recalled any other information.

She noted being a 
unior at C.H.S., and confirmed being in attendance at school on 04-20-99. She acknowledged being 
ssigned to ~N lunch, but explained she was not at lunch on 04-20-99, as she and Elizabeth Schiefer had 
~ft school grounds after 4th hour, and had driven to the King Soopers at Pierce and Coal Mine to pick up 
.1eir prom pictures which had been there for development. Prior to leaving school, however, they had 
walked into the cafeteria commons area and had visited a short time with friends. They had exited the 
south door from the cafeteria into the parking lot where her vehicle had been located. She observed no 
suspicious activity in this area, nor did she recall anyone carrying any large items into the cafeteria. 

vVhen they returned to school, they discovered Pierce Street to be closed by polic_e officers. She had driven 
3. b:- · way to Leawood Park, and upon arrival at that location, had been told that a shooting had occurred 
3.t tt ,~ school. She remained with students at that location. 

3he noted that soon after the incident, she had talked with another student at the school, Emily Paletta, who 
:1dvised having been told by Alex Marsh, that she had discontinued her association with the TCM "2·3 
11onths ago", following them being involved ln some activities she did not approve of. 

Jackson also advised that during recent class sessions at Chatfield High School, she had occasion to be in 
3. class with Alex Marsh, at which time she tried to defend the actions of Harris and Klebold. ·

School. I told Jackson that 1 wanted to speak with him reference 04-20-99 and the incident at Columbine High School. I told 

Jackson that I was trying to detennine where students were located at the time of the incident, and specifically where he might 

have been. Jackson stated that he goes home for lunch every day. 

Jackson stated that when he came in for first hour, around ·•7 something," he thought that Dylan Klebold's BlvfW with a 

"Ramstein·• sticker was in the parking lot, but stated he was not positive Jackson stated that during founh hour he has Intro to 

Windows in the business hall. He stated that he had come out through the commons by the cafeteria. entered the senior parking 

lot and had gone to his car in space #I 31. He stated that he had not seen anything unusual in the cafeteria cir at any other location 

I asked him ifhe had seen any large duffle bags in the cafeteria, and he stated he had not. I asked Jackson if he had seen or heard 

anything unusual when he was outside entering his vehicle. Again Jackson stated he had not.

She stated that her fourth period class was 

creative writing with Ms. Kelley. I asked her where she went as she left that class. She stated she walked out past the gym room 

and then outside and down the outside cement stairs towards the senior parking lot. Janes stated she parked in the senior parking 

lot, however, she cannot remember what space number it was. I asked her if she noticed anything unusual in the parking lot or 

as she exited. She stated she did not notice anything unusual. I asked her if she noticed any cars parked in unusual locations, and 

she stated she did not. I asked Janes if she had been through the cafeteria at any point during the day. She stated she hadn't. She 

stated she was supposed to meet a friend there earlier, but bad changed her mind and not gone to the cafeteria. 

I asked Janes if she knew either Dylan Klebo\d or Eric Harris. She stated she knew both and bad both in her creative writing class 

I asked her if she had any conversations with them, and she stated she hadn't, that they were a little strange. I asked her if she 

recognized their vehicles. She stated that normally she saw them when she went down the outside stalrs. She stated that Harris 

had a grayish type car and they were normally near the vehicles when she left. She stated they're normaUy parked at the bottom

On Friday, 7-2-99, at approximately 1010 hours, witness Johnson returned my phone call to my office. [ asked him to provide 

me with any information relevant to the incident which occurred on 4-20-99 

Johnson advised he was with fellow teacher Rick Bath and had gone to the 7-11 at Platte Canyon and Depew to buy a lottery 

:ket. He said shortly after that time, around noon or a few minutes after, he had returned to the area of Columbine H.S. but 

could not get into the area because police and fire vehicles were not allowing access. He said he had contacted a student known 

to him as Brooks Brown on one of the side streets, adjacent to the school, and where at that time Brooks had motioned them over 

to him. When inquiring as to what was going on Brooks said that he had seen Eric Harris in the parking lot and he was carrying 

a duffel bag, and he (Eric) had made a statement to Brooks something to the effect of"Get out of here I like you." Johnson 

indicated Bmoks seemed visibly upset and shaken, but said Brooks did not provide any more information to them at that time. 

