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Report of interview witb Ron Hartmann and Jim Washington, at the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation office located in Colorado Springs, Colorado, on April 30, 1999. 

1. On April 30, 1999, Mr. Ron Hartmann and Mr. Jim Washington were interviewed at the 
FBI office in Colorado Springs. 

2, Hartman and Washington state that Stevens, model lllD, 12 gauge, double-barrel 
shotgun by Savage, serial number A077513 was sold to &n 18 year old female on 
November 22, 1998. This 18 year old female had just turned 18 a few weeks prior 
and ber age was confirmed by her Colorado driver's license. According to FBI 
Special Agent Keith Howland, Hartmann and Washington were 1001 sure the female was 
Robyn Anderson and the young man who accompanied her, they are aot sure it was 
Dylan Klebold. 

J, The sale of the shotgun was conducted by Anderson who paid for the firearm in cash 
which she produced. No receipt was given and when the shotgun was handed to 
Anderson, Klebold took the firearm himself. 

4. An F'SI 302, Report of Interview is attached with a full narrative of the events 
surrounding this firearm transaction.

On 04/30/1999, James Royce Washington (PROTECT 
IDENTITY}, also known as Jim Washington, 6020 Snowbird Drive, 
Colorado Springs, Colorado 80918, a white male born 12/21/1947, 
Social Securi~y Account Number 237-70-9180, voluntarily appeared 
at the Colorado Springs Resident Agency. Washington was 
accompanied by Ron F. Hartmann, also of Colorado Springs. Also 
present during a portion of this interview was Supervisory Senior 
Resident Agent Gregory B. Groves. After being advised of the 
nature of this interview and the identity of the interviewing 
agent, Washington provided the following information: 

Washington is employed as a Senior Investigative and 
Security Specialist with the Defense Security Service (DSS), 1935 
Jamboree, Suite 170, Colorado Springs. Washington has been with 
the DSS for 17 years and has a total of 26 years of se::::-vice with 
the United States Government. 

Washington advised that he is an avid gun collector and 
often goes to gun shows to sell, trade or purchase guns and 
supplies. Sometimes he will take his daughter along with him to 
shows. 

In late October 1997-, Washington met Ron Hartmann 
because they lived near one another and Hartmann had brought 
Washington his guns from a show in Pueblo, Colorado, which had to 
be canceled due to the blizzard in Colorado at that time. Since 
both of them shared an interest in gun collecting and frequented 
the same shows, they agreed to start going to shows together and 
sharing the expenses of obtaining a booth or table. In addition, 
on~ man could watch the table and their inventory, while the 
other one walked around the show to see what was available. 

On the weekend of 11/21-22/1998, Washington and 
Hartmann went to the Tanner GWl Show at the Denver Merchandise 
Mart in Commerce City, Colorado and set up two tables together. 
on Sunday 11/22/1999, Washington did not have his daughter with 
him; it was just he and Hartmann at their tables. 

On Sunday afternoon {11/22/1999), Washington was 
sitting in a chair facing to his right, looking at Hartmann. 
Washington guessed that it was sometime after lunch. Hartmann 
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was talking to someone across the table from him when a young 
female and a young male approached their tables and began talking 
to Hartmann. Washington stated that Hartmann was standing and he 
recalled Hartmann asked the female for her license and saw the 
girl give it to him. Washington could not see the male clearly 
due to the vertical gun rack on the tables, which blocked his 
view of the male. He saw the female clearly. He stated that he 
even looked up when he heard Ron say something like "You don't 
look 18". 

Washington advised that since the shootings at 
Columbine High School in Littleton, Colorado, he now believes 
this female to be Robyn Anderson. He described her as havi~g 
shorter hair than she has new, as determined by her photographs 
on the television and in the newspapers. Anderson was wearing 
jeans and a light colored top. She had a shoulder bag, possibly 
of denim material, which had a flap but no snaps. 

Washington st.aced thac after the shotgun was sold, Ron 
Hartmann handed the gun to .lUlderson, but the male took it. He 
heard Hartmar..n say something to the effect of "it's nice of you to 
carcy itn to the male. As the couple walked away, Hartmann 
turned to Washington and said "That girl just turned 18.R 
Washington stated that he had no recollection of the male because 
his view was blocked by the gun rack and there were several 
people around the table at this time, some of whom were asking 
Washington questions. Neither Washington nor Hartmann could 
identify anyone around their tables who could provide any 
additional assistance. 

Following the initial news reports about the shootings 
and the weapons involved, Washington did not think anything about 
this particular show and their sales of guns at the Tanner Gun 
Show. He wondered who had sold the weapons which were used in 
the shootings. After Robyn Anderson was identified and her 
picture appeared on the news, Washington immediately recognized 
her as the female who had purchased the shotgun from Hartmann. 
He telephonically contacted Hartmann and told him of this fact, 
but Hartmann did not believe Washington at first, because the 
news reports did not mention that Anderson had purchased the 
shotgun. 
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Washington stated that he wished to cooperate fully 
with this investigation. Washington does have concerns for his 
personal safety due to the numerous leaks of information to the 
media about the progress of the investigation. He feels that 
Hartmann legally sold a shotgun to an 18 year old individual and 
did nothing illegal and cannot be blamed for what happened at 
Columbine High School. Washington fears that if his identity got 
out, people would attack him or his family and vandalize his home 
out of vengeance for what happened. He does not believe people 
would act rationally toward either him or Hartmann if their 
identities were divulged. 

Washington could provide no addit~onal information at 
this time and the interview was terminated at this point.

On 04/30/1999, Ronald Frank Hartmann (PROTECT

at the Colorado Springs Resident Agency. Hartmann was 
accompanied by James R. Washington, also of Colorado Springs.

After being advised of 
the nature of this interview and the identity of the interviewing 
agent, Hartmann provided the following information: 

Hartmann served 20 years in the Armed Forces, with his 
time split bet•..,een the United States Navy (1957 - 1961) and the 
United States Ai::::- Force (USAF) (1961 - 1977). Uoon retirement 
from the USAF, he became a civilian employee of the United States 
Government, first at Fort Carson in Colorado Springs and then 
with the Defense Logistics Agency in Ogden, Utah. Due to 
downsizing on the part of the United States Government, when the 
program he was assigned to in ITtah was shut down, he retired from 
the Government and is currently unemployed. 

Hartmann advised that he is an avid gun collector and 
has been for most of his adult life. Hartmann enjoys going to 
gun shows because it is usually a good gathering place for 
serious collectors and he has gocten to know many individuals 
over the years. Sometimes he goes to these shows to look around 
and see if there is anything he wishes to buy or trade for and 
sometimes he gees and sets u~ a table or booth and sells some of 
his guns and associated supplies; such as knives and reloading 
supplies. 

Hartmann described the shows in the Fall and Spring as 
being the best ones to go to in order to buy, sell or trade 
items. Two to four times per year, Hartmann will set up a booth 
or table and sell items. In addition to this, he estimated that 
he attends about six to seven shows a year when he is not 
selling. Mostly he sets up a table or booth at the Sertoma Gun 
Show in Colorado Springs and a few shows, including the Tanner 
Gun Shows at the Merchandise Mart, in the Denver area.

!n- the Fall of 1997, around the time of the blizzard, 

both Hartmann and Jim Washington, had set up individual tables at 
a gun show in Pueblo, Colorado. Hartmann was staying in Pueblo 
and Washington had come down and set up his table on Friday and 
had returned to Colorado Springs. Due to the blizzard, 
Washington could not return ta Pueblo and the show was canceled 
due to the conditions. Many dealers had displays set up but 
could not come and retrieve their guns for some time. Hart~ann 
told the coordinator of the show that he would take Washi~gton's 
guns back to Colorado Springs with him and return them to 
Washington, as long as someone else inventoried them before 
Hartmann left. This was done and Hartmann met Washington for the 
first time when he returned Washington's guns to him. Due to 
thei= mutual interests in guns and in going to these gun shows, 
they decided to begin going ta che shows together, rather than 
separately. 

During the weekend of 11/21-22/1998, Hartmann and 
Washington went to the Tanner Gun Show at the Denver Merchandise 
Mart in Commerce City, Colorado. They set up two tables side-by­
side at this show. At each end of the tables, there was a 
horizontal gun rack containing a few quality guns with a sign 
saying Moo Not Touchn, which either Washington or Hart.mann would 
pick up and display to a potent~ai buyer, At the very center of 
the table, straddling the two, was a vertical rack containing 
olde:r guns, which Hartmann called "beaters", which the public 
could handle if they chose to do so. Hartmann advised that at 
this show, they had approximately 12 to 15 guns for sale in 
addition to knives, scopes and :reloading supplies and equipment. 

Hartmann advised that on Saturday (11/21/1998), there 
were a lot of people at their tables, but they did not sell much 
inventory. On Sunday (11/22/1998), there were a lot of people 
milling around; more than normally observed on a Sunday according 
to Hartmann. 

Hartmann advised that if you were standing in front of 
their tables looking at them, Washington was on the right side, 
sitting on a chair facing to his right and Hartmann was standing 
9n the left side. 

Hartmann believes it was Sunday afternoon, sometime 
after lunch, when a young female came up to their tables 
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accompanied by a young male. The female stood facing Hartmann 
and the male stood with one arm resting on the vertical gun rack 
in the center of the tables. The female said to Hartmann, "I 
would like to~ buy that shotgun.~ Hartmann said ''This one here, 
the double barrel 7• She replied "Yes.~ He asked "How old are 
you?n and she replied "18". He stated that she was very young 
looking and so he asked her for some identification "Can I see 
your driver's license?~ Without any hesitation, she reached into 
her wallet produced a Colorado Drivers License for Hartmann to 
see. Upon inspection, Hartmann determined that she was in fact 
18 years old, just having passed her bi=thday a few weeks before 
the shaw. 

Hartmann stated that the price tag on the shotgun said 
$245.00 and he told her the price. The female pulled out a 
wallet from her bag and counted out the money. Hartmann stated 
that as best as he could recall it was mostly $20 bills and there 
were no large bills in the total. She handed him the cash and he 
counted it out. Once he was satisfied that she had paid the 
correct amount, Hartmann reached for the shotgun and removed it 
from the rack and handed it to her. At this point, the male 
accompanying her, reached over and took the shotgun from 
Hartmann's hands. Hartmann said he made a statement to the 
effect of ~Are you going to be a gentleman and carry it for her?~ 
and the male replied ~Yes.~ 

Har~mann described both the male and female as being 
nice looking kids and had no reason to question them. He 
described the male as being about 5'11" tall, since he is S'lO", 
and the female as being about 5'6" or so. The male was taller 
th.in t:.he female. The male was wearing a dark, short-sleeve 
shirt. Hartmann could not recall what the female was wearing at: 
t:.he time. He just recalled that both were clean-cut. Hartmann 
went on to say that the female had blond hair, not: real long and 
she a round face and was of medium build; not ski~.ny, not fat. 
He also described the female as being timid in her demeanor. lt 
was Hartmann's impression that she was nervous because she did 
not ask any questions about the gun. Hartmann put this down to 
the fact that she had never purchased a gun before. 

After their transaction was completed, the couple left 
Hartmann's tables and walked away. Hartmann turned towards 
Washington and remarked ~That: girl just turned 18.~

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Hartmann advised that he did not initially think about 
this incident fallowing the tragedy at Columbine High School 
until Washington called him on the telephone to remind him of the 
girl. After ~he media coverage of the shooting and his 
discussions with Washington, Hartmann now believes that the 
female who purchased the shotgun from him at the 11/22/1998 
Tanner Gun Shew was Robyn Anderson. He is 100% sure of this. He 
is also 80% sure that her male companion was Dylan Klebold. 
Hartmann also advised that he has an image in his mind that while 
he was conducting the transaction with Anderson and Klebold, 
across the aisle from his tables was a young male holding a pump 
shotgun, who appeared to be waiting for them. Har,:mann could not 
identify this male. 

Hartman stated that the shotgun Anderson purchased from 
him was a Stevens Model 311D, 12-gauge double barreled shotgun, 
serial number A077513, with a 28" barrel and the choke was full 
and mcdified. Hartmann also advised that the shotgun was 
mechanically in good condition, had a walnut stock, the finish 
was good and that the bluing on the barrel was very streaky, as 
if the original bluing had worn off and someone had tried to re­
blue it. Hartmann was able to determine this from some old 
records he keeps for insurance purposes. 

Hartmann stated thac there was no paperwork produced 
for this sale and no receipt was given or asked for. Hartmann 
advised that he had personally purchased this gun sometime before 
this show, but he could not determine exactly when and where he 
had done so. 

Hartmann stated that he keeps a record of the 
manufacturer, the model numbers and the serial numbers of all of 
the guns he has for insurance purposes and is constantly updating 
these records as he buys and sells guns. When he updates his 
records, he discards the old records. 

Hartmann advised that once they left his stand, he did 
not observe them again. He and Washington did gun shows the 
following weekend in Colorado Springs (Sertoma); in about 
February 1999 in Colorado Springs and the Tanner Gun Show at the 
Denver Merchandise Mart in March 1999. At none of these 
subsequent gun shows did Hartmann observe either Anderson or 
Klebold. 
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Hartmann stated that while he is reluctant to be 
providing this information, he felt an obligation to do so. He 
wanted it clearly understood that he was coming forward as soon 
as practical After he became aware of the situation that the 
shotgun which he sold in November 1998, was sold to Robyn 
Anderson accompanied by Dylan Klebold. He expressed concerns for 
his personal safety due to all of the leaks of information being 
made to the media. Hartmann stated that he made a legal sale of 
the shotgun to an individual, 18 years of age or older, and had 
broken no laws. Hartmann is afraid that if his identity is 
somehow released to the media, he will become a target for 
vengeance and will be v~ewed as responsible for the t=agedy at 
Columbine High School. 

Hartmann turned over to the interviewer a hand-drawn 
diagram which he had used while descr:bing the layout of his 
booth and the positions of all parties at the time of the sale of 
the shotgun. In addition, he advised that the table behind 
theirs was occupied by the Golden Gun Clu.b and when you faced 
outward, to their left were three tables full of ammunition being 
sold by some people from Pocatello, Idaho.

7. Duran stated that Manes purchased the TEC-9 approximately 6 months to l year ago at 
the gun show. Duran states that it was in the summer or fall of 1999. Duran 
stated that he attended a gun show ·.iith :-lanes in December 1999 or Januar-/ or 
February 1999. Duran recalls that his father was also present. Duran stated that 
he had told Harris and Klebold that he and Manes would be going to the gun show and 
Harris and Kle.bold stated that they 1110uld meet there. Duran states that Harris and 
Kle.bold walked around the gun show with Manes and himself and Manes pointed out the 
TZC-9's that were displayed at the various tables and explained to Har:::is and 
Kle.bold what his TEC-9 was like. Duran stated that Manes bought his .45 caliber 
handgun at this gun show and believes that Harris or bought a knife from a dealer 
chat sold knives and swords. Duran stated that it looked like Harris and Klebold 
had bought ot:ler items from the bag they carried but: he is not sure. Duran stated 
th~t Manes bought a 20 to 30 round ammunition clip for the TEC-9 at this gun show. 
Duran stated that Manes filled out the appropriate paper'NOrk for the purchase of 
the -~S handgun and they had to wait approximately 1 ~ hours for the transaction to 
be completed. 