Johnson stated, not knowing really what was happening he and Rick Bath drove to the area of Clement Park and had parked the 

vehicle and stayed in the Clement Park area just observing police activity. Johnson said he did not see anything unusual. 

specifically persons with guns, any explosions, any unusual noises, or smoke coming from the area of the school. He stated he 

just basically milled around the park area with Rich Bath, and a former, teacher, Chuck Herring. He stated shortly after l 700 

hours he had taken Chuck Herring home and also transported Rick Bath to his wife's work location so he could be taken home, 

because both Chuck Herring and Rick Bath's vehicles were in the teacher's parking lot and could not be released during that time. 

Witness Johnson did not provide any other information other than he had both Eric Harris and Dylan Klebold in his 5th hour 

psychology class. and did not have any clue that they would do this or were capable of doing this, meaning the activity that took 

place in the school. Witness Johnson could provide no further information.

Force investigators, however, she did not get a response when she called their pager 
numbers. 

LAPLANTE explained that she knew Eric HARRIS "really well," but qualified this 
saying she had classes with him in the past and that they often spoke behind Blackjack 
Pizza where he worked and when they bowled at Rock-N-Bowl. She said HARRIS was 
always nice and the news of what he had done came completely as a surprise to her. She 
said this was due to him never having spoken to her about being upset at anyone, nor did 
he speak of anythin that would have been considered anti-social. LAPLANTE added 
that she also knew n a casual basis as he worked with HARRIS at 
Blackjack Pizza. e ew y an KLEBOLD by association only as he occasionally 
bowled with them at Rock-N-Bowl during midnight bowling.

Eric Long said he was in this French class from 

approximately 0925 until 1015 hours on 04-20-99 Eric Long said that when he got out of his French's class at IO 15, he went 

upstairs to the second !eve! of Columbine High SchooL and into to his Choir class, which he said began at approximately l 020 

hours. Eric Long said that he remained in this Choir class until approximately 1110 when the class let out. Eric Long said after 

he got out of Choir, he walked from the upper ]eve! of Columbine High School, down the stair,,;ay into the cafeteria/commons 

area of the high school. Eric Long said that when he reached the bottom of the stairway, he exited Columbine High School by 

walking past the "Rebel Comer" store and south, out the two doors that lead outside. Due to fact that Eric's Long lives very close 

to Columbine High School. he walked from the school to his residence at 6617 West Arbor Drive to eat lunch Eric Long advised 

that he got home for lunch at approximately I! !5. and said while he was at his residence. he heard approximately six pops that 

he described as sounding like fireworks. however. Eric was unable to te!l where thts sound came from. The only location Enc 

long could give was that the sounds came from the vicinity of Columbine High School. 

Eric long said while he was at his residence. a friend of his by the name of Steve Deaden jumped his back fence and told h1m 

that there had been a shooting at Columbine High School.

Eric Long said 

that he did not see any of the shooters at any time during this incident. 

! asked Eric Long ifhe saw the blue duffie bag andiorthe propane tank that was later recovered from the cafeteria at Columbine 

High School. Eric Long said that he did not see these items nor did he see anyone carrying items of a similar description within 

Columbine High Schoo! on 04-20-99. Eric Long also advised me that he does not know of any other people, nor has he heard 

any rumors of anyone who may be manufacturing explosive devices and/or possessing or selling firearms 
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I asked Eric Long what he knew about the Trench Coat Mafia students and in particular, Dylan Klebold and Eric Harris. Eric 

Long advised that he knew very little about the Trench Coat Mafia students other than to say "they were weird people," and told 

me that the Trench Coat Mafia students kept to themselves. Eric Long said that he has seen Trench Coat Mafia students hanging 

out at Leawood Park, however, he has not talked to any of them, nor has he carried on any conversations with them. Eric Long 

said he has not seen any of the "jocks" harassing any of the Trench Coat Mafia students and also said he has not seen any of the 

Trench Coat Mafia students harassing other students or other people. Due to the fact that Eric Long is an athlete at Columbine

on a more frequent basis. Alisa Long believes that Eric Long does need counseling, however, she says Eric Long denies there 

is any type of a problem with his copying with the incident.