8. Duran was asked about target shooting up at Rampart Range and stated that he had 
been shooting 3 times at Rampart wit? Harris and Kle.bold. Duran stated that the 
first time they went shooting was around t:he end of February. Harris and Klebold 
brought up the HiPoint rifle a-nd t:le TEC-9. Duran stated that on the 2nd target: 
shooting day occurred around the beginning of March, Harris and Klebold brought up 
the same ewo weapons, HiPoint rifle and TEC-9. Duran stated that all the shooters 
would meet at Manes' house and carpool up to the target shooting sight. Duran 
states that Harris and Kle.bold stated on the evening before at Blackjack Pizza or 
on the morning that they were going eo go shoot at Rampart for the third time, that 
they had a surprise to show when they arrived at Rampart. Duran recalls the date 
to be around the middle of March. Duran stated that the surprise turned out to be 
t~o sawed off shotguns which Harris and Kle.bold produced from a black duffle bag. 
One was a pump action shotgun and the other a double barrel .break-open shotgun. 
Both shotguns had the .barrels and the stocks cut do111n.. Duran stated that Harris 
predominantly shot the pump shotgun and Klebold shot the double barrel shotgun. 
Both Harris and Klebold had cuts on the webbing of their hands from the recoil of 
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the shotguns. Duran stated that Klebold had the worst cut since it was constar..t2.'t 
bleeding. Duran stated that Harris and Klebold both shot the TEC-9 and Harris · 
mostly shot the.HiPoint rifle. Duran stated that Harris stated that the HiPoint 
belonged to his uncle or cousin. Duran said he asked Harris and Klebold where -::.:ley 
got the shotguns and they would not tell him. Duran assumed they got t.:lem from his 
father or were possible stolen. Ouran further stated that he believes he drove 
Harris and Klebold up in his car to Rampart. He further states t:J.at he bel.:.eves 
that he transported Harris a.nd Klebald's firearms in his car at least once. Juran 
further stated that they always went shooting an Saturday's at the Rampart: 
location. Also brought up to the Rampart location was the TEC-9 and -:he Hi?oint 
rifle. According to Duran, the individuals that were present on all three shoot::..:ig 
events were Har::-is, Klebold, Jessica (Manes' girlfriend) and himself, Duran scat:ed 
that he never brought up any firearns because he did nee own any. 

9. Duran states that on the third r.:ime they went shooting, H'.ar:::-is and iC.ebold brought: 
up a video camera and filmed them shooting at ehe Rampart: location. Duran stated 
that he did most of the filming but that Manes did some fil~ing too. Duran st.aced 
that Manes asked for a copy of t:!l.e video tape from Harris ar.d «le:Oold ar.d a s:-:i;:y 
•,,ias ;;,rovided to Duran wh.o ·,iat:c:led it and gave it to Manes. Duran stated that on 
one occasion when Harris was shoot::.r.g a l2 gauge slug into a t:::-ee he stated, "-:'. 
wonder what that would do to a person". Duran stated that they ·,iould shoot at: 
orange target stickers that they acquired at Che Giddyup ~ Ga store that is located 
approximately 5 miles prior to the entrance to Rampart. Duran stated chat the 
directions co tb.e store •,iere southbound on :Ughway as to tb.e Sedalia tun off sign. 
Take a right and the road would take you to the store and f'J.rther up the i:-oad would 
be Rampart entrance. Duran stated chat Harris and Klebold would bring bow Eng pins 
from their bowling class to use as targets. 

lO. Duran was asked when the was the last time he saw Harris or Klebold and he stated 
that he saw Klebold picking up his paycheck at Blackjack Pizza approximately April 
9, -1999 or sooner. 

ll. Duran stated that he heard from his girlfriend Cristina Applegate, that: Mark Manes 
had come over to their house either the day of or the day after the Columbine 
shooting event and was visibly distraught over the incident. This was due to 
Manes' involvement with Harris and :Clebold and the TEC-9 sale. Duran further 
stated that he knew that Manes had purchased 9mm ammunition for Harris and Klebold 
the day before the Columbine shooting. 

12. Duran stated that Chris Morris is a close friend of H:arris and Klebald and they 
always "hung out'' together. 

13. Duran was asked if he had any computers and he replied that there are two computers 
at his house but they belong to his roommates ar::.an and . .!ulgel Pytlinski Duran 
stated that he has a new laptop but obtained it approximately one month ago._ Duran 
gave his permission for any computer searches. Duran stated that Angel Pytlinski 
also worked at Blackjack Pizza as a driver and Brian Pytlinski works for either BPI 
or BPS at Colorado computer company. 

14. Duran concluded that he had overheard one day while at work at Blackjack Pizza, 
Harris stating that Klebold or Rarris bad "made up" with Brooks.

FFL's names that match the Tanner Gun Show list will be 
contacted via interview by inspectors of our agency. These 
inspectors have been given a list of questions to ask these 
present or past FFL's and requested to review their bound 
books, if applicable.

There is also the possibility 
that the three (3) transactions were conducted by a private 
party's and if this is the case, no one is subject to any 
criminal penalties. I will keep you informed as this 
portion of the investigation continues.

On 04/30/1999, Ronald Frank Hartmann (PROTECT 
IDENTITY), also known as Ron Hartmann, 3835 Blazingwood Way, 
Colorado Springs, Colorado 80918, a white male born 08/08/1939, 
Social Security Account Number 150-30-9559, voluntarily appeared 
at the Colorado Springs Resident. .J\gency.

Ucon retirement 
from the USAF, he became a civilian employee of the United States 
Government, first at Fort Carson in Colorado Springs and then 
with the Defense Logistics Agency in Ogden, Utah. Due co 
downsizing on the part of the United States Government, when the 
program he was assigned to in Utah was shut down, he retired from 
the Government and is currently unemployed. 

Hartmann advised that he is an avid gun collector and 
has been for most of his adult life. Hartmann enjoys going to 
gun shows because it is usually a good gathering place for 
serious collectors and he has gotten to know many individuals 
over the years. Sometimes he goes to these shows to look around 
and see if there is anything he wishes to buy or trade for and 
sometimes he goes and sets up a table or booth and sells some of 
his guns and associated supplies; such as knives and reloading 
supplies. 

Hartmann described the shows in the Fall and Spring as 
being the best ones to go to in order to buy, sell or trade 
items. Two to four times per year, Hartmann will set up a booth 
or table and sell items. In addition to this, he estimated that 
he attends about six to seven shows a year when he is not 
selling. Mostly he sets up a table or booth at the Sertoma Gun 
Show in Colorado Springs and a few shows, including the Tanner 
Gun Shows at the Merchandise Mart, in the Denver area.

In the Fall of 1997, around the time of the blizzard, 
both Hartmann and Jim Washington, had set up individual tables at 
a gun show in Pueblo, Colorado. Hartmann was staying in Pueblo 
and Washington had come down and set up his table on Friday and 
had returned to Colorado Springs. Due to the blizzard, 
Washington could not return to Pueblo and the show was canceled 
due to the conditions. Many dealers had displays set up but 
could not come and retrieve their guns for some time. Hartmann 
told the coordinator of the show that he would take Washington's 
guns back to Colorado Springs with him and return them to 
Washington, as long as someone else inventoried them bef-0re 
Hartmann left. This was done and Hartmann met Washington for the 
first time when he returned Washi:i.gton's guns to him. Due to 
their mutual interests in guns and in going to these gun shows, 
they decided to begin going to the shows together, rather than 
separately. 

During the weekend of ll/21-22/1998, Hartmann and 
Washington went to the Tanner Gun Show at the Denver Merchandise 
Mart in Commerce City, Colorado. They set up two tables side-by­
side at this show. At each end of the tables, there was a 
horizontal gun rack containing a few quality guns with a sign 
saying "Do Not Touch", which either Washington or Hartmann would 
pick up and display to a potential buyer. At the very center of 
the table, straddling the two, was a vertical rack containing 
older guns, which Hartmann called ''beaters", which the public 
could handle if they chose to do so. Hartmann advised that at 
this show, they had approximately 12 to 15 guns for sale in 
addition to knives, scopes and reloading supplies and equipment. 

Hartmann advised that on Saturday (11/21/1998), there 
were a lot of people at their tables, but they did not sell much 
inventory. On Sunday (11/22/1998), there were a lot of people 
milling around; more than normally observed on a Sunday according 
to Hartmann. 

Hartmann advised that if you were standing in front of 
their tables looking at them, Washington was on the right side, 
sitting on a chair facing to his right and Hartmann was standing 
on the left side. 

Hartmann believes it was Sunday afternoon, sometime 
after lunch, when a young female came up to their tables

you?" and she replied "18". He stated that she was very young 
looking and so he asked her for some identification "Can I see 
your driver's license?" Without any hesitation, she reached into 
her wallet produced a Colorado Drivers License for Hartmann to 
see. Upon inspection, Hartmann determined that she was in fact 
18 years old, just having passed her birthday a few weeks before 
the show. 

Hartmann stated that the price tag on the shotgun said 
$245.00 and he told her the price. The female pulled out a 
wallet from her bag and counted out the money. Hartmann stated 
that as best as he could recall it was mostly $20 bills and there 
were no large bills in the total. She handed him the'cash and he 
counted it out. Once he was satisfied that she had paid the 
correct amount, Hartmann reached for the shotgun and removed it 
from the rack and handed it to her. At this point, the male 
accompanying her, reached over and took the shotgun from 
Hartmann's hands. Hartmann said he made a statement to the 
effect of "Are you going to be a gentleman and carry it for her?" 
and the male replied "Yes." 

Hartmann described both the male and female as being 
nice looking kids and had no reason to question them. He 
described the male as being about 5'11" tall, since he is 5'10", 
and the female as being about 5'6" or so. The male was taller 
than the female. The male was wearing a dark, short-sleeve 
shirt. Hartmann could not recall what the female was wearing at 
the time. He just recalled that both were clean-cut. Hartmann 
went on to say that the female had blond hair, not real long and 
she a round face and was of medium build; not skinny, not fat. 
He also described the female as being timid in her demeanor. It 
was Hartmann's impression that she was nervous because she did 
not ask any questions about the gun. Hartmann put this down to 
the fact that she had never purchased a gun before. 

After their transaction was completed, the couple left 
Hartmann's tables and walked away. Hartmann turned towards 
Washington and remarked "That girl just turned 18."

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Hartmann advised that he did not initially think about 
this incident following the tragedy at Columbine High School 
until Washington called him on the telephone to remind him of the 
girl. After the media coverage of the shooting and his 
discussions with Washington, Hartmann now believes that the 
female who purchased the shotgun from him at the 11/22/1998 
Tanner Gun Show was Robyn Anderson. He is 100% sure of this. He 
is also 80% sure that her male companion was Dylan Klebold. 
Hartmann also advised that he has an image in his mind ~hat while 
he was conducting the transaction with Anderson and Klebold, 
across the aisle from his tables was a young male holding a pump 
shotgun, who appeared to be waiting for them. Har~mann could not 
identify this male. 

Hartman stated that the shotgun Anderson purchased from 
him was a Stevens Model 3110, 12-gauge double barreled shotgun, 
serial number A077513, with a 28" barrel and the choke was full 
and modified. Hartmann also advised that the shotgun was 
mechanically in good condition, had a walnut stock, the finish 
was good and that the bluing on the barrel was very streaky, as 
if the original bluing had worn off and someone had tried to re­
blue it. Hartmann was able to determine this from some old 
records he keeps for insurance purposes. 

Hartmann stated that there was no paperwork produced 
for this sale and no receipt was given or asked for. Hartmann 
advised that he had personally purchased this gun sometime before 
this show, but he could not determine exactly when and where he 
had done so. 

Hartmann stated that he keeps a record of the 
manufacturer, the model numbers and the serial numbers of all of 
the guns he has for insurance purposes and is constantly updating 
these records as he buys and sells guns.

At none of these 
subsequent gun shows did Hartmann observe either Anderson or 
Klebold.

Hartmann stated that while he is reluctant to be 

providing this information, he felt an obligation to do so. He 
wanted it clearly understood that he was coming forward as soon 
as practical after he became aware of the situation that the 
shotgun which he sold in November 1998, was sold to Robyn 
Anderson accompanied by Dylan Klebold. He expressed concerns for 
his personal safety due to all of the leaks of information being 
made to the media.

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was talking to someone across the table from him when a young 
female and a young male approached their tables and began talking 
to Hartmann. Washington stated that Hartmann was standing and he 
recalled Hartmann asked the female for her license and saw the 
girl give it to him. Washington could not see the male clearly 
due to the vertical gun rack on the tables, which blocked his 
view of the male. He saw the female clearly. He stated that he 
even looked up when he heard Ron say something like "You don't 
look 18". 

Washington advised that since the shootings at 
Columbine High School in Littleton, Colorado, he now believes 
this female to be Robyn Anderson. He described her as having 
shorter hair than she has now, as determined by her photographs 
on the television and in the newspapers, Anderson was wearihg 
jeans and a light colored top. She had a shoulder bag, possibly 
of denim material, which had a flap but no snaps. 

Washington stated that after the shotgun was sold, Ron 
Hartmann handed the gun to Ande~son, but the male took it. He 
heard Hartmann say something to the effect of "it's nice of you to 
carry it" to the male. As the couple walked away, Hartmann 
turned to Washington and said "That girl just turned 18." 
Washington stated that he had no recollection of the male because 
his view was blocked by the gun rack and there were several 
people around the table at this time, some of whom were asking 
Washington questions. Neither Washington nor Hartmann could 
identify anyone around their tables who could provide any 
additional assistance. 

Following the initial news reports about the shootings 
and the weapons involved, Washington did not think anything about 
this particular show and their sales of guns at the Tanner Gun 
Show. He wondered who had sold the weapons which were used in 
the shootings. After Robyn Anderson was identified and her 
picture appeared on the news, Washington immediately recognized 
her as the female who had purchased the shotgun from Hartmann. 
He telephonically contacted Hartmann and told him of this fact, 
but Hartmann did not believe Washington at first, because the 
news reports did not mention that Anderson had purchased the 
shotgun.

Natun of Report: Tuezday, April 20, 1999 at about 1600 hours the Boulder County SW AT 
Team was asked to respond to the Columbine High School in Jeffers-on County, Colorado. We 
were asked to help numerous Denver metro llgency SWAT Teams in containing a shooting that 
OGCwred at the school. The Sheriff Department's team is made up of sheriffs' deputies and 
police officers from the Lafayette and Erie Police Departments, volunteer paramedics, and 
special services techs. 

Team members who responded were Captain Tom Shomaker. Lieutenant Jim Smith. Sergeants 
Jeff Hendry, Tom Sloan, Pat Haugse, Rick Brough, Dan Barber, Mike Dimond, Tom Mcgrath, 
Dwight Hill, Guy Coshall (Erie PD). Detectives Brian Lindsey, Tim Lynch. Officm: Jon Shiels, 
Gardner Mendenhall (Lafayette PD). Paramedics John Michael, and Harvey ??"? ,and Special 
Service Tech Jim. Andrews. 