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Ryan Love told me that as he was bussed back to the high school, and upon arrival, he saw numerous students running out of 

Columbine High School. Ryan said that he was told to go to Clement Park, which he did, and said that he called his mother 

Eileen, who responded approximately 40 minutes later and picked him up from the library at West Bowles and Long Drive. 

Ryan Love advised me that prior to the incident on 04-20.99, he did not know any of the Trench Coat Mafia students names 

The only information that Ryan could provide me was that he had seen what he believed to be Trench Coat Mafia students in 

the hallways at Columbine High School in the past. 

Ryan Love advised me that since 04-20-99, he has been doing well dealing with the incident. I gave him my name and phone 

number and asked him to contact me ifhe wished to speak with a J.C.S.O. Victim Advocate in the future I told him I would 

-nake the necessary arrangements for him or his family, at that time.

On 05-18-99, Lindsey Ludwig was interviewed at her residence regarding her observations of 04-20-99. 
She confirmed being a Junior at Columbine High School, assigned to uA" lunch. She noted having attended 
her 4th hour history class, and immediately thereafter going to the commons area of the cafeteria, arriving 
there at approximately 1105, where she met 2 friends, identified as Cora Uniger and Courtney Shakowski. 
After approximately 10 minutes, they exited the south door and walked to the junior parking lot where they 
entered her vehicle and drove to the Southwest Plaza Mall, where they had lunch. She reports observing 
nothing suspicious in the parking lot as she exited, but noted some activity in the junior lot at approximately 
0900, when she had gone into the lot to assist another student with a project. While in the lot, she observed 
2 males standing near a white pickup belonging to Hanah Balay. She reports the 2 seemed to be hiding, 
ar-' •rhen she looked at them they ducked out of sight. She describes them as white males, one being 
tali- rhan the other. She could provide no clothing information, and did not see them well enough to 
identify either one. She stated the 2 were in the last row of the junior lot, near a wooden fence. 

Following lunch, they attempted to drive back to school, but were turned back by police and told that a 
shooting had occurred at the school.

On June 16, \ 999, at about 1130 how-s, I contacted witness Sara Lutes by telephone. The purpose for contacting Sara Lutes was 

to interview her about the shooting that occurred at Columbine High School on 4-20-99. Sara is a student at Columbine High 

School. 

Sara Lutes advised me on 4-20-99, at 0715 how-s, she arrived at Columbine High School and went into the cafeteria. Sara 

advised me that she selected a table near the bottom of the stairs and sat dov.n at this table, facing in a westerly direction. Sara 

said she was with the following students: Adam Oliver, Chris Riley, and Joe Mure!lo. I asked Sara Lutes if she recalled seeing 

any duffie bags and/or propane tanks in the cafeteria of Columbine High School, however, she said she did not see either item 

Sara advised she was in the cafeteria until 0725 how-s when she left and went to the second !eve! of the high school to her history 

class. Sara said that to get to her history class, when you get to the top of the stairway, you tum to the left or east down the

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hallway. Sara advised me when she got to the top of these stairs she did no1 see anything unusual, nor did she see any suspicious 

people that were in the area of the science hallway or the library of Columbine High School. Sara advised me that when she got 

out of her history class she went to her language arts class, which is from 0820 to 0915, then went to her math class in the math 

hallway. This class is from 0925 until 1015. Sara advised me she had fourth hour off and said that at approximately 1115 hours 

on 4-20-99 she had left Columbine High School and got into her vehicle and said she picked up her boyfriend, Adam Oliver. in 

the teacher's parking lot Sara advised they then left the area of the high school and went to the Subway Sandwich shop at Coal 

Mine and Pierce. Sara advised when she tried to return to Columbine High School on 4-20-99, at approximately ! l 45 hours she 

was unable to return due to the police presence in the area of the high school and was stopped from going any closer at South 

Pierce and West Walker. 

I asked Sara Lutes if she knew who the "Trench Coat Mafia·• srudents were that attended Columbine High Schoo!. Sara said she 

did not know exactly who they were. however, she knew that they hung around together in a group and stayed to themselves Sara 

3aid that most of the "Trench Coat Mafia· students would wear black clothing and trench coats. Sara said that she had never had 

a conversation with any of the "Trench Coat Mafia" students, however. I asked Sara if she recalled seeing any of the ·'Trench 

Coat Mafia" students while she was in the cafeteria or hallways of Columbine High Schoo! on 4-20-99 Sara said that she did 

not recall seeing them at either location. She said while they v.,ere in the cafeteria they usually gather in a group on the west side 

of the cafeteria near the windows. She said that they also tend to gather between classes and lunch time undemeath the stairways 

of the cafeteria. Sara said she did not reca!l seeing them at either location on 4•20-99. 