Details: Captain Shomaker reported to the Command Post at 1745 hours. The team was asked 
to get ready to deploy. We were asked be prepared to enter the school, atJ.d search a designated 
area. We were to search for additional suspec1S, injured or hiding students, and to log the 
location of any fatalities and ordinane(:. The team was ready to deploy, and moved to a staging 
area on the north we$'!: side of the school at about 1830 hours. We were held at that location for 
several hours due to the discovery of many unexploded Grdina.nee that was being found in and 
around the school building:. 

After several hours we returned to the original stqing area and waited there until the school was 
determined safe to enter. We returned to the foffllard staging area and made entry into the school 
at 2330 houn. Before making entry we overheard radio trafftc that four or five persons in 
Wliform had made an unescorted entry through the cast entry door Several minutes later we 
observed four people walk out of a door on the north west side of the school. Ail four were 

-wearing jump suits with ATF markings. We were asked to contact the in.di,.iduals and find out 
whom they were and what they were doing. Captain Shomaker and T approached them. Capt. 
Shomaker found out that the four were asked to meet a SW AT Te-am to help in searching for 
unexploded bombs. The comm.and post asked w to direct the individuals out of the school 
building and to the north east comer. 

We were asked to search the cafeteria or Commons area, and an adjae(:nt block of class rooms. 
We were to work with the Boulder Police Department SWAT Team. They had the responsibility 
for searching the kitchen and auditorium. We were then to join teams and meet at an assembly 
point on the s~ond floor of the school. Assigned to our team was an EOD ~pert, who was a 
deputy with the Jefferson County Sheriff's Department, and a team to operate an infrared de..-ice 
frcm DEA One DEA agent was identified as Larry Giliotti l did not get the identity of the 
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other DEA Agent or the Jeffco Deputy. 

My primary role was to document and log the information requested. Up0n our approach to the 
school building l saw a black plastic bag, lyiili on the ground by the west entry door, on the 
upper or second story level. J had been told that the plastic bag was covering a body at that 
location. We decided to enter the Commons area through a door in the north west comer of the 
area. This was through a door next to the kitchen. Upon approaching this area, walking do-wn a 
set of concrete stq,s, i noticed t.he co~ 'oody of what was a young male. He wu covered by a 
sheet or blanket. I marked the location of this body on a photo copy of the !Joor plan of 1\e 
~hool. 

After en1Cring the buildina the team worked along the inside west exterior wall to the south east 
comer of the Commons ere&. The team leader asked the EOD expert to advance to bis location 
to look at a suspected explosive device. The officer checked the device and fiiUffli out that it 
had already been detonated. 

As I advanced th.rough the Commons area I looked for any fallen victims, devices or other 
evidence. I first located what seemed a partially detonated device consistu2g of a 10 lb propane 
bottle, similar to the type found on gas powered eharcoal grills, surrounded by several l gallon 
plastic bottles. Lying next this was large faced clock that may be a timing device. This entire 
device was inside a backpack or bag. The bag, surrounding chairs, tables and backpacks had all 
sustained fire damage_ In addition the ceiling tiles directly above this device appeared to have 
been burned by fire The floor was covered by water that app&rffltly came for the fi.--e sprinkler 
sy:nem. This device was located on the nonh side of the Commons, about half way into the room 
itself. 

I observed three other areas in the Commons .uea that looked to be damaged by explosive 
devices. These .....ere best identified by a characteristic double fan bum pattern on tb.e floor, 
showing where the device had detonated. Ooe was located on the east side of the Commons at 
the far edge of the tables and chairs, about half way into the room. Another was located next to 
some tables on the ~outh east side oftbe room. l\nother was in the hall way coming from the 
Commons area into the block of clau rooms. 

This device left several pieces of debris and sluapnel One was a partially intact metal cylinder 
that had pierced the drywall of the hall, and come to rest inside a computer lab The classroom 
where this was found is loc:ated on the left or east side of the first hallway east of the Commons 
area. The classroom is on the comer of the main east/west hallway and the first north/south 
hallway. l observed what might be a metal end cap laying next to the computer lab, in the 
east/west ball way I also observed a piece of deformed metal laying on the floor at the far east 
end of this ea.st/west hallway. 

The finial area I saw damaged by explosives was on the first landing on the main stirs from the 
Commons area to the second floor. 'This area was next to the wall and exhibited the same double 
fan bum pattern on the floor that was the same as all the other,. 
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As the tactical team would clear hallways and rooms, the DEA infrared team would follow, 
checking the walls and ceilings for any indication of anyone hiding. As the team would clear the 
rooms, a team leader would note the date, time and team th.al bad cleared the area. 

After completing our area of responsibility, we again joined with the SWAT Team of the Boulder 
Police Department. We joine<i with them in the auditorium. After joining with them we moved 
to the 5eCQtld floor. where we met with other search teams ifwc were needed. At tbe assembly 
point, on the second floor near the library, we learned that the entire ,chool bad been search~d, 
and we cleaied the building through the out doors. 

We attended a debriefing with all the search teams. At the debriefing I gave my hand written 
notes or our sea:ch to investigators with the Jefferson County Sheriff's Oepa:rn:nent. After the 
debriefing the team cleared the scene.

HB. l..'m, I'm in the Metro SWAT Bureau and I've worked day shift, which is ten to six, and 
I've been in the SWAT unit for ffi:e\ve years. 

JV Okay \'.'hat have your assignments been since you've been with Denver PD.' 

HB Uh, 1 worked in district hvo which is northeast Denver and I worked a number, variety of 
cars J.nd then, uh, I spent nine years out there and about the last three I walked five points 
before 1 went to, uh, Metro SWAT 

1'/. Okay Could you tell me what specific training you've received for your current 
assignment, especially with SWAT. 

HB. lJh, we train constantly, not only m firearms but in tactics and uh, oh.

4 was sending their officers but, our, we kind of started the ball on it as far as Metro 
SWAT 

JV Okay. 

HB: We pulled up and he had parked on Pierce north of the school. I believe it's, yeah, 
Pierce, and, uh, I couldn't tell you the cross street. And I saw him so we pulled up to him 
and Jumped out and I got my, uh, tact vest, or, uh, load bearing vest and, uh, my .223 
SteJT Aug and four magazines. We jumped in his, his car, who was Sergeant Dan 
O'Shea and Tommy O'Neil, and, uh, they said there were some shots going on on the 
southwest side near the cafeteria. I didn't really know what it was at the time but they 
were pointing to us, so we drove our car back there and we got out. We got out and, uh, 
we started to approach the school. There \Vas some Jefferson County Sheriffs officers 
out in the lot behind the, or on the grassy kno!l behind the school and they were behind 
their car and there's a, some Denver officers, some other officers. As we approached the 
school, we were coming from the north side to the south side. Danny went around the 
fence and towards the front and there was some, there was some, uh, in and out doors, 
guess it leads to the hallway and then they go to the right. Since I've been in there now it 
goes to the library and the media center and down below is the cafeteria. There some 
steps goes down and I believe it's the student parking lot. I don't know that for sure. 

JV: L'm hmm. 

HB· Down there. Vv'hen I come around the comer I could see that there is at least two bodies 
laying outside the school. There is also an explosive device. I called it a bomb just 
outside the, the door where these two bodies were laying. 
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JV: Those rv.ro bodies are in the parking lot? 
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HB: No, they were right next to the school on, on the grass in the walkway, the sidewalk. 

N. Okay. 

HB: I saw them and then I saw a gun sticking out of the door. I didn't see a person but I saw 
the gun and those people laying there. So I, I fired a few rounds. I couldn't tell you 
exactly how many and the gun disappeared. 

JV· Could you see what type of gun it was? 

HB You know, I, really, I thought it was like an MP-5 because of the barrel had a round side 
on it, so I, some kind of automatic weapon, rifle. 

N, Okay. 

HB. And, uh, after that I never saw a suspect again. As for. .. 

JV: Okay, go ahead. 

HB: As far as uh, once I fired those rounds, the gun disappeared and I never saw it again. Or a 
suspect. 

N: You don't know if you hit the suspect at that time. 

HB. I don't believe I did cause of the angle. 

J\/· Cm hmm. 

HB· But he was, I don't know what he was going to do, ifhe was going to fire at the police 
officers out there in the car, cause 1 had an angle on him, but those t\Vo kids were there 
and I was worried about him shooting those kids. One was moving, moving, so I knew 
he was alive. The other one I never did see move. 

N: Was it male, was it a male also? 

HB. The guy on the ground I believe was a male. 

JV: So two males on the ground? 

HB: Well, it was one female and the male I believe there. No, I'm not sure. I didn't get that 
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close. 

N: Both were shot? 
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HB: Yes sir. We (inaudible) I couldn't get through because there was a fence that, there's 
some trash packters or trash dumps there and there's a fence so you can't get through the 
doors that way. So I come back around to where Danny was and there's an open door to 
the school here and the windows had been shot out, or doors had been shot, the glass 
doors had been shot out. I could see the two people there and I said, I told Danny we had 
to, we had to get them out of there. A..nd I crossed over to the other side next to the 
school and we were covering down that way and we got a call from some other guys 
cause down there at the bottom of the hill and the stairs near the cafeteria there was about 
four people wounded, maybe more, down there So I said we gotta get some people and 
get 'em out of here. 

N: So you 're down to the cafeteria at this point. 

HB: Right. But it's all right within eye shot of each other. 

N: Okay. 

HB: There's just a rise. The back doors are here. There's door open into the school, just a 
single door. Windows are on the second floor and when I call it second floor, it's not 
really a second floor cause it's the main level. The ground drops down so far, the 
cafeteria is more like a basement. 

N: Going back to when you fired the shots at the rifle you saw sticking out the door, how 
many shots do you think you fired? 

HB: You know, I want to say like three or four, maybe six. It was just a, I saw that gun 
sticking out, I didn't know what was going to happen though so I fired those rounds at the 
gun cause I didn't see the person and. uh, once that happened, they, it disappeared. 

N: \Vhat side of the school is this on? 

HB. It's on the south end, the west side of the school. 

N. Okay, what type of doors? 

HB: They're glass doors but they were standing open and they, they were more or less 
shattered, some of 'em. 
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JV: Prior to you shootlng? 
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HB: Well, they had, yeah, they, there was some more shattering after that but they were 
shattered, some of them were shattered and then on the windows, I wanted to throw this 
in, cause on the windows on the south side where the school is, where the library and 
media center is, and the cafeteria, they were all, uh, tinted windows and you can't see into 
the school really, but they could see out. And it was the same way on that one door that 
was open. You could see, I could see into the school but there was nobody in there. I 
guess it's hard to explain. 

JV· Okay, yeah. 

HB: Be like several entrances after that. I'd say it was about four, eight doors there They're 
double doors. 

JV: Okay, now they're back in the cafeteria, you just entered? 

HB: No, I didn't, we didn't go in ... 

JV. Oh, you just saw it. 

HB. Yes sir. Cause I went down there and some of those windows had been shot out as well. 

JV. In the cafeteria? 

HB. Yeah, and those kids were there, so I called ... 

JV: You saw four bodies? 

HB There was at least four bodies, now, some of those were alive. 

JV: Just, okay 

HB· There might have been six down there. I believe, I believe some of those were dead. 
Could I check this situation? 

JV: Sure. 
Were all the bodies together or were they scattered out... 

HB· They were scattered out, like they tried to run or that's as far as they got. But the two up 
near the door, I told Danny we had to get 'em out of there. 
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N: There was, looked like gunshot victims? 

HB: They were all gunshot victims. 

N: Okay. No, no bomb or anything like that? 

HR No,no. 

N: Okay 
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HB: Uh, we had to, the, uh, Metro, or, no. the Jefferson County guys, communication was 
kind of messed up because we can't talk to them and they can't talk to us. 1 called a 
Jefferson County officer, I don't know his name, nice young man, and a Denver officer, 
and we were down there at the bottom of the building and we brought an ambulance 
around, on this bottom parking lot. As the ambulance pulled up and they were getting 
out, we were trying to load people up and they were looking at 'em. They started firing 
out the top of the, the library area. out the windows. And, uh, while they were doing that 
I returned fire, suppression fire. at those \Vindows to protect the ambulance crew and the 
students and myself. We got them loaded up. They left one there cause they said he was 
dead. And they got out of there. We backed up to a car, retrieved to a car not far from 
the scene, a smgle car, and we were covering there, I was still holding my position and 
kids started coming out. They had like eight kids come out all at once so I put down at 
the car with me. We had. we finally got some more officers back there and we sent those 
kids, we couldn't get anybody to come and get · em or anything so we just had 'em run 
one at a time back to the other officers. I don't know what happened to them after that 

N. Umhmm. 

HB: As we stayed there longer, people kept coming out so we kept bring1 ,; · em to us or 
letting them go on. Then, our :V1etro Shot Bureau, which I really wasn't involved m the 
setting up of that, brought a fire truck around with some, with some, um, uh, Jefferson 
County officers SWAT team and our S\.VAT team and our commander, Captain DiManna 
and Phelan. We rescued the t\vo kids that were there at the door. 

N: At the door Okay. 

HB· With that truck. We put one of the kids into a Jefferson County police car and he drove 
around to, God knows where, I don't know if the kid lived or not, and uh. 

N: You said when you were in the back of the school there you were receiving fire from 
them. Did it seem like it was more than one suspect at that time shooting at you?

HB: You know, I didn't know. It just seemed like those rounds started coming out. 
Everybody started ducking and they're trying to get those bodies, so I, I laid down some 
fire, oh, not just rapid fire but kind of shooting from where the bullets were coming out at 
us. 

N: Could you tell if bullets were hitting near you or in the immediate area? 

HB, You know, I don't know. Atthetime ... 

N: Or was it like ... 

HB: I don't know where they were going but could tell that they were coming out of the 
school through those windows so. 

N. Was that on the second floor? 

HB: It's actually the main floor but it looks like a second floor because the, the property drops 
down so much into a lower parking lot. We were down in the lower parking lot so it's 
like a second floor to us. yes sir. 

N: Okay. You don't know what rooms that would be up there then or anything. 

HB: It's, yes, after I made entry, we made entry and did the search of the whole building. We 
found the dead kids and the dead suspects and it's in the media/library room. 

N· Okay. 

HB. And that's where the shots were coming from. 

JV Okay. 

HB: At the time, didn't know that. 

N. Okay Did you fire a weapon any more times. 

HB No sir. 

N· After that? 

HB: No sir. 

N: Okay. When you were, uh, laying down returning fire at the suspects, uh, how many 
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people were in your immediate area there? That you were trying to protect? 

HB. There was at least two paramedics, four to six kids and two other officers. 

N: The ki,_c, were hiding behind a car that you were ... 

HB: Well, no, these were the downed kids. 

N: Oh, the downed kids. 

HB: Wounded and, uh, wounded and dead. 
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N. Okay. And then you made your way, you regrouped, it sounds like, with the SWAT 
team? 

HB. Our commander and some men come up with the fire truck so we could rescue the two 
kids that are right near the entrance doors. 

N· Front door .. 