I asked Sara Lutes what other information she may possibly have about the "Trench Coat Mafia." She said that they are not a 

gang and are a group of"outca_sts" who in the past decided to where black clothing and trench coats. She said as far as she knows 

the students at Columbine High School are the ones that put the "Trench Coat Mafia'" name to these students. Sara said that she 

is familiar with Alex Marsh, who Sara said is a prior"Trench Coat Mafia" student. however, is not any more. She said that Ale'\ 

would wear black jeans and always wore black clothing. Sara said that in the spring of 1998 she had Alex Marsh in her American 

Studies class and the teachers of this class were Mrs. Eggers and Mr. Moore. Sara said that Alex Marsh was very smart and 

tended to correct other students and the teachers so these people did not like her very much. Sara also described Alex as being 

"bossy " Sara Lutes advised me that although she did not hear the statements made by Alex Marsh, in 1998 Sara said that Ak<

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Marsh told Joey Marino that he would blow up his house, and told him how easy it was to make explosives or bombs. Sara was 

unable to tell me why Alex had made this statement, or why she may be angry with Joey Marino. 

Sara Lutes told me that she has seen Eric Harris in the hallways at Columbine High School and in the cafeteria area, however. 

she said she does not know who Dylan Klebold was. Sara said that Eric Harris would wear black clothing and a trench coat at 

times, however, at other times he would "dress nonnal." Sara said as far as the other "Trench Coat Mafia" students their standard 

dress was black clothing, black army boots, and said some of them would wear black eyeliner and make-up. Sara said she would 

describe these ·'Trench Coat Mafia" students as "Gothic." Sara also told me that she believes the "Trench Coat Mafia" srudents 

were satanic and said that they would have satanic type words and symbols on their shirts, underneath their trench coats Sara 

said she has never seen the "Trench Coat Mafia" Students harassing other people, however, she has seen people making fun of 

the ·'Trench Coat Mafia" students due to their style of dress and clothing that they choose to wear 

Sara Lutes advised me that she does not know what the "thought of the day" was on the Rebel New Network {RNN) on 4-::!0~99 

Sara advised me that should she think of any further information or hear any further information that may be pertinent to this case, 

she will contact me in the future. 

[ gave Sara Lutes my name and phone number and asked her to contact me if she has any problems dealing with this incident 

in the future. I advised her I would make the necessary arrangements for her to talk with a JCSO Victim Advocate at that time

I asked 

Monica if she had ever seen any type of racial intimidation or harassment against Isaiah Shoels at Columbine H.S. She said 

she had never seen any and said he was very well liked by everybody at the school. She also said she never saw any of the other 

minority students at Columbine H.S being harassed or intimidated with racial overtones. 

I asked Monica and her father, Richard Mal on son (Richard was present during my interview with Monica Malonson) how they 

have doing since the incident on 4-20-99. They stated they had problems in the days that followed the shooting, and problems 
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still come and go, but feel they are doing well now. I gave them my name and business card and asked them to contact me in 

the future if anyone in their family wanted to talk to a JCSO Victim Advocate. I advised them I would make the necessary 

arrangements for them at that time.

Mellinger had previously contacted the Columbine task force, with 
information that on the Friday before the Columbine incident, Klebold, Harris, or both had 
made cash purchases from the REI store. Apparently Klebold was a member of REI, however 
the transactions on 4/16/99, were cash transactions.

1. On 5/12/99, SA Traver contacted Greg Mellinger at REI, in Littleton. Also present was 

Thai Nguyen a clerk, who claimed to have waited on Klebold or Harris. Nguyen stated 
that on 4/16/99 there had been a tall skinny, white kid, possibly 6'1" to 6'2", wearing 
a long black trench coat, and definitely a high school aged kid. He was with another 
kid also wearing a black trench coat, about 5'8~ to 5'9", who was also white and high 
school aged. He stated they purchased 4 to 6 small bottles of propane. After seeing 
the pictures of Harris and Klebold the following week on television, he was sure it was 
them. 