HB· Where the bomb was, there's a bomb sitting there. It's a, what it was was a like a 
camping protane, propane tank, little miniature one. 

N. \.Vhich door is this? 

HB: Those main doors that were ... 

JV· Where you initially fired? 

HB: Yeah. There's a little bomb there. Ith~ tape around it. I don't know what the 
detonating device was. And then there was pipe bombs exploded all over the school. 

N· This main bomb, was it the outside or inside? 

HB. It was outside the door. It must not have exploded. And it's right near the, the two. I 
noticed that the minute I got up there, I could see that that was an object, an explosive 
object. 

N· And you saw the pipe bombs inside the school? 

HB · Yes sir, after I, we made the search. We did the room to room search. 
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N: Were there pipe bombs in various rooms, or? 

HB: Blown up, yes sir, they blew up all over the place. 

N· Are there bodies in these rooms too? 
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HB: TJh, I only saw, uh, we rescued a lot of people out of these rooms. There must have been, 
I want to say fifty to sixty kids down in the kitchen hiding. We got them out in different 
places, we'd get 'em up, upstairs, and when we made, went to the top there was probably 
another fifty, sixty kids, with some teachers mixed in. We got to the video room and 
library, media, library. I was, as I was holding that door, three ladies popped up so I got 
them out and they came out and that's the room where we found all the victims and the 
suspects. 

N· The library? 

HB: Yes sir. And that's the room I had shot at the two from upstairs. It's just above the 
cafeteria and, oh, something else I wanted to thrown in there was when the kids were 
coming out I tried to get a description or if they knew 'em or what they could tell me 
about 'em. They did say they were wearing black, they thought there was two, at least 
two and, uh, they didn't know 'em, the kids talked to, and they said that they were in the 
ceilings because they had been falling do\vn. or they had fallen down. So when we went 
in we were real leery of the ceilings and it, as we were making our search for the 
suspects, we knew we were going to come across people that were hiding and then try to 
rescue as many people as we could. It was quite confusing. 

N: I can imagine. 

HB. And I could tell you, I can't tell you this minute but I can tell you the exact number (cut 
off). 

N: So then, uh, you, when you came to the library and you saw the bodies there, what did 
you do after that? 

HB: Well.. 

N. Did you stay there? 

HB: I should back up some for you. 

N: Okay, sure. 
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HB: When DiManna, who's our commander, come with some more of our troops and 
Jefferson County, and I'm sorry I don't know all these people's names, the Jefferson 
County ones ...

HB: But they got a Jefferson County sheriff driving the fire truck. So we backed that up in 
there but we couldn't get it clear in there cause we got stuck, it's so slick, and we couldn't 
get in there.

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HB: A.nd I, I can't give you a better description than that cause I didn't, I didn't really want to, 
I didn't dwell on it. They matched the description of what we had got during the, as it 
progressed.

HB: \\l'hite males dressed in black, like trench coats and stuff. 

N: What type of duty weapon do you carry? 

HB: I carry a Glock, uh, 21, but I didn't fire it. And then, uh, for the department I, the weapon 
I took with me was a Steyr Aug .223. 

N: Okay. And how many clips? Magazines? 

HB: I took four magazines with me. 

N· In total, how many rounds do you think you fired today, approximately, without checking 
your magazines? 

HB: I know I fired twenty·eight and maybe another few rounds, so I, around thirty•something. 

N: Each magazine holds how many? 

HB Thirty. 

N Thirty. Okay Did you change magazines? 

HB: Yes sir. I, the reason I can tell you that one, is I changed one and had one round left in it.

All 
three of them are assigned to me. I've had it, I believe, for two years.

HB: It could be a little less than that, it could be a little more than that. 

N: You were carrying a Glock? 

HB: Yes sir. 

N: 21? You said. 

HB· Yes sir. 

N· Okay. The caliber of that is ... 

HB· Forty-five. 

N: Forty-five. And the Steyr Aug, does it have a scope on it? 

HB: Yes sir. 

N · Did you use that today? 

HB: Yes sir, in, I was scoping in the building to see ifl could get any movement or see 
anything but that reflected glass, you couldn't really see inside. 

JV: Okay. What type of training have you had for the weapons that you carry today? As far 
as maybe shots fired through it and your range scores and or what kind of classification 
you have as far as marksmanship. 

HB Uh, to be on the Yietro SWAT Bureau you have to shoot a ninety minimum. It's a ... 

N: With, with each weapon? 

HB: Yes sir. And so I can probably shoot in the middle of that generally. We do, we train 
once or twice a month. Uh, we don't always shoot when we train but generally we train. 
As far as the rounds that run through it, I'm supposed to keep a record ofit, I haven't 
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been keeping lately, uh, I, when I train, when I first got the weapon we ran 500 rounds 
through it. Since then I've probably put another, uh, five or a thousand rounds through it. 
So maybe fifteen-hundred rounds through that weapon. 

N: Okay. So your Glock holds twelve plus one? The 21, the model 21. 

HB: It's thirteen and one I think. 

N. Thirteen and one, okay.

N: And you didn't shoot that weapon, though.

HB: We got the, I'm sorry we brought a paramedic in for some wounded people in the up, 
upper floor. We had a paramedic with us when we found all the bodies and the suspects. 
And, uh, we searched that, cleared that area. I didn't actually physically clear that area 
myself. I was holding the, the hall and uh. there was something else I wanted to say, I 
can't remember what it was. But, uh. we didn't render any aid cause as we came across, 
originally, we hadn't rendered aid as far as getting the ambulance in there and getting 
them out. Are you ready? 

N: Goahead. 

HB. You had asked me what we did afterwards, the initial search and we found the suspects 
and the, and the victims. We, our commanders got with other commanders which was 
Jefferson County, I don't know who all was there, but mainly Jefferson County, maybe 
some Lakewood, maybe some Littleton. they all huddled up. What we did was then 
researched the whole building again. \Ve wanted to look for victims or people hiding or 
another suspect. So we re-did the building again, broke it up into sections and, uh, 
searched the building and I didn't come across any other people and I didn't come across 
any other victims. 

N: Okay, and, uh, you didn't have to fire your weapon at any more times that what you have 
told me? 

HB: No ,;,. No ,;,. 

JV: And, from what you've told me, uh, let me get a clear understanding that, uh, at all times 
when you fired your weapon, it was, uh, for what reason? 
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HB: Well, I thought it was to protect the lives of those two young people originally at the front 
cause I thought he was, they were going to shoot them. I didn't know exactly what they 
were going to do, but I saw the rifle coming out and those two victims there and one was 
moving, so I opened up on that. The second time I opened, I didn't fire, I was covering 
those windows, just standing there covering, when the shots started happening I returned 
fire and that was to protect myself, the paramedics and the victims we already had on the 
ground. I thought they were talking to me (portable radio traffic in background). 

JV: Okay Henry, is there anything else that maybe I haven't asked you that you wish to have 
documented regarding this incident, that, as far as your personal actions, or, uh, anything 
that you wish to say. 

HB. Let me just say I, it's just, it was, I've never seen anything like it. It was just sad. 

JV: I don't think you .... (cut oft). 
This is a continuation of the interview with Officer Henry Bloodworth at approximately 
1735 hours in the parking lot at Leaworth Grade School. 
Officer Bloodworth, you just checked your, uh, weapon. How many rounds did you fire 
totally today. 

HB: Thirty-four. 

JV: Thirty-four. That was from two magazines? 

HB: Yes sir. 

JV: Okay. Anything else you wish to add at this time. 

HB. No sir. 

JV· Okay. Thank you very much.

Drajem at Leawood Elementary School in reference to the shooting 

which occurred at Columbine High School. Sergeant Drajem responded 

to Columbine High School on 4/20/99 to assist SWAT Team members. He 

is rifle certified, but is not on Denver SWAT team. 

Sergeant Drajem was positioned with his ARlS {serial # LGC008584) 

near the southwest corner of the high school, near an out building. 

He believed he was approximately 60-75 yrds away from the school on 

an elevated area, which placed him rt somewhat level II with the second 

story library windows. 

Shortly after getting into his position, SWAT team members had moved 

into their position under the library windows on the ground floor 

outside. SWAT members were responding to 6-7 students who had come 

out of the school and were hiding behind a vehicle. One student was 

laying outside on the ground in front of 2 SWAT members in the open. 

Sergeant Drajem stated that shots were being fired out of a second 

story window from the library. About this same time, he witnessed 

smoke from a window to the north. As one SWAT member ran out of 

cover to rescue the lone student, the other SWAT member fired several 

rounds into and around the second story window to cover his partner. 

The rounds from the SWAT member were being fired from the qround 

level up to the second story windows. JC- 001-008354 

Sergeant Drajem fired 2 rounds from his ARlS into the window where 

shots were being fired out of to give additional cover for the SWAT

members below. He believed the time was approximately 11: SOam to 

12: 00 noon. The rounds were for cover only while the SWAT member 

below drug a student to cover. Sergeant Draj em stayed in this 

position continuously covering the second story windows until he was 

called off by his command. He fired no more rounds. 

Sergeant Drajem was on duty when he received a call in Denver to 

respond to this location.

3 years, he hos been a full-time SWAT team member. T echnidan Gray stated his 

regular duties include support and cover for patrol units, warrant service and to handle 

barricaded gunman situations. He stated he works Detail 2, which is the day watch from 

10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. His normal days off ore Sunday and Monday. Technician 

Gray confirmed he hod Monday, 04/19/99 off. He returned to work this morning at 

10:00 a.m. and attended roll call. He said, about on hour later, he heard radio traffic 

from Canine Officer Tom O'Neill, who explained there had been shots fired at 

Columbine High School. 

Technician Gray stated he took an unmarked car from SWAT headquarters and drove 

to Columbine High School. He parked near the intersection of Leawood Avenue and 

Pierce Street where he met other SWAT team members Henry Bloodworth, Tom O'Neill 

and Jamie Smith.

Technician Gray recalled he and 10 to 12 other SWAT team members used o fire truck 

as cover to approach the front doors of the school, which faced east. The fire truck was 

parked about 25 yards from the front door and T echnicion Gray recalled seeing bullet 

ho!es in the windows and an open door, just south of° the front door. Technician Gray 

recalled seeing what he believed was o student with his hands up against the gloss, 

north of the front door. T echnicion Gray said Captain DiMonna and Lieutenant Phelan 

decided to move to the cafeteria side of the school, as that was where the last known 

gunfire occurred. 

Technician Gray stated they moved around to the north side of the building and 

eventually ended up at the west side entrance.

The team advanced toJhe male victim. The victim was grabbed and pulled back to the 

fire truck. Technician Gray stated he fired about 4 rounds from his .9mm H & K MP5 

Long Gun on the team's retreat. T echnicion Gray said Captain DiManna and Lieutenant 

Phelan made the decision to pull the second victim, the female who did not have signs 

of life, back to the fire truck. The teem advanced a second time. Technician Gray 

stated he fired 10 to 11 rounds from his MP5 at the same area as suppression fire. The 

second victim was pulled to the fire truck. 

Technician Gray said he sow a third victim, who appeared to be dead, near the bottom 

of some stairs on that side of the building. Technician Gray said he scanned the second 

floor windows but did not fire. He recoiled Sergeant Dan O'Shea firing suppression 

rounds into o window below the library. The victim was not a!ive, according to 

Technician Gray. 

T echnicion Gray stated lieutenant Phelan and Captain DiManna agreed they should 

withdraw end reorganize otthe Command Post. Technician Gray stated the rescue took 

approximately 15 minutes. 

Technician Gray said he did not fire at any other time with the MPS or with his Glock 

.45mm sidearm. Technician Grey went on to say he assisted in vacating and searching 

the school. 

Technician Gray stated he obtained at least 8 hours of sleep the night previous. He 

stated he hod not consumed alcohol in the previous 24 hours. He stated he hod taken 

one pill of Flexeril and three pills of 200 mg Ibuprofen for his left wrist tendon which was 

tender. He explained he wore a splint on his left wrist at the time of the shooting. He 
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said his left hand was the support hand for the rifle and was not involved in 

manipulating the trigger. Technician Gray stated he ate a full dinner of 04/19/99 at 

about 1700 hours. He recalled eating four Girl Scout cookies at about l 0:00 p.m., 

when he took the pain pills mentioned previously. He added he was married, with four 

children and there were no unusual problems at home. He stated work was going well. 

He denied wearing contact lenses or glasses. 

Technician Gray stated he is not only certified to carry the MP5 but he is an MP5 

instructor. He has trained and carried the weapon for the lost three years. He stated 

he qualifies with the weapon 4 times a year. Technician Gray stated he hos never been 

in a police shooting himself but stated he had been in an incident in which his partner 

fired his weapon on December 7, 1990. Following the shooting, Technician Gray stated 

he spoke to team member Don Gilworth briefly. He stated no one else hos handled his 

MP5 since the incident. 

Technician Gray stated he and the SWAT team practice "officer down" drills where 

officers lay down suppression rounds to pin down the suspect whose location is 

unknown. Technician Gray stated this maneuver provides rescue team members a 

margin of safety.

Voice over the PA -ystem (in background): Moy 1 have your attention, please. I need 
your attention, please. We need al! Jefferson County counselors to the of-, to the Art 
Room. I'm sorry. All Jefferson County counselors need to go to the Art Room. Thank 
you. 

GG, (lnoud;ble) at the bottom. 

CB: To call uh, l apologize. We're just going to have to work around this. 

GG: I hear you. 

CB: Are you hearing gunshots when you're on scene? 

GG: Uh, no I couldn't hear 'em from where I was at. 

CB: But you were getting c report-
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GG, Yeah. 

CB: -that there was gunshots from inside the school. 

GG: There was radios from inside the school. 

CB: And this was while you were on scene? 

GG: Correct. 

CB: Okay. So, what happens? 

GG: And the Captain and the lieutenant says "We need to get some p-, get those 
people out of there" and basically he was, he wonted to get as much cover up 
and get these kids cause they, we had a lot of reports that there were some right 
by the door, moving and there were some dead. And he wonted to get them out 
of there as much-

CB: Who's the Lieutenant, now? 

GG: lieutenant Pat P-h-a, uh P-h-e-1-a-n, I believe. 

CB: And Captain? 

GG: DiManno. 

CB: DiManna. Do you know his first name? 

GG: Vince. 

CB: And so, they're making the uh, the arrangements to start evacuating students? 

GG: Correct. 

CB: Then whot happens? 

GG: Then they had some sort of pion to use a fire truck as our cover as we 
approached the school. We had some team members. I believe it's either from 
Littleton or Jeffco and some team members from Denver. And about l 0 to 12 
of us proceeded up there. We had a couple of shields and we had uh, pretty 
much everybody had a Long Gun, too, other than the Captain and the 
lieutenant. 
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CB: So, there were 12 SWAT members kind of htding behind the fire truck as it 
approaches what side of the school? 

GG: The, it would be the east side of the school, front doors. 

CB, Okey. 

GG: Whichever, l don't know if that's the main entrance, or not. ! uh. 

CB: Front doors, facing eost. 

GG: Front doors, facing east. 

CB: Then what happened? 