2. Mellinger added that they did have register tapes showing the purchase of propane and 
kerosene. He also explained that REI is a co-op and keeps records of purchases by its 
co-op members However, the individual who purchased these items, requested that it 
not go on his co-op account and paid cash. Mellinger further stated that any records, 
such as member co-ops purchase records and register receipts, would require a subpoena, 
before they could be turned over to law enforcement.

Erlend stated he then walked from his 

Gennan class, through the cafeteria, and went up the stairway to the second level of the high school. I asked Er lend ifhe sa1,1, 

any duffie bags and/or propane tanks while he was walking through the cafeteria, and he said no he had not. Er!end Nilsen said 

when he reached the top of the stairway, he turned co his right and walked past the library. Erlend said that as he passed the 
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library inside of Columbine High School, he did not see any suspicious looking subjects or any suspicious items near the library 

Er!end said that he continued walking past the library to the main hallway, where he turned 10 the east and walked down the 

hallway toward the administrative office doors. Erlend said after reaching these doors he exited the school through the main 

entrance. Er!end Nilsen said this would have been approximately 1110 hours on 4-20-99 and said he then went to the Columbine 

Library at West Bowles and Long Drive, arriving there at approximately 11: 15 a.rn. Erlend said he remained al the Columbine

~en anyone intimidate him or harass him about his race. Kyle said that Isaiah was very well liked by a.I! the students and he

I asked Kyle Nitta what he knew about the ''Trench Coat Mafia" students, and he advised me the only thing he knew about them 

was that they were very good using computers, and said that they were_ quiet.

Prior to her leaving school grounds, she had arrived in the cafeteria at 1100, and had remained in the 
hallway, near the commons area visiting with friends She identified other students present at this time, as 
Pat Ireland, who following her leaving had gone upstairs to the library; Elizabeth Klepper, who had left for a 
5th hour class. Lindsay Ludwig and Chrisl\ne Mohrbacher, both of whom remained in the cafeteria for thetr 
as ed "A" lunch, and Tim Madison and Kyle Mickelson, both of whom remained in the commons area. 
but Paletta was unsure of their final destination 

Paletta reports observing no suspicious activity in the cafeteria or hallway prior to her walking to the south 
parking lot and leaving the school grounds at 1115 

She and her 3 companions had returned to the school within 20 minutes, and found Pierce Street closed, 
and smelled smoke They were denied access to the school, and were informed of what that happened 
She and her friends picked up a number of freshmen students who were in the area of Leawod Park. and 
together drove to another students home, where they contacted parents. 

She acknowledged knowing some of the "TCM" members by face, and identified Alex Marsh as being in 
one of her classes She reports that 2-3 months ago, Marsh had related to her that she no longer was a 
TCM, because Hams and Klebold were doing some ·'weird things" She had not elaborated 

On another occasion she had been advised by one of her friends, Jennifer Davis, that while she and Marsh 
were in 7111 hour together, MarSh had defended the actions of both Harris and Klebold and noted that she 
could have easily been involved, if she hadn't terminated her relationship with them 

Paletta talked of another occasion, when prior to the 04-17-99 Junior/Senior Prom. person(s) unknown had 
defaced a number of posters The posters had noted the date of the prom and said. "It's Coming" The 
po· ·shad ben altered with the 17 crossed out and a 20 put in it's place No one was seen making these

Justin Pastine said after leaving the classroom, he walked to his school 

locker ¼hich is #861 Justin Pastine said this locker is on the second level at Columbine High School and right across from the 

high school library Justin Pastine said after he was done in his locker, he exited the school on the second \eve! on the west side 

of the building by the gymnasium. I asked Justin Pastine ifhe saw any suspicious people or suspicious objects while he was at 

his locker across form the library and he said no. Justin Pastine advised me that once he exited the school, he rode his bicycle 

home to 6351 South Yarrow Street and said he followed the bicycle path through Clement Park to his residence.