GG: And the fire truck, we were trying to get it to a point where we could pork it and 
utilize its cover and uh, at the time, we get as dose as we thought to the front 
doors as, as safe as possible as we thought. And a team iumped off. We had 
on open door just to the south of those front doors. Uh, cause the front doors 
are kind of like receded and there's a door over here to the south that we had 
a team actually hold that. 

CB: To the left or the front door? 

GG: To the left of the front door. And uh, l wos not port of that team. 

CB: Where was the fire truck parked? How dose to the front door? 

GG: Uh, I would say, still 25 yards from the front door. And it was o!I windows 
around and you could see various uh, bullet holes that were shootin' out or in. 
1 don't know. I couldn't tel! whether they were coming in or out but uh, we did 
notice on just the opposite side, say uh, you got the indention where the doors 
are. There's o classroom to the south or, excuse me, tc the north and there's 
windows, there were just windows. There weren't any doors along there ond we 
could see some movement in there and we could see some movement in there 
and the guy was smart enough, the student in there, he iust kept putting his palms 
on the window showing us that, you know, he's okay. You know, obviously, we, 
anybody could hove done that but we uh, we were able to see his hands the 
whole time. And he wou!d leave for a couple of seconds and then he'd come 
back and do the same thing cause he didn't know what to do either and we 
didn't want him to move until we had an idea of what was going on. 

CB: So, this was the classroom north of the front entrance? 
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GG, Correct. 

CB: Then what happened? 

GG: Then we uh, decided that the position we were in wasn't going to help us out. 
They·wanted the fire truck on the- over by the cafeteria. 

Voice on the PA system (in background): Excuse me. ! need to speak to a Steve Cruz 
Benson, Steve Cruz Benson or Lori Hoffner. Please come to the office. Lori Hoffner or 
Steve Cruz Benson. Please come to the office. 

CB: So, you realized the fire truck was not in a good position? 

GG: Well, 1 think he was reassessing that we needed uh, cause when you have a lot 
of different uh jurisdictions and organizations trying to make their own little plans 
uh. They decided, the Captain end the Lieutenant thought that uh, the n-, we 
needed us more on the backside where the cafeteria was where there was the last 
gun battle and it was uh, victims and witnesses, victims and hostages over there. 
And we thought we could be of more use over there. And that was what was 
coming across the air. That's where the immediacy was. Over there. 

CB, Alright. 

GG: So, we decided to toke the fire truck, bock it up and then go around the north 
side of the building and at that time, there wos a door even north of that 
dossroom where the guy was putting his hands on the window and he appeared 
outside that door and, you know, stood there with his hands up and we brought 
him back to us and, you know, uh I wasn't part of the guys that was trying to 
debrief him or anything. But, at the some time, we're still moving. You know, 
we're trying to talk to the guy and we're wonting to move on around, using the 
fire truck as our cover. And we ended up getting to a position on the north, well, 
it ended, ends up being on the west side uh, and we pulled the fire truck in there 
and, for a few minutes and we decided we needed to be on the other side of the 
fence. They have like, there are big generators on the outside. !twas all fenced 
in and fenced where we could see the, the victim that was moving still, right by 
those doors ! was discussing earlier where we, facing that library door that was 
open. We were facing that. So, that would be directly, probably southwest and 
uh, we wanted to bring the fire truck around those, that fence line where all that, 
the generators were or whatever that uh monstrosity metal objects they have in 
these. And uh, use that as our cover to try to extricate those downed victims in 
front of those doors. 

CB: So, could you see, outside the library doors, these victims um, outside or-? 
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GG: Correct. 

CB: They were outside the building? 

GG: They.were outsi_de the building. 

CB: Just so I'm clear. They, you soy victims. Do they appear to be students? 

GG: They were young, younger student age. 

CB: And uh, wounded? 

GG: One was moving. One was not moving. 

CB, Okoy. 

GG: We could see tw-o. And we also saw what appeared to be some sort of uh, 
bomb. 

Voice on the PA system (in background): Attention, please. May I have your attention, 
please. May I have you're attention, please. If you are a parent looking for a child, 
please go to the gymnasium at this time. If you are a parent in Leawood looking for 
your child, please go to the gymnasium right now. Thank you. 

CB: Was it a male or a female that was moving? 

GG, Mole. 

CB: And the person that was not moving, male or female? 

GG: Female. You know, obviously, we didn't know that until we got up on them, but 
eh. 

CB: Right. So, what happens next? 

GG: So, we, well, we ·vere a!so told about some object that's sitting in front of the 
door just, not too for from the suspects and you could tell it was some sort of eh, 
rigged bomb that they had and I did get a glance at it. 

CB, Whot did it look like? 

GG: Eh, it looked like it had a propane bottle with black tape wrapped around with 
obiects on the outside. 
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Voice on the PA system: Your attention, please. (Announcement being heard in the 
background.) 

GG: I did notice there was on the inside of those other doors but that was when I 
come out. I don't wont to get into that, yet. But eh, we were told to be aware 
of thCt. You know, that bomb. 

Voice on the PA system: If you ore looking for a child, would you p!eose go to the 
gymnasium. Parents or family looking for family, please go to the gymnasium. Thank 
you. 

CB: The object was a propane bottle with block tape and what was? 

GG: The objects on the outside. I couldn't tell you. I eh, at that time. 

CB: Obiects affixed to the outside. 

GG: Correct. It was toped to the outside of it. Some sort of, I did notice one where 
it hod o bunch of matches? 

CB: One object or 1wo obiects? How many objects did you see, I guess? 

GG: I saw the one on the inside that had matches on all sides of the obiect. That one 
wasn't, wasn't a propane bottle. This was a box type of object. The one outside 
looked like either a propane or some sort of container that was black and they 
hod block tape and the stuff was on the outside. I couldn't tel! you what the stuff 
was. l just-. 

CB: And that was outside the door. 

GG: That was outside the door right next to the moving victim. 

CB, Okay. Then whot? 

GG: Then, once we got to that, we got the truck. 

Voice on PA system: Moy I hove your attention, please. Many adults that are here 
looking for your children, please go to the gymnasium right now. Anyone who is here 
looking for your child, instead of standing in the hallways, please go into the 
gymnasium. Thank you. 

GG: Eh, we were in position, the truck, we were having problems getting the truck in 
the right spot because of the, it was all wet ground and the truck could get stuck. 
So, we were backing it up, trying to get it to a safer position for us to utilize as 
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much cover as possible to use our, to do our rescue. So, it wos a hostage rescue, 
basically a victim rescue we were trying to do. Eh, the Captain and the 
Lieutenant, basically, we had o 4 or 5 man team that we approached doors right 
where the victims were laying in front of, and they were next to the wall, it would 
be against, to the library side. We used that (inaudible). The, the building's kind 
of coCk-eyed. I couldn't tell you if it was south or what. Next to the library wall, 
eh. So we, when we approached and the Lieutenant said "We're going to need-
" 

Voice on PA system: May I have your attention, please. May I have your attention, 
please. We need all counseling professionals to go to the cafeteria at this time. All 
counseling professionals, we need you to go to the cafeteria. Thank you. 

GG: So, we eh, he said that we, as we approach up there, we wont cover fire, 
suppressive fire, down range, which would hove been the two main, the main 
open, not the door to the library. We had somebody covering that. And as we 
approached up there, we did hove to cross that door, though, so we were 
cognizant of what was going on there. We were covering ourselves as we 
crossed that door and as we approached the victims. And eh, we, I don't know 
who the other guy was. I think it was eh, Littleton or Jefferson. I don't know if 
it was a Littleton or Jefferson SWAT guy on that side and basically, we eh, did 
some cover fire into those door windows to make sure we're given some cover 
fire as we pull the victims out. And we pulled the moving victim, the injured one, 
we pulled him back and eh, our Captain, I think, was gonna grab the other victim 
and he realized she was dead and we, at that time, decided to pull back and we 
left the dead one there and were able to pull the live one out. And l think that 
had o lot to do with, as many bodies as we hod to do that eh, he wonted tv,,o 
people on one person, so we decided to bock again and pull her out. And each 
time I probably, you know I was firing maybe, I fired probably more the first time 
!, we did our, the live, the live victim. I fired probably, I don't know 16 to 18 
rounds as suppressive fire into those windows, a couple here, couple there, 
couple here, just back and forth to keep, keep whoever, if, If our suspects were 
in there, keep them down. 

CB: And these, so I'm dear, these ore windows eh,. 

GG: To the doors. 

CB: To either side of the library door? 

GG: The library door, no. The library door's open here. These are doors that go into 
the main hallway. So, you'd have to go down the hallway and turn right into the 
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library. The door that actually went into the library had 2 rooms or a room or 
2 before you even got to the library. So, this is just a room off of the library that 
the door's open-. 

CB: So, you were outside the building and, I guess, you were trying to get a 
perspective of w'here this doorway is. 

GG: Correct. 

CB: Is it a classroom doorway? 

GG: No, it looks like it's a main hallway, main entrance. 

CB: Main entrance. 

GG, It's got l;ke 4 eh. 

CB: Which direction? 

GG: 4, or six-

CB, Face-

GG: It Faces north, I'd assume and may even be west, Faces west, I'd say. 

CB: Okay. To a west entrance and it's a 4-door jobbie. 

GG: Correct. 

CB: And that's where the victims are laying. 

GG: Out, out, right outside of, against the wall to the library side. 

CB: So on your eh, when you pulled the first, the first victim out, there's 5 of you that 
go up to do this rescue? 

GG: Correct. 

CB: And there's eh, describe to me that rescue team. How, how is it configured? 
What do you hove? 

GG: Eh, we had, l believe, Lt. Phelan was on the shield and I was his !eftwing and eh, 
there's Captain DiManna. 
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VD: l'm Captain DiMonno {inaudible). 

CB: Yeah, Creighton Bates, Lakewood Police Deportment. 

UP: Hi, ~reighton. How ore you? 

CB: Good. We're in o toped interview. The tape is still rolling. Let me interrupt the 
interview here ot um, 1729 hours. 

CB: Okay, we're bock on tape here. The time now is l 731 um, and thotwos Captain 
DiMonno 

GG: DiMonno. 

CB, And Lt.-. 

GG, Pat Phelan. 

CB: And Pot Phelan. Okay. And we were talking about the configuration of the 
approach, here, uh. You said the Lt. was on the shield, in front. 

GG: Yeah, now. It was the Captain on the shield and the Lt. was right behind him 
and we basically hod Littleton, I believe it was, on the right side of the shield and 
me on the left side of the shield. 

CB: You don't know who this Littleton guy was? 

GG: No, I couldn't tell you. 

CB: Littleton was on the left and you were, I'm sorry, Littleton was on the right? 

GG: Correct. 

CB: And you were on the left? 

GG: Correct. 

CB, Okay. 

GG: The Littleton guy was on the library side and I was on the open side. 

CB: So, you're covering ground to go up and do this rescue. How much ground do 
you cover before you get there? 
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GG: From the truck, where we leave our cover, probably 25 yards, maybe 30. 

CB: And eh, at what point do you start your suppressive fire on this 25.yard distance? 

GG: Probably about 15 yards to where I dear the truck and eh, to get a certain, the 
way the doors and windows were, I didn't wont to be hitting any eh, metal doors 
or whatever and getting any ricochet there, so I wanted to get, to make sure I 
was on, on the windows part of it, rather than hitting any door jamb. 

CB: You, you cover 15 yards or? 

GG: Probably, no. We probably ended up about 5 or 6 steps when I start my fire 
and uh ... 

CB: And uh, you explained earlier and correct me if I'm wrong, but it was uh, 
you recall about 16 to 18 ... 

GG: On the first, 

CB, Shots. 

GG, Yes. 

CB: And uh, aimed at the windows ... 

GG: Of the doors, the door window. 

CB: Door windows. And uh what, what kind of gun you firing? 

GG, An H & K MPS. 

CB: ls it 9mm? What kind of ammo did you have in it? 

GG: Uh, we hove, our Deportment issue ammo which is uh, I believe Federal. 

CB, Ok. 

GG: Can't give you a grain or whatever at this time. 

CB: So you're walking and firing suppression rounds, yes? 

GG: Correct. 

CB: And eventually you guys get to the uh, the victim. 
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GG: Correct. 

CB: The victim is grabbed and eventually retreat with the victim. Who grabs 
the victim? 

GG: The Lt. Phelan then grabbed the victim. And thot was the live one. They 
did check, you know, and notice that there was definitely uh, the second 
victim had expired. And uh ... with the Captain holding the shield, ! don't 
think there was onybod11 else because we didn't have other hands to pull 
her out at that time. So uh, we just backed out of there and pulled the live 
one out to get him to some uh, help. 

CB: Are you firing on the retreat too? 

GG, A couple. 

CB: How many do you think fired on the retreat? 

GG: Uh, well, total of 16 to 18, so I would soy just a couple, probably two, 
two rounds, maybe 4 rounds on the way back. 

CB: The decision is made to go ahead and get that victim who appeared dead. 

GG: Correct. 

CB: And uh, is it repeated in the some fashion? 

GG: Correct. 

CB: You' re doing suppression fire again. 

GG: Correct. Cover fire. 

CB: How many do you think you fire on the second, uh. 

GG: Uh, well I hove a 29 round magazine and I expired one full magazine. 
So, it'd probably been another uh, 10 to 11 rounds. So out of 29 rounds, 
so uh, somewhere around that, cause 1 was-. 

CB: You didn't, you didn'7 swap magazines? 

GG: No, not at that time. When I got bock behind cover I, eh, immediately 
switched over and I noticed I was uh, I didn't have any left in one 
magazine. And I hold 29 in mine. 
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CB: Ok. On the approach you're again, you're laying down, uh o majority 
of the fire? And then on the retreat less fire? 

GG: Correct. 

CB: OkoY. And uh, the second victim is brought back and what happens? 

GG: Then we uh, basically decide, let's slow things down a little bit and !et' s see 
what's going on, you know, behind the fire truck and they're getting more 
information on people uh in other ports of '"he school and what's going on. 
And the Captain and Lieutenant they need, they felt that they needed to 
get bock to the situation where, or the command post where they could 
make decisions, you know uh, getting all the information rather then, 
cause we felt we got the one victim that was alive out of that particular 
area. But we did notice we hod another expired victim down at the 
bottom of those steps. There's some steps-. 

Voice on PA system: We need a building engineer to the office please. Building 
engineer to the office. Thank you. 

CB: So this is the third 'lictim? 