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and said this was a Math and Science class that lasts for two class hours from 0740 to about 0920 hours. She said this class was 

on the upper level of Columbine High School. Leigh said when the class was over, she went to her third hour class, which is 

a Government Economics class and is scheduled from 0920 to 1020. She said this is also on the upper level of Columbine High 

School. Leigh said when the Government Economics class ended, she went to her fourth hour class, which is Language Arts. 

and she said this is scheduled from 1020 to 1110 hours. Leigh said this class is on the upper ]eve! of Columbine High School 

and said it is on the east side of the school, in the vicinity of the Administrative Offices and the band room. Leigh said on 04-20-

99 while she was walking from class to class, she did not see anybody or anything unusual. Leigh said on 04-20-99 at about 1110 

hours, when she got out of her Language Arts class. She said she talked to some of her friends inside of the school. and then 

walked down the stairway from the upper level of Columbine High Schoo! to the lower level These stairs lead into the 

cafeteria/commons area.

1 asked Leigh if she saw a duffle 

bag or propane tank, such as those recovered in the Columbine High School cafeteria. however she said no. I asked Leigh if she 

remembered seeing any of the Trench Coat Mafia students in the cafeteria and/or commons area as she walked past this area and 

she said she did not remember seeing any of them. Leigh said after she exited Columbine High School, she walked to her vehicle 

(a silver Ford Taurus) which was parked in the Senior Parking Lot south of the cafeteria. Leigh said while she was walking to 

her car, she did not see anything out of the ordinary nor did she remembered seeing any of the Trench Coat Mafia students in 

the parking lot. Leigh said her friend by the name of Megan Sasano went with her to her residence at 6155 W. Fairview Avenue 

Leigh said while exiting the parking !ot and driving toward her residence. she did not see anything or anybody out of the ordinary 

Leigh said when she arrived at her residence for lunch on 04--20-99, it was about 1130 hours. She said at her residence she met 

with her friends there.

I asked Leigh Patterson what she knew about the Trench Coat Mafia and/or Trench Coat Mafia students Leigh said she knew 

who the Trench Coat Mafia students were by their style of dress. She said they would gather in the parking lots of Columbine 

High School and smoke. She also said she has seen them underneath the stairway in the cafeteria/commons area, and sometimes 

they would be at a cafeteria table on the west side near the cafeteria windows. Leigh said she had a male student in her 
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Government class that associated with the Trench Coat Mafia srudents, however, she did not know who he was. Leigh said this 

male student was absent from this class on 04-20-99. Leigh said she knew who Dylan Klebold and Eric Harris were, but she 

could not provide any further infonnation about them. She said she knew who the following Trench Coat Mafia students were: 

Brian Sargent, Robert Perry, a female with the last name of Colby, and Brooks Brown. She said about one year prior to the 

shootings on 04-20-99, Brian Sargent got into a physical fight with Isaiah Shoels, however, she did not know what the fight was 

about. Leigh said Brian Sargent finished the 1999 school year out at Chatfield High School with the other students. Leigh said 

that Robert Perry was "a pretty weird guy" and said Perry painted his fingernails black and she believed he wore sunglasses most 

of the time. Leigh said that he would wear all black clothing as well. She said she had Robert Perry in her American History 

class during the spring of 1998. Leigh said that the "jocks" in this class would harass and pick on Robert Perry and call him ·•a 

fag" which would make Robert Perry angry toward them and she said Perry would retaliate by talking back to them Leigh 

Patterson said Brooks Brown associated with the Trench Coat Mafia students, however, she said he did not wear a trench coat. 

Leigh Patterson said she believes, as does the vast majority of Columbine High School students that she has talked to, that 

~as probably involved in some way in the shooting on 04-20.99 at Columbine High Schoo!. Leigh said she had 

no evidence of this however, and said "It is my opinion that he was involved." Leigh said she believes tha ·was 

not telling the truth." referring to the shooting and his denial ofbeing involved. 

I asked Leigh Patterson about racial intimidation or harassment at Columbine High School and in particular toward Isaiah Shoels 

Leigh said she did not see anyone racially intimidate or harass Isaiah Shoels and said, in fact. everybody seemed to like Isaiah 

Shoels. 

Leigh Patterson said other than what she told me about he has not heard about anybody nor she has heard rumors 

of anybody else being involved either prior to, during, or after the shooting on 04-20-99. She also told me she does not knov. 

anybod;, who may be manufacturing explosive devices and/or possessing or selling firearms. Leigh said she does not know of 

anybody with a double pierce eyebrow, nor did she know what the "Thought of the Day" was on 04•20-99 on the Rebel }.iews 

Network (R..¾'N).