GG: Correct. And at the bottom of those steps and another 20 yards, there 
was a third victim that, we kept hearing, soys, well the paramedics, the 
paramedics looked at him and they said he was dead but, we wonted to 
make sure because uh, we don't, we don't know who or where that 
information came from. So we decided to do a similar type fashion of uh, 
covering and uh, I was covering the upper windows as we were coming 
up and I believe Dan O'Shea had the lower windows. And what we c'id 
is we went to the steps, we didn't use suppressive firing until the guys that 
were actually that were, we got to the wall. There's a wall that kinda 
starts to curve a little bit, we uh, the steps go down here. There's a chain 
link fence that comes out to steps. We get around the chain !ink fence and 
are along the wall so we hugged the wall and we uh, get down to the 
bottom. There's tv,,o windows that were uh, not clear so we don't know 
what's behind 'em with uh, and I don't remember if there was uh, 
gunshots through the windows that they'd noticed already, so whether that 
was from other officers firing or, that, them firing out of there. They 
weren't sure that, you know, they weren't behind them or whatever. So 
when we fanned out to get the victim there, I stayed on the upper windows 
and Don O'Shea, Sergeant Don O'Shea wos port of that team that went 
down and checked on this, this group. Uh, this guy down there. And I 
don't remember if Don O'Shea was on the initial rescue, maybe it was Dan 
O'Shea on the right instead of Littleton. Uh, !'m, you know, those things 
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are coming to me as we go cause the more I think of it, well, where did 
Dan O'Shea fit in that equation? Cause I know he was there and, but I do 
know he uh, did some suppressive fire, or cover fire at that time they went 
to check that other, exper-, apparently expired victim right below the 
library, it would be. 

CB: So, Sgt. Dan O'Shea uh, does some suppression fire? 

GG: Into that Window which would have been, I believe uh, some-. 

CB: To the window below the library? 

GG: Correct. 

CB: Which would have been a room just north of the kitchen. 

Voice on PA system: Cindy Partridge can you come to the office please? 

GG: And uh, I believe it was like the kitchen lounge, uh, for the workers and uh, it was 
right off the kitchen area. 

CB: Did you fire any? 

GG: No, not at that time. l was looking up and uh, I fanned out iust covering 
from, from uh up, down and you know. At that time I didn't, I uh, heard 
Dan fire, l think, just o couple rounds and then as they were going up 
there checking him. They decided to leave him where he was and 
everybody came back to the wall. And we basically went back up to the 
fire truck and this is where the captain and lieutenant wonted to slow 
things down a little bit since we, of the victims we could see, you know, we 
were comfortable in the position we were at and we needed to slow things 
down cause we weren't going to be able to help the people inside at that 
time. 

CB: When you checked that second victim at the bottom of the stairs? 

GG: Uh, {inaudible) and I were the hard covers on that. Uh, I think it was the 
Lieutenant and l don't know if the Captain went down on that one or not. But 
l know the Lieutenant went down. 

CB: And after that victim was determined uh, no longer living. Was it the Lt. and the 
Captain's decision to do a tac- do a withdrawal? 

GG: Correct. 
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CB: Reorganize and go from a Command Post position. 

GG: Corred. Once we know the people that ore around that area of the school were 
all, either extricated or, you know, whether they were dead or not, we wanted 
to p~II, pull bock to get to a position where we could help the people inside. 

CB, Alright. 

GG: ls basically what it is. 

CB: Do you hove any other involvement in the scene? 

GG, Yes. 

CB: Uh, what, what, how long is that rescue thing that toke that, uh, what you just 
described, how long from the time you tocked up to the time you did that 
withdrawal? 

GG: Probably 15 minutes, if that. That whole move, you know, all that, it was 
progressive as we went through it. Obviously, positioning the truck took some 
time and stuff, moving it. And then we hod a guy that, you know, did a good 
iob eh, moving that fire truck was, none, none of us were fireman. 

CB, Yeah. 

GG: And he was able to drive it pretty good. 

CB: Did you fire your gun at all at any other point, your rifle or sidearm? 

GG, No. 

CB: No other shots. 

GG: No other shots. 

CB: And just real quick, what other duties did you have? And I mean, just in general 
terms. 

GG: Assist with clearance and I helped extricate numerous, numerous students. 

CB: Assist with clearing the school• 
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GG: The kitchen area. Actually, l was bock at the fire truck at a high cover. I 
basically got on the fire truck and was giving us a little bit of high cover and I 
was covering that open door thot went into the library and also those doors 
where l gave my cover fire, cover suppression fire down into cause we assumed 
thot the suspects were coming in, and they're coming out these doors, cause they 
obviOusly were here. And uh, so, I was covering those doors from the fire truck 
while we hod a team that entered through that one window that Dan O'Shea, uh, 
os we went and checked the, the kid on the lower level of the steps. He'd fired 
some rounds into, they went ahead and took out that window and mode that an 
entry port because we had information that there was a bunch of students right 
off the cafeteria somewhere that were, they were on cell phones, or whatever but 
uh, they needed help getting out of there. So, I just gave high cover from that 
position on the fire truck. 

Voice on the PA system: Chris Miksoll (sp). Chris Mikso/1, will you come to the office, 
please. Chris Miksoll, please come to the office. 

GG: Then I was uh, after, probably that was another hour. Well, no. lt probably 
was a long time but it seemed !ike it was so fast. I stayed up there for quite a 
while and then I came down when I saw or, we had several guys in our raid van 
showed up. Not raid van, our equipment van, showed up with some of our 
officers and stuff and I stepped back by the fire truck and the Littleton guy and 
Mo Lakewood guys come up to help cover us from the fire truck. And the 
Lakewood guys got called bock. That left the Littleton guy and me and he said 
he was being called bock to be deployed in another position so, you know, it was 
kind of o use, useless position for one person around this fire truck. So, I pulled 
back to where the equipment van was which would hove been just further north, 
northeast of where that was, where we originally parked the fire truck when we 
had to pull it around. And then they were colling for o ram because the team 
that actually entered in that break room for the kitchen help or whatever, that 
lounge area for the kitchen. They needed a ram on the inside and I wasn't part 
of the entry team doing the clearances with the kitchen and the cafeteria. But 
there was a bunch of gunfire and all the, every window, most of the windows and 
such so, were removed. That was eh, but we did have information that there was 
a bunch of students located around here so they needed a ram to clear some 
doors cause they had to get those doors open and we didn't have any keys. So, 
l went, I was at the equipment van and they were asking for o ram. So, I 
brought the ram down and basically di~ their same entry point through that 
window. They climbed down through and met up with the (inaudible). ! basically 
became part of their team and helped clear the auditorium and uh~. 

CB: Which team was that? 
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GG: That'd be Dan O'Shea's team and there wos o couple of, l think, Jefferson 
County members on thot teom. l didn't, I'm guessing. 

CB: You cleared which area again? 

GG: It'd be the auditorium. 

CB: Auditorium. 

GG: And l helped them uh, open a few doors with the ram or open one door and 
then I hove a broce on my hand because I have a little tendon problem there but 
after that l couldn't use the ram so I switched off and uh, another, you know, 
officer was doing the ramming and so, and then we, I just used the hire cover 
with my rifle while they were opening up the doors that we needed to dear os we 
moved on and we got to the auditorium where it's obviously got a bunch of seats 
that start up high and come down low and we got to the top of there and on 
both sides were identical. The door configurations, you had doors coming into 
the auditorium. We were basically moving slowly out to the hallway and we 
stopped at the hol!way cause we knew we had other teams coming in at different 
areas. So, we got to the doorvvay and right off the top of the auditorium, if 
you're on the stage looking up, on the right side is where we ended up. We had 
some information there was a music room with several students there. So we 
were trying to find this music room and we knew right off the auditorium so we 
knew we were getting close and we finally found the music room and we cleared 
that and we could tel! that the, they hod barricaded themselves behind the door 
in, inside a little closet area but there's, it hod to be up in the closet area. I 
didn't actually go up in there. 1 basically helped extricate a!l of them and guide 
them back out the come in through the kitchen and through the, that window, 
and through the auditorium. 

CB: How many students were there? 

GG: Fifty, l think, is what-. 

CB: Fifty were hiding in this music room? 

GG: Fifty were hiding in the room off of the music room which we had cleared and eh, 
they were uninjured and l don't think-. 

CB: You escorted them off to safety? 

GG: Yes, and that would have out through the auditorium, you know, the same way 
we just cleared, off the stuff we just cleared, through the kitchen ond mind you, 
the uh, sprinklers ond alarms are going off the whole time. The sprinkler system

in the cafeteria is going off and there was water continually running on the 
sprinklers. I'd say there was 3 inches of water and the more I look at it, it was 
pretty scary cause I, you hod your cash, it's the cafeteria. You got c cash 
machine or whatever and all these are hooked up to uh, electrical outlets that ore 
sittin~ on the ground that are being covered up by water. 

CB, Oh, yeah. 

GG: And I kept looking at that and I'm like, that made me nervous cause obviously, 
either the power went out a long time ago or, you know, it could just, hit it iust 
right and we'd all get electrocuted walking around in that water cause it was like 
3" of water all over in that cafeteria and some into the uh, the auditorium 
(inaudible.) 

CB: Did you do anything else? 

GG: And then after that, I helped them get out and ended up being downstairs, you 
know, uh, when they ex•, or helping get the people out when I heard that they 
went into the library and found the scene the way it was and uh, I did get to go 
up and look in the library from the outside and didn't see any victims or anything 
but uh, I just stayed on the outside and then ! went, from this part, ! think I may 
hove stepped in the door and ! did see one, just one victim to the left. And then 
I left and become part of the team that they started redearing. 

CB: Okay. Who's team was that? 

GG: That would have been Jimmy Joe Gose. 

CB: Jimmy Joe? 

GG: Gose's team, and uh. 

CB: Jimmy Joe Gose? 

GG, Yup. 

CB: How do you spell that? 

GG: J.o+e. 

CB: J.o+e? 

GG: G as in go•. G•o+e. And he, I think on our team we had Rueben Haney, 
Rueben G-(inaudible). 
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CB: This second team? 

GG: Yeah the secondary. That was basically to redeor because we felt confident that 
uh, we think most of the suspects were there. And we kept hearing information 
that there were shots going off in the gymnasium and we had our own office.rs 
in there clearing the gymnasium and uh, it may hove been some information that 
just took a while to, to get down to the dispatcher or whatever. 

CB: Anybody'else shooting at this point? 

GG: No, there was no gunshots aher that, I didn't hear any gunshots ofter our little 
volley of gunfire. 

CB: Okay. So, the only person you saw fire a gun was yourself? Is that safe? 

GG: Yes, other than I did notice, you know, I started watching the windows and 
knew he was going to be doing suppressive cover fire at that lower window cause 
that was the immediate danger right there so. 

CB: And he was shooting shots. Um, how many times~? 

GG: I believe a couple of rounds into that window as they were going out to, I'm not 
sure how many rounds. I know at !east 2. 

CB: That was Don O'Shea. Sergeant. 

GG: Correct. 

CB: Who was on the clearance team? Gomez, you said and Jimmy, Jimmy Gose. 

GG: Jimmy Gose. 

CB, Anybody else? 

GG: Yes, Mork Haney. 

CB: How do you spell his last name? 

GG, H-o-n-e-y. 

CB, Who else? 
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GG: Steve Panek, P-o-n-c-k. Eh, Tony locavetto ond I believe that's 1-o-c-o-v-e-M-o 
(inaudible). And Lt. Fronk Vesso (sp} (inaudible). And that was the clearance 
team ofter the suspects were located in the library. 

CB: How.much sleep did you get lost night before you started your shift? Did you get 
o full night's sleep? 

GG, Yeah. 

CB: How many hours? 

GG: I'd soy ot least 8. 

CB: And have you had any alcohol to drink in the lost 24 hours? 

GG, No. 

CB: Are you toking any medications at all, medicines at all in the lost 24 hours? 

GG: Yes, eh, I hove this, my left wrist hos a tendon that's causing me a little bit of 
pain. Lost night, oduolly, I took eh, like one of the painkiller which would be 
F!exeril, or Flexo!. 

CB: ls that o prescribed thing? 

GG; This was, yes. 

CB: And it is a pain, pain killer. 

GG, Yeah.

GG: Correct. Correct. Then I'm also toking like 600 mg of Ibuprofen over the 
counter.

GG, No, Ws 3-200 mg, so 600 mg.

George Gray, when you finish this, stay 
here for our shoot team. {Inaudible) coming out, okay?

CB: How often do you have to qualify?

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GG: I don't know if we have a-. We qualify with it probably at least 4 times a year, 
if not more. A lot of times, we do a lot more shooting and training. We may not 
do qualification courses but at least 4 times a year, we'll qualify. 

CB: Hav~ you been involved with officer-involved shootings before? Any? 

GG: I have never shot myself but I've been involved when my partner has shot before.

GG: Uh, not that I've been personally involved in. No. 

CB: Who did you talk to about the incident about what hod happened? Any of your 
coworkers?

GG: Today, today's. Uh, a couple of my team mates which, you know, I explained-

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CB: George, can you think of anything else that I may hove missed that you want to 
odd to the record?

CB: And the suppression you fire, the suppre'ssion fire you laid down, was that, is that 
port of your normal training of the scenario there? 

GG: Well, we just had a situation with an officer down type of rescue we done and 
we trained with and the Vanderjagt episode. Our team was involved in that and 
they used it at that time and it was, we felt that, when you're out in the open like 
that, we felt that was the only that we had at that time and we used it as the 
(inaudible) scenario type of situation, cause there was 2 different directions, you 
know, that we hod a possible threat but at that time, that's what we felt was 
necessary to do to safely pull a, the victims out of there. 

CB: So, that is the way, the standard protocol or procedure on a down victim drill, 
to !ay down suppression fire to insure you got some safety to pull that person out. 

GG: Correct. 

CB, If I understand that-. 

GG: Especially if we have, you know, suspects that we don't know where and the way 
the windows were all shot out, we didn't know if they were right behind there or 
what the deal was at that time for our cover and that was, you use that as your 
cover, basically.

GG: Yeah, when we were devising the plan of, to extricate the victims out of the front 
of those doors, and it was, the Lt. and Captain were making sure, Phelan, I 
believe, was talking to me personally, making sure we give, give us some 
suppression fire for our cover, some cover fire, however you want to put that. 

CB, Okay. 

GG: Cause that's going to be our only cover other than that shield and that shield was 
a level 2. We wouldn't hove stopped any of their rounds cause they hod 223 
type of weapons. They were high.powered rifle type of rounds, which that 
wouldn't have stopped them but, you know, it made us feel safer anyway. If 
they would have hod o handgun by that point or whatever, it gave us some 
cover but that's where our rounds was giving us even more cover, so. 

CB: Okay. And the rounds, you were hitting windows around the door? 

GG: Yeah, I think a couple, I know one window was definitely broken out and the 
others were, you know had, you could see the bullets coming through in and out 
of the-

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The following interview is being recorded at Leawood Elementary School in Littleton, Colorado 
on April 20, 1999 at approximately 1933 hours in regards to a shooting incident at Columbine 
High School earlierthis date. Present during this interview is Officer James MONEGHAN with 
the Denver Police Department and representing him is Mark Colin, an attorney with Bruno, 
Bruno and Colin. Conducting this interview will be Detective Jim Vonderahe with the .Arvada 
Police Department and a member of the Jefferson Cowity Critical Incident Team. 

JM: Officer Jim Moneghan 
JV: Detective Jim Vonderahe 

N: Can we call you Jim? 

JM: Yes. 

JV: Okay. Okay, Jim, when did you start with the Denver Police Department? 

JM: On June 16, 1982. 

JV: And were you ever with any department previous to that? 

JM: No I was not. 

N: Okay. And what is your current shift assignment? 

JM: I'm a neighborhood police officer, District, and I work nine to five, Monday through 
Friday. 

N: And how long have you held this assignment? 

JM: Approximately six months. 

N: What are your duties under this assignment? 

JM: As a neighborhood po!ice officer, uh I handle routine patrol functions, also investigate 
narcotics activities and nuisance complaints in the West Colfax neighborhood. 

N: And how long, so you're not a member of the Denver SWAT team or anything like that. 

JM: No I'm not. 

N: Regarding this incident today, could you tell me how you became invcilved in it and how 
you arrived here and the details from that. 
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JM: I was working with Officer Ken Petrafeso, also assigned to District 1 Neighborhood 
Police. Uh, we heard the citywide call for help that Jefferson County officers were 
requesting assistance, there were shots fired at Columbine High School. My partner and 
I, we were at Colfax and I-25. We decided to respond to the scene to see ifwe could 
assist. 

N: And who is your partner again? 

JM: Kent Petrafeso. 

N: Kent? 

JM: Yeah, it's Kent. P•i-t... 

N. Part of the Petrafeso family? 

Thi: Exactly. You want his badge number. 

N: Yeah if·····-··--

JM: 94, or it's 9203, 9203 I'm sorry. A.nd we responded to the scene, upon our anival we 
were at the southeast corner of the parking lot of the school. From that vantage point, we 
couldn't see any activity and we decided to get closer to see ifwe could be any assistance 
to the officers in the inner perimeter. I don't know street we went up, we went up a block 
and, well we went, what we did was we went south on, we were on Pierce, so we went 
south on Pierce to the first street that cut through westbound, we went west about a block 
and then uh, some individual in the block let us cut through his back yard, we borrowed a 
!adder from him and we climbed over these two 6 or 8 foot fences to uh ... 

N: So you left your car at this ... 

Th,:[: We left our car over there at the southeast corner of the high school parking lot and we 
ran up the block, cut through this individual's backyard, he provided us a ladder, we 
climbed over the two 8 foot fences and anived in the, the, it would be the southwest 
parking lot of the Columbine High School. You know once we entered the parking lot 
we could see approximately eight students were hunkered down behind the cars, could 
see that the, what turned out to be the library, the upper second floor library computer lab 
windows where numerous gunshot holes in them, windows were knocked out. There 
were several Denver officers on the scene, Jeffco officers, I think they're Jeffco officers 
in the yellow, look like they're bicycle or I'm not really sure, they are wearing, bright 
yellow shirts but they were up in the parking lot. My partner and I made our way closer 
to the inner perimeter and stood by behind vehicles to provide cover and uh, waited for 
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N: Okay. Backing up a little bit, when you crossed on to the school grounds, did you hear 
any gunfire or any explosions? 

JM: No, not at the, no. 

N: Okay. So these windows were already shot out? 

JM: They were already shot out. 

N: Did you ever happen to look at your watch to see what time this was? 

™: Ub, no. 

JV: Okay. 

JM: I was trying to think of that on the way over here, I can't even remember what time we 
got here. 

JV: Okay. Then you saw numerous other officers from different agencies. 

JM: Right. 

JV: SWAT and normal. 

JM: SWAT and regular Jefferson County Sheriffs, several officers in uh, one of them was 
wearing like a bright yellow shirt, another officer was in plain clothes in like a dark blue 
Crown Vic he had over there.

N: Weapons or any explosions. 

JM: No explosions, no shooting. 

N: You mention that the windows in the library were shot out? 

JM: Yes. 
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N: How did you know it was the library? Did you know it was the library, did you know at 
that point? 

JM: Uh, you could look in and you could see the shelves with the numerous books in it. 

N: Okay, it looked different than a regular classroom. 

JM: Right, it looked like the library.

JM:: The bottom part of it's the cafeteria and then right above the cafeteria turns out to be the 
library computer lab. 

N: So you're looking almost eye level into the library.

Th1: We're looking, when we're looking in the parking lot, the parking lot, we're looking into 
what turns out to be the cafeteria. 

N: The cafeteria. 

™: And then uh, the library quite a bit higher. 

N: Now these windows, are they clear or tinted? 

™= Tinted windows. 
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JV: Both the cafeteria and the library. 

™: Uh huh, tinted windows. 

N: Okay, but most of the library windows were already shot out... 

™: Quite a few of them. 

N: Upon your arrival. 

™= Yeah, quite a few of them were shot. 

N: Could you notice anybody moving around inside. 

JM: Not on my arrival. 

N: Okay. 

JM: Later on we end up extracting a student from the library.

N: Okay, let's just pick up then from where you said that you were there ... 

Th1: We arrive at the, we arrive in the parking lot, uh, we get closer to the inner perimeter, we 
uh, we hide behind cover, behind several vehicles, uh, as we're watching the high school 
eventually Metro Swat, Denver Metro Swat shows up with a fire truck, a Littleton fire 
truck ... 

JV: Is that green color? 

™: Yeah, I think it was like pumper IL Now they were upon that school, they were on the 
hill, the parking lot is on the lower level and they were on the hill, there's uh, when I 
arrived at the scene I didn't see the student who was down. \Vhat happens is the fire 
truck shows up, Metro Swat's over there, what I come to find out is there's a student by 
the doors that's down, Metro Swat goes in and retrieves, I believe it's a gal. 

N: You saw that take place. 

™: Right, they, they lay down some suppression fire, go behind the fire truck, go out pick up 
the body and bring her back in front of the fire truck, and, she's not, when they bring her 
out you can tell she's DOA. 

N: Is this the fire truck they tried to back in? 
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JM: Right, it got stuck in the mud. They kept trying to bring it back and back and it just kept 
sinking in the mud. 

N: And you just observed one body to be taken from that one dooiway? 

JM: Right, right they bring one body back. 

JV: Do you know if there was a second body there or if they already took a second body. 

JM: They might already took one out by the time I was there, I know they took one. 

JV: Did you notice the doors, were they shot out where the body was lying nearby? 

JM: Later when I go up there? 

JV: No at that moment when they ... 

JM: No, you know I can't even see that part, they are up on the hill I'm down here lower in 
the parking lot, I can see the truck, I can see them go behind the building and then come 
back with the body. 

N, Okay, so you ... 

JM· You know shots are fired and, you know, I'm not really sure if shots are fired by Metro 
SWAT or suspects firing, you know it's kind of unclear at that time. 

N: At that point you did hear shots? 

™: Shot are being, shots are fired ... 

N · As they were trying to rescue this girl. 

JM: They're going into rescue, check on her, and you know shots are fired and uh, at that 
point I don't know if it's you know Metro SWAT shooting or the suspect shooting at 
them because the information we have is these individuals are heavily armed, automatic 
weapons, you know explosive devices so I don't know if they're engaged in a fire fight 
while they try to go extract the body. 

N: How far away were you from the school? 

Th1: Uh, maybe uh 40, 40, 40 to 60 feet away. 
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N: Okay, and you were behind the inner perimeter. 

™: We're on the inner perimeter, we're in the inner perimeter. 

N: So you're in mingled with the SWAT team. 
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™= They're, they're over on the other side but yeah we're all in the parking lot. 

JV: Did you know that Denver SW AT was shooting. 

Thf: Uh, shots are fired, I'm not sure, you know, there's quite a bit of shots fired, you know I 
assumed that they're, they're doing the shooting but I can't see, they're out ofmy view at 
that point, when they go, it's kind of uh, uh a foyer type of deal, I'm trying to think of the 
word, but they have, they were out of my sight, my line of sight at that point when they 
go and rescue that female who turns out to be DOA. 

JV: Could you detennine from hearing or seeing shots come from within the school. 

™: No, no I couldn't see, you know what those guys were out ofmy vision so ... 

N, Okay. 

™: I don't know if they're engaged in a fire fight or ... 

N, Okay ... 

JM: If they're taking shots, you know, I don't, it's just a lot of rounds. 

N: How many rounds do you think were fired? 

™: That's hard for me to say. 

JV: Just approximately ... 

Th-1: You know probably more than ten (laugh) 

JV: What time span were these shots? 

Th-1: Just quick, it was real quick. 

N: Okay, would you guess automatic? 
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™= I would, automatic fire. 

N: And then what did you do? 
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ThL You know I held my position, I was covering the upper and lower windows to ensure no 
suspects popped up out of the cafeteria or the library. I held my position and we just 
provided you know uh cover just in case anybody else ... 

N: And you never saw anybody moving around inside school? 

JM: No, no. 

N: Okay. And how long did you provide cover until you made your next move? 

JM: They extracted the body from uh, from that alcove in there and then uh Capt. DiManna 
and Lieutenant. Phelan and several SWAT officers then uh got to the side of the school 
and began making their way down where I then noticed that there was another body of a 
student laying at the end of a stairwell on the sidewalk.. 

N: This is then where they took the girl from. 

™: No, the girl's up, the girl's up, they have to come down ... 

N: This is another body ... 
JM: Yeah, it's kind of hard, it's like a walk.out basement so they're have to come dovm this 

hill into the parking lot when I'm at and uh there's a body dovm there that they're gonna 
go check on this student and uh, check his condition to see if he's, you know, needs 
medical attention, they can see that he's, you know been injured. 

N: Okay. 

™: So they're making their way down the hill, up against the wall and at that point DiManna 
yells over, yells at me, gets my attention and uh, indicates to me to put dovm. suppression 
fire. The indication was to me I, I thought his indication was to put down some 
suppression fire, to cover him because they're coming down and they're going to have to 
come out to the open in front of the windows where they've already engaged the suspect 
before, there was information already the windows were shot out was that the suspect was 
at that second floor window and fired out to engage the police officers who were on the 
scene prior to my arrival. 

N: Okay. 
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™: So when he gave that indication I took it to be the, provide suppression fire for him and 
his team so that he could go, come out and extract the student who was down on the 
sidewalk 

N: Now is this Captain DiManna? 

JM: Captain DiManna. 

N: Vince, is it? 

JM: Yeah. 

JM: Yeah, I think, he's still a captain, I don't think he's a chief, no he's not a chief. He's a 
captain, I think he's a captain of the SW AT team. 

N: I've seen his name before. How did he give you this indication? 

JM: He kind of yelled at me and then, uh ... 

N: What did he yell, did you hear it? 

Th1: I uh, I thought he yelled cover fire which I took it to be the suppression fire so what I did 
was then fire at the wall, the wall where the cafeteria, underneath the window, provide 
suppression fire for DiManna's team to extract the student. 

N: So you fired at the cafeteria wall? 

JM: The cafeteria wall, I didn't fire up into the second floor, I fired into the cafeteria ... 

N: So you were shooting at a downward angle. 

JM: I'm shooting more, yeah, I'm kind of shooting almost level for me on that cause uh the 
library's quite a bit higher. 

N: And uh, when you fired did you see any students or any people inside where you were 
aiming? 

JM: No, no. 

N: You just wanted to what uh, suppression fire ... 
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JM: Just suppression fire ... 

N: To let the suspects know you were shooting. 
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JM: Right, so allow DiManna's team to come out there and extract that student because 
they're in an awkward position, they have to come around a blind corner, what happens is 
the student's down, they're coming around a blind comer exposition themselves to the 
library where the suspect has already engaged police officers and gunfire so I fired the 
suppression fire, yelled to DiMaana it was clear and then uh his team checked on the 
student, the student turned out to be DOA, they immediately to back to the wall and then 
back up to the fire truck. 

N: Was your partner with you then? 

JM: My partner was there. 

N: Did he supply suppression fire? 

™: No, no he had a shotgun, so he had the shotgun and I had my 45 so I elected to provide 
the suppression. 

N: Okay. How many shots did you fire?

N: Than after DiManna's team checked on the body and then they'd left to go inside the 
school or ... 

JM: Well you know what, they didn't know, they went back up and I think they formulated a 
plan to decide how they were going tactically you know engage the suspect. You know 
what, this is pure speculation on my part because they went up and then uh they must 
have reformed up there, they formed up the SW AT teams because I didn't see, DiManna 
and Phelan are in civilian clothes so I think they responded either from home or 
something, regular SW AT officers show up. They gain entry into the school through the 
cafeteria windows cause they're worried about, they don't go through the door cause 
they're worried about explosive devices. They gain entry into the door and then they start 
extracting students, we provide cover, bring the students up the stairs. At that time as 
they're extracting students uh, a male party, a male student pops up out of the second 
floor library and sees serious injury, bleeding out of his head, uh, he attempts to crawl out 
of the window of the library, then he falls back, falls back down W1demeath the wall, the 
library wall and he's out of our view, I try to run up, I run up behind a Vehicle, get close 
to the library and start yelling at him, try to engage him and tell him that you know to sit 
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tight, that we'll come up and we'll get him but tell him not to jump out of the window. I 
don't get any response from him and then uh, he pops up one more time and then he's, 
he's trying·to crawl out the window so I uh leave my position to cover, I swing around 
the parking lot and try to get up to the fire truck to retrieve a ladder to see ifI can go get 
him out of the library, get a shield. 

N: You're doing all this by yourself? 

JM: Uhyeah. 

N: Were there other officers around. 

ThL Well those other guys were kind of providing cover for me while I go, because the 
command guys are up at the fire truck so I'm kind of thinking maybe they got a game 
plan, a better game plan than I have on this, you know, so I run back up to the fire truck 
and then they're kind of, I go hey there',s a guy over here on the second floor we gotta get 
him out of here What I really wanted was a hook and ladder, I want to go take the fire 
truck, put a couple cops on the fire truck, go in there, lift the ladder up and you know 
what get this kid out of the library.

and you know he's not even paying any attention to us, you know he seems dazed and 
stuff like that, we're trying to get closer, I'm trying to think you know what the hell I can 
do, you know, I can't run up and catch the kid and stuff like that, so we're screaming at 
this kid and at that point there's uh, another jurisdiction SWAT team with an armored 
vehicle. We're yelling at them 'bring it over, bring it over here' they get over to the 
window and the kid drops on top of the armored car, drops on top of the armored car.

• The information the Officers had was that the shooting Was occurring on the south 
side of the school.

• Officer O'Neil and Bloodworth approached from the south side near a fenced in area 

containing what Officer O'Neil thought was generators. 
• Sgt. O'Shea went around the east side of the generators. 
• As the officers were approaching, Officer O'Neil saw what appeared to be an assault 

rifle barrel stick out from behind the school doors. 
• The barrel was similar to that of an M16 or AR style Colt rifle.

• Both victims appeared to be females. 
• One of the students was approximately 5' from the door that the suspects rifle was 

seen behind. 
• When the rescue team moved in to get the downed students, the team laid down

POLICE DEPARTMENT SWAT SERGEANT DANIEL PATRICK 
O'SHEA ON APRIL 20, 1999 

Reporting investigator, P.J. Doyle, is a commissioned peace 
officer employed by the District Attorney of the First Judicial 
District Attorney's Office serving Jefferson and Gilpin Counties. 

On April 20, 1999 I was asked to respond to Leawood 
Elementary School as a member of the Jefferson County Critical 
Incident Team. I was assigned to interview Sergeant Daniel 
Patrick O'Shea, a supervisor of the night shift of the Metro 
SWAT, 550 E. Iliff, Denver. SWAT: 303 871-8888 Office: 303 
698-4009. 

I noticed that Sgt. O'Shea had blood on the stomach area of 
his t-shirt. He told me it was a victim's blood. Sgt. O'Shea 
was provided wi~h beverages and he called his home. 

Following is Sgt. O'Shea's law enforcement history: 

Lafayette Police Department Patrol Jan. 1982-Nov. 1986 
Denver Police Department Dist. 2 Patrol 1986-1990 
Denver Police Department Gang Task Force 1990-1992 
Denver Police Department Traffic Solo M/C 1992-1994 
Denver Police Department Sergeant Dist. 6 19'94-1997 
Denver Police Department Sergeant Metro SWAT 1997-present 

Sgt. O'Shea's duties include: Coordination and oversight 
of tactical operations, barricaded suspects, hostage situations, 
rescue and crowd control. His training includes 24 hour basic 
certification course in operation of MPS, quarterly 
qualifications with MPS, weekly dry fire and manipulation and 
weekly training on SWAT tactics. 

Sgt. 0 1 Shea worked the night before Aril 20th. He began 
his shift at 7:00 p.m., ·and ended at 3:00 a.m .. He generally 
works Monday through Friday. His last meal was a bowl of cereal 
at about 3:00 a.m.. He has had no alcohol within the last 24 
hours. He has had no prescription or other drugs. He slept 
from about 3:00 a.m. until 11:00 a.m. on April 20th. 

Sgt. O'Shea was driving to pick up his daughter from school 
when he was made aware of this incident and was not yet on 
shift. He had no traumas prior to this incident. He has no 
family problems and no work related problems. His eyesight is 
excellent. He had an RK about 4 years ago. He has no medical 
problems and no physical conditions that were affected by 
weather or other conditions at the time of the incident. 
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Sgt. O'Shea's duty weapon is a Heckler-Koch 9 mm sub 
machine gun {MPS), serial #62350336. It is department owned and 
the standard rounds issued for use are 9mm Luger Plus p, 124 
Grain, GDHP. He has carried the same weapon for 2 years. His 
range scores are _ in the 100 's and his lowest score was 96. He 
carries 3 magazines. Another 2 are in a "piggy back clip" in 
the case with his firearm. He carried 84 rounds into the 
building before discharge. He said that he reloaded 2 magazines 
and topped off with S or 6 more rounds. He said that he has 
found the weapon fires better when used with the magazines, 
(which are designed to hold 30 rounds) loaded with 28 rounds. 

Sgt. 0' Shea did not k..,ow the suspects and had no prior 
contact with them. 

Sgt. O'Shea has had no prior shooting incidents. After the 
incident, he was told by Lt. Vessa of the Denver Police 
Department to come to Leawood Elementary School. He said that 
he met with other Denver SWAT officers in the school parking 
lot, but they did not discuss the incident. Al Shell, a trainee 
on Metro SWAT, carried the weapon while Sgt. 0' Shea carried a 
wounded female out of the librar/ at Columbine High School. 
That is the only other person who handled Sgt. 0 'Shea's weapon 
following the incident. This weapon is no secured in the truck 
of Sgt. O'Shea's car. 

Sgt. O'Shea drew a diagram of the shooting scene. 
diagram is attached to this report. 

REGARDING THE INCIDENT: 

Sgt. O'Shea told me the following: 

That 

He was on his way to pick his daughter up from school. He 
was driving his "personal use" police vehicle. He heard 
Division Chief calling for SWAT officers to respond to Columbine 
High School on a report of shots fired at the school. He went, 
with other SWAT members, and escorted about 100 people out back 
through already secured areas. The rescue operation took place 
about noon. 

Sgt. 0' Shea's unit later went to the library. He moved 
forward to render cover when they closed in on the library. One 
of the suspects threw an improvised explosive and Sgt. 0' Shea 
fired his weapon. This happened at the door by the entry way. 
A suspect discharged at least 3 rounds in the direction of the 
SWAT officers. He said that he could see muzzle flash coming 
from the suspect, but could not see the shooter. He believes 
that he did not hit any suspect with his rounds. 

Sgt. O 1 Shea said that during the performance of his duties 
he: directed cover fire to prevent hostiles from harming the 
rescue teams, exchanged fire with the suspects who fired. 
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( Please refer to the diagram by Sgt. O'Shea.) 
that he shot 9 to 12 3 burst rounds.

Sgt. O'Shea said that doors were locked and the people 
inside were afraid to let them in because, although they 
identified themselves ,as police, the people inside were afraid 
to come out.

Sgt. O'Shea's weapon was left secured in his car.

On April 20, 1999:, I was contacted by members of the Critical Incident Team to assist with a 

possible officer involved shooting at Columbine Highschool, 6201 S. Pierce Street, 
unincorporated Jefferson County, Colorado. During this incident, I was asked to speak with two 
officers who stated they fired their duty weapons during the incident. The interviews took place 
at Leawood Elementary School, 6155 W. Leawood Drive, Littleton, Colorado. The followµlg is 
a synopsis of the infonnation provided to me by officer Greg Romero and Lt. Terry Manwaring. 

Greg Romero 

Denver PD Badge Number 82-67 
Weapon: Colt AR-15 A5 
Serial Number: LGC-010987 
Rounds Fired: Four 

Officer Greg Romero, Denver Police Department, is a 21 year veteran of law enforcement with 
18 years at the Denver Police Department, and 3 years with Northglen. Romero is currently 
assigned to the Denver Gang Unit and works a day shift, Monday through Friday, 1000 hours 
until 1800 hours. Romero bas had fonnal training in gang related issues. Romero is also a 
fonner member of the Denver Police Department SWAT Team, and the Metro Gang Task Force. 
Romero has had a40 hour school in the use of the Colt AR-15 and has shot a total of 
approximately 5000 rounds through this firearm. The above listed Colt AR-15, is assigned to 
Romero through the department. 

Prior to this incident, Romero had been on duty for approximately two hours. He stated he ate 
the night before at approximately 2000 hours, and had approximately 6.5 hours of sleep. No 
alcohol was consumed. Before he was dispatched to Columbine Highschool, Romero and his 
partner attempted to arrest a gang member with an active warrant in the area of Morrison Road 
and Stuart Street. They were unable to make contact. After attempting to contact the gang 
member, Romero and his partner sat down to eat breakfast. Romero bad a glass of juice before 
being dispatched to the highscbool. He has no medical, personal, or professional problems 
stated. He also does not wear corrective lenses. 

Upon his arrival at Columbine, Romero entered a four-wheel drive vehicle with other police 
officers. The officers responded to what be believed to be the south west comer of the facility, 
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near the gymnasium. When exiting the vehicle, Romero noticed approximately 20 to 25 students 
who were hiding or injured in and around the parking lots of the school. Romero assisted in 
dragging the parties to cover. Romero stated he was in a position approximately SO yards from, 
and above, the parking lot to the west of the school. Members of the Jefferson County SO were 
in the parking lot, and Romero moved to their location to assist. From this location Romero 
witnessed two explosions' and saw many pipes bombs on the ground. He also saw smoke near 
what he referred to as the backdoor. 

From his location, near a Jeffco patrol car, Romero observed a student lying on the ground near a 
set of two windows. Romero described the area to be west of the library and cafeteria. Romero 
approached the student, who he observed to be injured, and began to pull the student away from 
the building. As he did so, Romero stated that some windows blew out around him. Romero 
grabbed the student with his left hand, began dragging the student away from the school, and 
fired four rounds into the lower half of one of the smaller windows in front of him. Romero did 
not believe that he engaged a suspect. Within seconds of firing his rounds, Romero observed a 
suspect to the right of his location. He did not engage the suspect upon seeing them. 

While on scene, Romero noticed what he believed to be four or five magazines from what he 
thought was a .45 calibre pistol. He also noticed a black trenchcoat lying on the ground. 
Romero stayed on scene until he cleared at approximately 1630 hours. No more rounds were 
fired by Romero.

Lt. Manwaring had been a deputy for the Jefferson County Sheriffs Office (JCSO) since 1976. 
He is currently the commander of the Mountain Precinct and the commander of the JCSO SWAT 
Team. Manwaring works Monday through Friday from 0800 hours until 1700 hours, and is on­
call for the SWAT Team 24 hours a day. Manwaring's SWAT training has included SWAT 
Commander School along with 20 hours a month of in-service SW AT Training. This training 
focuses on room entries, dynamic entries, methodical searches, explosives, warrant service, and 
hostage rescue. Manwaring personally owns the AR-15 used in this incident and has fired 
approximately 200 to 300 rounds with this firearm. He also stated that he had fired 
approximately 10000 rounds through previous use with the AR-15, !vlP-5, and HK's. 

Manwaring was on his second day of work for the week. He had eaten dinner the night before 
and consumed one alcoholic beverage. Manwaring said that he had approximately 7 hours and 
forty-five minutes of sleep the night before and had a bagel, donut, and coff.ee the morning of 
April 20, 1999. Manwaring wears corrective lenses, which he wore at the time of the incident, 
and is having no personal or professional problems. He currently has a hernia, a prostate 
infection (no medication), and cracked ribs. Manwaring was shot on duty in 1979 and was 
involved in a shooting sometime in the mid-1980's. The suspect was not hit by his gunfire. He 
also stated he was on duty at the time of the Mossbrucker incident. 

Manwaring was on patrol in the area of Tiny Town when he heard the call for assistance at 
Columbine Highschool. He did not know what time this occurred. He stated he drove with 
lights and sirens to Columbine Highschool from Tiny Town in an unknown amount of time. 
While en route, Manwaring stated he requested the call-out of the JCSO SWAT Team. Upon 
arrival at the school, Manwaring staged at Leawood and Pierce Streets where he met with 
members of Littleton SW AT and Denver SW AT. From here, the SWAT personnel on scene 
decided to utilize a fire truck, for cover, and approach the southwest comer of the complex. The 
fire truck was driven by SWAT personnel. 

Manwaring said the truck drove to the east side of the building, but it is believed that he meant 
the west side. From here, SWAT personnel separated into two teams, with Manwaring's team 
going to the doorway to the north of the library, above the parking lots, on the west sie of the 
school. Manwaring stated that they had received infonnation that there were shots being fired in 
the area of the cafeteria. Upon arrival in the area of the door way, Manwaring observed two 
juveniles to be laying on the ground to the west of the door. Manwaring stated he believed one

of the children to be alive at the time the officers arrived. It was decided that officers would 
approach the children and bring them out from the area of the door. Officers approached and 
Manwaring was asked to provide cover. Manwaring descnOed the door to look like "Swiss 
cheese" and said it was difficult to see through the glass. As he was covering the officers, he 
observed a Silhouette move on the inside of the doorway. Manwaring could only describe the 
figure as a "veiled person". Manwaring said he shot two rounds at the silhouette but could not 
make any indication as to whether he hit the figure. Manwaring and the others were able to bring 
the bodies of the two juveniles to the back of the fire truck. 

Manwaring explained that he held his position at this doorway for what he believed to be two 
hours. From there, the SWAT members retreated to coordinate with other SWAT members and 
obtain diagrams and blueprints of the school. Manwaring's team was later asked to secure the 
area in and around the cafeteria and library. Manwaring explained that his team breached the 
glass in this area and was able to remove approximately 60 students. Following this, his team 
assisted with clearing the school, including the library. 

After completing the search of the interior of the building, Manwaring's team conducted a search 
of the perimeter of the school. Following the search of the perimeter, a meeting with the SWAT 
team leaders was conducted and a debriefing with Manwaring's supervisors and the Special 
Agent in Charge of the FBI. Manwaring came to Leawood Elementary following the debriefing. 
Manwaring stated that he was unable to unload his AR-15 himself. Manwaring had an injury to 
the :fingers on his right hand which I observed. The AR-15 was unloaded by a party named Dave 
Walcher, and returned to Manwaring.

GR: Well, that window came out, he was right in front ofit. I grabbed him. As I'm pulling hi 
away and the window was coming out, I put what I thought was three rounds of basically 
suppression fire down toward the lower part of the window, not up. 

SH: Okay. 
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GR: And then, uh, but in the window. And what ended up happening was I pulled him out of 
the way and we got him ollt of there and in the meantime, there's more gunfire going on 
cause there's several officers behind me shooting. 

SH: Okay. 

GR: And I feel there's bullets whizzing out the other way cause I hear 'em. I was right below 
the windows. Right in front of where the shots are coming out, I'm standing right there. 

SH: Okay. 

GR: So, uh, got him out of the way and up against the building between a series of windows. 
So we're in a, a well protected area. The only way somebody could have shot us then 
once I got him out of the way was if they actually put their body outside a window. 

SH: Okay. 

GR: So, once everything settled down and, uh, there was no more gunfire, we were able to get 
the rest of the people out. 

SH: Did you actually see a suspect? 

GR: Only briefly up, up above. 

SH: Okay. 

GR: I just caught a glimpse of him and I never got target acquisition on him. 

SH: Okay. In reference to where you were firing through the window or at the window, did 
you see a suspect in there? 

GR: No. 

SH: Or was he in a different location? 

GR: He was, there could have been one in the lower level. 

SH: Okay. 

GR: Because glass was coming out. 

SH: Okay. 
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GR: That much I could- observe.

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GR: And that would have been around down just below where I was, well, probably an 
elevation of only a couple feet. And glass was coming from the upper level too, which 
would be the library.

Honestly, I 
felt they could have been coming out at us because the glass came out to us.

SH: Okay. 

GR: And, and the glass was gone so I couldn't really tell you. 

SH: But you did not see a suspect in there? 

GR: Correct. 

SH: Okay. 

GR: Uh, where I saw the suspect is slightly to the right of that. Okay. 

SH: Was this at the same time? 

GR: Not simultaneous, you know, it, it's just before or just after. 

SH: Okay.

GR: And, uh, basically what I'm doing is ducking and pulling. Cause you know, I, I'm just, 
all I did was grab the kid's clothes and drag. 

SH: Okay. 

GR: And then someone else came up and took him from me and I just held my position on one 
knee looking at the windows above us and the windows, uh,just to the right ofus. I 
couldn't see around the building because there's a curvature there. 

SH: Would you mind drawing me a diagram (inaudible). 

GR: No, sure. Um, what part do you want? 

SH: Um, basically where you were and which area of the building you were on and where you 
were, um, in reference to where you drug the party out and then fired. I know it's gonna 
be a little difficult cause it's a big school, but. 

GR: You know, what I'm gonna have to do is do it instead oflooking down at it like you 
typically would. Let's do it that way cause it's easier ... 

SH: Oh, okay. 

GR: ... visualize the steps.

GR: What you have is a set of doors, probably double doors.

Then you've got a little courtyard area here and one thing I remember about here 
is I noticed as I was running down before the shooting, I noticed like four, three or four 
magazines that had been eject, used up.

Wesson.

GR: And also I noticed a black trench coat. 

SH: Okay. 

GR: That was right there.

Now it 
could have been on either side or partly both and, and you gotta realizi; there's probably, 
if there's one, uh. book bag, knapsack type thing, there's probably thirty or forty.

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GR: One thing that really struck out was the black trench coat and it was more like a, like an 
Australian outback coat.
