Ryan was asked if he observed anything out of the ordinary when he exited from the high school on the incident date, such as 

any gunmen or if he heard any gunshots or explosions. Ryan stated that they left prior to the incident. They did not observe 

anyone or hear anything and he had no additional infonnation to pass on reference the incident.

On 05/03/99 Aaron Stewart was contacted a1 the Jefferson County Jail. 

Aaron Stewart advised TCM was a group of outcast students The individual membership did not like school and 
did not like the jocks. The individuals felt the jocks were getll.Dg all the recognition in school. The individual 
members would hang around together, drink beer and smoke manjuana. One of the meenng places they would 
always use was a tunnel under Peu-ce Street 

Aaron Stewart stated he never became a member of the group although they tried to get him 10 join. Aaron stated 
he knew the individual that started the TCM but could not remember his name Aaron described him as being 
5'11" to 6'0" tall, always wore a black hat and worked at Black Jack Pizza. The rndividual graduated from 
Columbine High School in 1997 

Aaron Stewart advised Erik Harris had mentioned on pm,ous occasions that he was going to get even with the 
Jocks and make the high school famous. 

Aaron Stewart was unsure of the names of the members ofTCM but thought their was approximately 15 members 

Aaron Stewart has been in custody at Jefferson County Jail since 03/11/99 He claims he has no knowledge of the 
incident or who could be involved.

Chris Stinson knows Brooks Brown who he describes as a good choir 
student.

He was interviewed in the presence of his 
Mother, Tina Taylor, DOB 12/1/57. He provided the following 
information. 

on 4/20/99, Spencer arrived at the Columbine High 
School at approximately 7:10 a.m., and went to the commons. He 
sat with Spencer Grange, Daniel Grange, Aaron Wright, and Spencer 
Wright. They sat there until their first classes started at 
approximately 7:30 a.m. Spencer didn't see any duffel bags or 
packages that looked out of the ordinary to him. His last class 
prior to first period lunch was chemistry class. He departed 
from this class, walked down to the commons, and exited the south 
side of the cafeteria. He walked in the cafeteria lot, placed 
his backpack in his truck, and then walked to the Mormon seminary 
house on the corner of Pierce and Polk. He did not see anyone or 
any activity that caught his attention while in the parking lot. 
He went into the house, and just as he was sitting down, several 
students ran into the house yelling that there was a shooting at 
the school. He remained there for several hours, and later 
departed with friends after the incident. 

Spencer has seen Klebold and Harris around, but didn't 
really know them. He has also seen other Trench coat Mafia 
students around, but didn't really know or associate with them. 
He noted that when he was a freshman, the TCM members wore their 
trench coats more often than they did in the past year. He 
stated that he thinks that the TCM is just basically a group of 
outcasts. They dress differently than most other students, and 
don't participate in school activities such as football games.

He said he 
thought the use of parents guarding the doors was silly and would feel better if there were police there who 
would look into back packs. 

I asl<Ad Andrew to tell me who all was in the conversation and he said Eric Veik and Adam Dressel. He said 
attl .ey talked about what the security concerns were they began discussing what could be brought into 
the school in a back pack. He had said why not some empty PVC pipe and just dump it out on the table. 
This would show everyone how inadequate the security was. He said they talked for a while but could not 
really remember all that was said because he did not mean to do anything or believe anyone else would do 
something li.ke this. 1 asked him if he remembered anything about gasoline. He said Eric had said 
something about it but could. not remember what he said. l asked him if fifty five gallons was discussed and 
he said not that he could remember. It was more like one to five gallons. He said at least that is what he 
thought they would be talking about. We then discussed if anyone spoke on how to build a device or a fake 
device and how to bring it in to the school. He said he did not. He said he was only partially involved in the 
conversation and quickly lost interest. He said he never gave the discussion a second thought and now 
thought lt was a stupid conversation. He was asked if thought any one invdlved in the conversation would 
attempt to carry out what they spoke about and he said no it was just talk. 

After speaking with Andrew he was allowed to discuss in status as a student of the school with Assistant 
Principle Chris Mikesell. 

After speaking with all individuals involved in conversation with Eric Veik I believe these conversations were 
inappropriate and where not Intended to be acted on.

I asked him what type of weapons or guns they used in the filming of the video. Vedegnia said that they had 
used "simulated guns.• He indicated that Harris and Klebold had provided the "props" for the filming of the 
video. 

I asked Vedegnia what type of a relationship he had with Harris and Klebold. Vedegnia said that he did not 
associate with Harris or Klebold. He said that they had approached him and asked for his assistance in the 
filming and editing of their video for a class project as they needed to complete the project for a grade. 
Vedegnia said that they had asked for his help because he was very familiar with the equipment needed for 
the filming and editing. 

Vedegnia told me that he never had any problems with Harris and Klebold and that they never talked to him 
about shooting up or blowing up Columbine High School or any other location. 

Vedegnia said that he does not 
rerr ber filming, editing or participating in any other videos with Harris or Klebold but stated that it is 
possible that there may be other videos that he acted in with them.

Vendegnia has known Harris' friends to be Klebold, Zack 
Heckler, and Chris Morris. The only social contact he had with Harris was the filming of the various videm 
OnE? ,,.,as a spoof of the show "Cops" where Vendegnia was both an actor and the editor and the other was 
the .dioactive Clothes" where he again was an actor and the editor. The story of the "Cops" video was, 
collaborative effort between Harris, Velk and Vendegnia. The story for "Radioactive Clothes" was Harris' 
idea. Vendegnia had seen private footage that Harris had shot in the mountains where Harrls, K!ebold, tw 
males (one with long black hair and the other with brown/blond hair and glasses) and one female were firir 
weapons at trees and a bowling pin. Vendegnia did not know where the footage was shot or exactly when 
this occurred except that he had seen it about 2-3 months ago in the video class.

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with a friend of hers by the name of Thea Allen to go to Einstein's Bagel Shop in the Chanson Plaza. at West Bowles Avenue 

and South Wadsworth Blvd. Mollie Weksler said they were gone for approximately l5 to 20 minutes. She said while they were 

exiting the school to go to Einstein's, they exited on the west side of Columbine High School near the library. and she said she 

did not see any suspicious people nor did she see any suspicious items. Mollie said when they tried to return to Columbine for 

the remainder of their classes for that day, they were unable to do so due to the police presence in the area of Columbine High 

School. 

Mollie Weksler said she was not in the cafeteria of Columbine High School at ail on 04-20-99 Mollie Weksler said she has her 

third hour class with Dylan Klebold. She said that although Eric Harris was not in this class, he would come in all the time 

anyway to see Dylan Klebold. Mollie Weks!er said on 04-20-99, Dylan Klebold did not go to this class, but she saw 

Dylan Klebold and Eric Hanis outside of Columbine High School in the north senior parking lot sitting on Eric Harris' car hood. 

Mollie Weksler described Eric Harris' vehicle as a black or gray Honda Prelude and said when she saw them sitting on the hood 

of Eric Harris' vehicle, this was at approximately 0930 on 04-20-99. Mollie Weks!er said Eric Harris had his vehicle parked 

approximately two parking spaces away from Dylan Klebold's vehicle in this north senior parking lot of Columbine High School. 

Mollie Weksler said when she walked past Eric Harris. she said hello to him, but she said Eric Harris "seemed different, like 

his mind was on something et$e." Mollie Weksler said that Eric Harris is usually talkative and sometimes teases her when she 

talks to him, however, he did not do this on 04-20-99 Mollie Weksler said she kept on walking past both of them. 

Mollie Weksler said that Eric Hanis would always wear a white shirt, black baseball cap, black Anny type cargo pants, a black 

belt, and black Anny style boots that he would tuck his pants into and blouse. Mollie Weksler said she never saw Eric Harris 

wear a trench coat. Mollie Weksler said Dylan Klebold would dress in the same manner as Eric Harris, but he would wear a 

trench coat and sometimes would wear a black bandana over his head.

I asked Mollie Weksler if she ever saw Dylan Klebold, Eric Harris. or any Trench Coat Mafia students get picked on or harassed. 

Mollie Weksler said she had, and said she has seen Columbine High School teachers pick on Dylan Klebold and Eric Harris 

unjustifiably. She said, "You know, you cou!d always te!l who were the teachers favorites in class, and Dylan and Eric were not 

one of their favorites." She said there was a female employee of Columbine High School who ran the computer lab, but was 
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not a teacher. Mollie Weksler said this female picked on Dylan Klebold and Eric Harris unjustifiably. Mollie Weksler said when 

this occUITed, Dylan Klebold and Eric Harris would glare at this female, however, they would not say anything out loud back 

to her. Mollie Weksler said that she did not see the "jocks" pick on the Trench Coat Mafia, except to talk about them behind their 

back, but said the "jocks" would not talk to the Trench Coat Mafia students either. Mollie Weksler gave me the names of some 

of her friends that may be able to provide J.S.C.O. with additional information about Dylan Klebold, Eric Harris, and/or the 

Trench Coat Mafia students or their activities. These names are: Denise Bowers, Jo-Lee Gallegos. John Sealander, Luke tvtilana 

and Mr. Talacco, who is a teacher in the video productions class. Mollie Weksler did not know if any of these people have been 

interviewed by law enforcement yet. 

I and she said she did not know him. Mol!ie Weksler said she did know Brooks 

Brown and described him as "friendly but strange'' with a ·'short temper," but said he would never do something like this. 

·eferring to the shooting at Columbine High School on 04-20•99. Mollie Weksler also told me that Brooks Brown was very angr;. 

with the way that Columbine High School had treated him and she also said that Brooks Brown had been picked on by the 

•'jocks," but as far as she knew, their harassment toward Brooks Brown was verba! harassment only and not physical assaults. 

After she advised me of this, I asked her if she thought Brooks Brown was upset and angry enough to be involved with Dylan 

Klebold and Eric Harris in the shooting on 04.20.99 as retaliation against Columbine High School and the "jocks." She said, 

"I just don't know." 

Mollie Weksler said about one and half to two weeks before the 1999 Columbine High School Prom, Eric Harris came up to her 

and asked her to go ask a female student by the name of Brandy Tinklenburg if she would go to the Prom with him. Mollie 

Weks!er said when she went up and asked Brandy Tinklenburg for Eric Harris, Eric Harris was watching her do this. Mollie 

Weksler said Brandy looked at Eric Harris, then shook her head no, indicating to Mollie Weksler that she would not go to the 

Prom with Eric Harris. Mollie Weksler said Eric Harris saw Brandy shake her head no, and was very upset about being rumed 

doVvT!. Mollie Weksler said that Eric Harris would not talk to Brandy after this and in fact would not look at her. Mollie Weksler 

also said that Eric Harris later told her he could not believe that Brandy Tinklenburg would not go to the Prom with him. Monie 

Weksler said after Brandy Tinklenburg turned Eric Harris down for a Prom date, she heard Eric Harris had asked another female 

tu.dent by the name of Sabrina Cooley to go to the Prom with him, however, Sabrina had also turned Eric Harris down. 
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Mollie Weksler said her father, John Weksler, was a military helicopter pilot in Vietnam. Mollie Weksler said at the end of the 

1998 Columbine High School school year, John Weks!erwem to Columbine High School and talked to some students about his 

experiences in Vietrlam and flying helicopters, etc. Mollie Weksler said Eric Harris was one of the students that John Weksler 

talked to and later said that Eric Harris was very interested in the weaponry used on the helicopters and in the Vietnam war. etc. 

John Weks!er was not available for me to interview at the time I interviewed Mollie Wekslet, however. 

Mollie Weksler told me that she did not see anybody at Columbine High School carrying any duffie bags, such as the one that 

was later recovered in the Columbine High School cafeteria. She said she believes that Dylan Klebold and Eric Harris brought 

the bombs into Columbine High School at the After Prom party on 04-17-99 and on into 04-18-99. Mollie Weksler said she 

attended this After Prom party and said Dylan Klebo!d and Eric Harris were there also. 

I asked Mollie Weksler how she has been dealing with the incident since 04-20-99. She advised me that she has been doing very 

well, however, in the beginning and once in a while since 04-20-99, she will have an occasional nightmare. I gave Mollie 

Weksler one ofmy business cards and asked her to contact me in the furure if she wanted to talk to a J.C.S.O. Victim Advocate. 

I advised her I would make the necessary arrangements for her at that time. Mollie Weksler also advised me that should she 

remember any further information that may be pertinent to this case, she will contact me.

Ben WlLSON confirmed he had not attended his morning classes at Columbine High 
School on April 20, 1999. He explained that he does not have a first hour class, and did 
not attend his World History class during the second period, nor his Gym class during 
third period. He further explained that he had provided his friend, Brandon Bronson, a 
ride to Burt Chevrolet that morning as he was having an ignition put in his car. He said 
he learned of what had occurred at the school afterwards, and thus did not return to his 
afternoon classes. Ben said he had not heard anything of the pending assault, but had met 
Eric Harris last year in a class they had together. He described him only by saying, "Eric 
was not crazy back then." 

I then telephoned Ben Wilson's mother, Sharon Wilson. She provided a similar 
account of Ben's absence from school that day. She added that Ben is good friends with 
Brandon Bronson, and that they were retrieving Brandon's car from the repair shop when 
the incident occurred at Columbine High School. 

In an effort to confirm this account I contacted Bun Chevrolet and spoke with Rick

INTERVIEW OF FRANK ZIRGER (CHS STUDENT/ TCM ASSOCIATE) 

l. On April 28, 1999 l contacted Frank Zirger (DOB: 1001/80) at his residence, 6763 W. Roxbury Pl., 
Littleton, CO 80128, (303) 972-8306. The incerview bad originally been arranged through his mother the 
previous day, who gave her consent. and was pre.seat in the home, known to him as eithCr but not in the 
interview. 

2. The original lead on Frank Zirger came from fellow CHS student, Pamela Silva She had related that Frank 
had told her that he had seen Eric Hams at CHS on the morning of April 20, 1999 with another student 
identified as "Red". 

3. Frank Zirger is currently a junior at CHS, having attended the school since 9"' grade. He knew both Harris 
and Dylan Klebold, describing them as "acquaintnnces". He knew Harris as either "Reb" or "Red", and of 
the two, be knew Dylan better. Frank met them both last year through Brian Sargent and Tad Boles. 
Sargent and Klebold had a video class together. Frank would often go to breakfast at a local McDonalds 
with Klebold and Sargent. 

4. Frank said that he did not associate much with Reb. describing him as quiet and "respected" by others in 
their peer group. He observed that Reb primarily associated with Dylan, Chris Morris, and Nate Dykeman, 
all of who bad an early morning bowling class together. He described Dylan Klebold as "happy'', never 
angry, and if anyone ever made fun ofhim, he seemed to let it "roll off his back". Frank never saw either 
Harris or Klebold ell.press anger towards others. Frank said they seemed to be nonnal, and was very 
surprised at what they did. 

5. Regarding the "Trench Coat Mafia" (TCM). Frank said that a large group of fellow students began 
hanging out together in the 9"' grade on Pierce Street near CHS, but he is uncertain how that name became 
associated with the group. Frank has never considered himself a member ofTCM. He said that the group 
treated each other as ''family'', often hugging each other when departing company. The incident at CHS 
was never discussed within the group as any sort of plan, and he cannot believe that anyone would assist 
them. None of the group ever discussed pipe bombs. Frank knows fonner CHS student Joe Stair, but said 
that he has rarely seen him since he graduated (January 1999). 

6. On April 20, 1999 Frank said that he, his younger brother Paul, and Nicole Dickey all obtained a ride from 
Brian Sargent to CHS, arriving at about7:00 a.rn.. Frank.does not have a scheduled l" hour, and while the 
others went to class, he went to the cafeteria with ~ick LNU, George Shriner, and Michael Bogatz. The 
four of them usually walk from the school over to the comer of S. Pierce and Polle where they smoke. 

7. Shortly after 7:00 am., he and the other three named above, left the school from the cafeteria, along the 
sidewalk separating the junior and senior parking lots, and in the direction of Polk. Frank is familiar with 
Eric Harris' car, a light gray 1989 Honda Prelude with a "Ramstein" sticker on the rear window. As Frank 
walked past the junior lot, he saw Eric's car parked in the junior lot with the trunk open, and saw Eric 
behind the car, somewhat bent over as if he was doing something in the trunk. The car was approx.imately 
30--1-0 feet from the school. Eric was wearing black fatigue pants and possibly his black KDKF?vl T-shirt. 
This caught his attention because it was unusual to see Eric at school that early, and that he was not parked 
in his usual spot, which is in the senior lot. He had already walked past the car, passing within about 10-15 
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feet of it, and did not say anything to Harris. He does not know if any of the others with him saw Eric. 
Frank said that while not absolutely certain, there may have been another male standing near the car with 
Eric, de.5cribed as tall, slender, black pants, black waist-length jacket with no patches, whose back was to 
him. Frank does not recall noticing Dylan Klebold' s car at the time, which he knows to be a black BMW. 
(See attached CHS map wbereby Frank Zirger identified his route from the school, location of Hanis, and 
the llSUal parking spaces of Harris, K.lebold;·■■--■llilliand 

8. Frank said that because of the terrain near the school, he could not see Harris' car or the parking lot once 
they were at the comer of S. Pierce and Polle. He and the others returned to CHS via the same route at 
about 8:50 a.m, and be does not recall seeing Eric's car parked in the same space, nor does he recall seeing 
either Eric or Dylan the remamder of the day. 

9. Frank said he was at school attending each of his classes from 21111 
- 41n hours, which ends at l l:10 a..m. He 

then went to Brian Sargent's car, which was parked in his space in the senior lot, arriving at about 11:15 
am He, Sargent, and Nicole Dickey drove to the Burger King near the Cooper 7 Theatre (S. Pierce). 

10. They returned to CHS at about 11 :45 am, and saw se"veral police cars and police around the school. They 
were advised by an officer oftbe shooting, and told to leave the area. They drove to Frank's house, 
arriving at about 12:30 p.m, stayed briefly, drove to Nicole's house so she could gee her car, aod he then 
returned ho.me. His brother, Paul, had arrived home at about noon. 

11. Frank said that of the shooting victims, he knew Isaiah Shoals, Rachel Scott, Brian Anderson, and 
__ ---,-Fleming. He has not discussed the shootings with bis friends. Frank said he would like to be 
contacted for counseling services, and I made a referral to the victim advocate.

.Anderson was loading dump trucks at the corner of Caley 
Street and Pierce Street, across from the south parking lot of 
Columbine High School, on the morning of April 20, 1999. At 
approximately 10:00 a.m., Anderson recalled seeing a Jefferson 
County Sheriff's Officer on a motorcycle sitting at the 
Caley/Pierce intersection watching for speeders. About 15-20 
minutes after the officer left the area, Anderson saw two 
vehicles turn off Pierce and onto Caley Street. Anderson advised 
that the two vehicles came about 100 feet onto Caley Street and 
then made au-turn and return to Pierce Street. Anderson did not 
know which direction the vehicles traveled on Pierce. 

Anderson stated that the first vehicle was a black or 
dark blue BMW that contained four teenagers. Anderson recalled 
that the teenager in the passenger seat of the BMW was wearing a 
light colored baseball hat.

As a result of this incident a task force was formed to 
investigate this tragedy with IO being a member of this 
investigative group. IO was assigned a lead to follow up regarding 
control #2818 which indicated that one of the two primary suspects 
in this case, Eric Harris had a wallet which contained a business 
card. This business card was from the Upper Edge Security Center 
located at 5433 W. 88 Avenue, Westminster, CO 80030, Tel. 303-428-
8454. The business card further indicated that Frank Brawn was the 
president of the aforementioned business. 

On 05/20/99, IO contacted Frank Brown, the president of Upper 
Edge Security Center by telephone. After explaining ta him the 
reason IO was contacting him, he stated that any business customer 
of his has to be 18 years of age with documented proof in order to 
buy anything from his business. Some of the products that are sold 
at the Upper Edge Security Center include large knives and swords. 
IO requested for Mr. Brown to check his computer records to see if 
any purchase was made by Eric Harris or Robyn Anderson. Mr. Brown 
did check his computer files and determined that no purchase of any 
kind was made to either party. No name check was requested for 
Dylan Klebold since he was 17 years old at the time of his death, 
04/20/99. 

With no further information t? be developed, IO concluded this 
interview with Frank Brown. 
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The following supplemental report will be in reference to 
Arvada Police Department CR 99-12067 that will correspond with 
Jefferson County Sheriff's Department CR 99-7625 regarding the 
shootings/murders at Columbine High School on 04/20/99. 

The following supplement is an evaluation of polygraph charts 
that were produced as a result of Matthew Nalty, DOB 04/15/81, and 
James Brunetti, DOB 10/28/80, being administered polygraph 
examinations regarding the Columbine High School shootings/murders 
that occurred on 04/20/99. IO, Detective Jim Vonderahe, is a 
member of the Columbine High School Task Force which is 
investigating this tragic event. One of the primary objectives of 
the task force is to determine whether or not any other person 
besides Eric Harris and Dylan Klebold were involved in any way in 
the planning, preparation or participation of this criminal act. 

As the SWAT teams began their search of the school shortly 
after the shootings were reported, Matthew Nalty, James Brunetti 
and Matthew Akard, DOB 01/29/81, were contacted in Clement Park 
near Columbine High School by police officers as they ~ere 
approaching the school. Due to the fact that these three 
individuals appeared similar to the physical descriptions of the 
attackers in the school, the aforementioned subjects were detained 
and questioned by the police. Their detainment was monitored by 
national television outlets which resulted in Matthew Nalty and 
James Brunetti being flown to New York City in order to possibly 
appear on the Sally Jesse Raphael television show. Apparently a 
precondition to them appearing on the show was the requirement that 
they submit t:o a polygraph examination in order to determine that 
they had no criminal involvement in the Columbine High school 
massacres. 

Investigator Duane Eaton {Arvada Police Department), a 
Columbine High School Task Force member, determined that Matthew 
Nalty and James Brunetti, were administered polygraph examinations 
by R. Michael Martin. Mr. Martin is associated with Priority 
Investigations, Inc., 553 Main Street, Stroudsburg, Pennsylvania, 
18360, l-800-545-1112. Investigator Eaton contacted Mr. Martin 
regarding the polygraph examinations and requested a copy of all 
the charts, questions and associated paperwork that was generated 
from these examinations. 

Investigator Eaton received the aforementioned requested items 
from Mr. Martin with an accompanying letter dated May 14, 1999. 
Mr. Martin indicated in the letter that he was an associate member 
of the American Polygraph Association and completed his polygraph 
training at the New York School of Lie Detection in 1984 {certified 
in 1985). The letter further stated that the examination of each 
subject lasted 90 minutes and included one acquaintance test, a 
specific nyou phase" examination and an exploratory examination. 
Mr. Martin stated that he administered all of the polygraph 
examinations to the subjects on May 3, 1999. 
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IO, a 1980 graduate of the American Institute of Polygraph 
(certified in 1983), and a full member of the American Polygraph 
Association and the American Association of Police Polygraphists, 
was requested to perform a quality control examination of all the 
submitted items regarding the polygraph examinations of Matthew 
Nalty and James Brunetti. 

In reviewing the items submitted by Mr. Martin, his report 
indicated that both subjects claimed in their pretest interview 
that they (Nalty and Brunetti), along with Matthew Akard, were at 
Brunetti' s apartment when they heard about the shootings at 
Columbine High School from Brunetti's sister. They decided to go 
to the school to determine if their friends who attend the school 
may have been injured. It should be noted that none of the three 
individuals were students at Columbine High School. The report 
further stated that upon their arri•1al in the school's vicinity, 
they were accosted by the police, questioned and later released. 
They denied any involvement and knowledge in the shooting incident 
at the school. 

Mr. Martin's report indicated that the relevant questions 
asked of both subjects in the Backster Direct Involvement "you 
phase" examination were: 

a. Prior to the shootings at Columbine High School on April 
20th, did you transport any guns or explosives into that 
school? 

b. Did you yourself transport any guns or explosives into 
Columbine High School prior to the shootings on April 
20th? 

The relevant questions asked of both subjects in the Backster 
Exploratory examination were: 

c. Prior to April 20th, did you ever visit the Website of 
Harris and Klebolt? 

d. Prior to April 20th, were you personally acquainted with 
either Dylan Klebolt or Erik Harris? 

e. Prior to April 20th, did you know that the shootings at 
Columbine High School were gong to take place? 

It was Mr. Martin's opinion that Matthew Nalty' s "no" response 
to the relevant questions indicated for him to be answering 
truthful to them, all except for relevant question ''C," which 
scored in the "inconclusive" range. Mr. Martin opined that Matthew 
Nalty was not deceptive in his response to any of the relevant 
questions. 

It was Mr. Martin's opinion that James Brunetti's "no" 
responses to the relevant questions indicated for him to be 
answering truthfully to all of them.

Columbine High School. While on scene, three young men were taken 

into custody in the area of the park that were similar in appearance 

to the possible suspects in this shooting. One of the persons taken 

into custody was a James Brunetti. Jeffco S.O. Sergeant Pat Woodin 

requested I interview Mr. Brunetti. 

At 1359 hours I entered a van were Brunetti was seated. He was 

cuffed and being escorted by Jeffco S.O. Deputy A. R. Walker. His 

property was already in a bag and I was handed his Colorado I.D. He 

said he only heard about the shooting. His hands were then bagged 

for a GSR collection kit. 

I then read Mr. Brunetti his rights per Miranda reading from my 

pre-printed card. When asked if he understood his rights he 

replied, 11 Yes. 11 When asked if he would tell his side of the story 

he replied, "Oh, yeah. 11 Brunetti then told me the following: 

* He lives with his mother, Joanie, and his sister, Jannine. His 

mother works at C.U. Boulder but he did not know in what capacity. 

* He came with two friends of his; Matt Akard who he described as 

his best friend and lived on Gray Court in Arvada, and Matt Nalty 

who he described as a good friend who lives in Broomfield and drove 

the three of them to the scene in his white car, unknown model.

* He needed cigarettes so they all met over at his house. While 

there, the news of the shooting was on television.

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* He said they approached some cops to ask questions then the 

cops took them into custody with weapons drawn.

Eaton was 
able to make telephone contact with Page. Page advised Inv. Eaton 
that he is a psycho-therapist in the Denver area. He advised that 
a client whom he refused to identify has a daughter whom he refused 
to identify who attends Arvada Senior High School. He advised that 
t~e daughter was once involved in the Gothic movement in the Denver 
Mecro area. Page advised that the client advised that her daughter 
had observed pictures in one of the local newspapers of persons she 
believed to be fellow students ac Arvada Senior High School.

At 1630 hours, I contacted Drew Cassidy by telephone in reference to a Murder in the First Degree that occurred at Columbine 

High School on 4-20-99 

During our conversation, Drew stated that about 1000 hours that day he was sitting on the front porch of his house. He told 

me that a light b!ue compact car, which he believed was a two door, drove westbound past his residence. He stated that they 

were going a "little'' above the speed limit He stated that the windows were down. l asked him how many people were in the 

vehicle, and he stated that there were four males in the car. He stated they all were wearing black clothing. ( asked him what 

color hair they had, and he stated aH he can remember was that one or tv.ro of them had brown hair. 1 asked him about the 

dtiver's hair color, and he stated that he could not remember. [ asked him if they said anything as they drove by or if they 

noticed him. He informed me that they did not see him, but they were yelling a different language. I asked him if that could 

have been the radio playing in the car, and he stated no they were yelling.

I asked him if they had anything in their hands or hanging out of the car. He stated that the guy in the right rear passenger seat 

had something in his left hand, but it might have been the seat belt from the front seat. I asked him ifhe noticed anything else 

about the car and asked him if it had a sunroof, and he stated that he believed it did not. I asked him how far away was the 
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porch from the road, and he did not know. [ asked llis mother after our conversation, and she stated that the distance is about 

20 feet. She also stated that he told her that it was possibly a hatchback vehicle.

On April 28, 1999 Investigator Duane Eaton of the Arvada 
Police Department was assigned leads from information control 
sheets 1506 and 2008. Lead sheet control #1506 listed the source 
of the information as Cork Chicota. The person taking this 
information was Jefferson County Sheriff's Department 
Investigations Division secretary Judy Searle. Said information 
had been taken on April 26, 1999 at approximately 0900 hours. The 
narrative portion of the lead sheet advised that Chicota had talked 
to three males in Clement Park approximately five minutes before 
they were arrested. This would have been following the homicides 
at Columbine High School. 

The source of the information on lead sheet control #2008 was 
Rick Young of the Littleton Fire Department. In the narrative 
portion of lead sheet #2008 Young advised he had received 
information from Chicota that Chicota had observed three males 
dressed in military attire in Clement Park at approximately 1200 
hours. Young also advised in the narrative portion of this lead 
sheet that Chicota claimed to have spoken with the three males. 

Investigator Eaton was assigned the task of contacting Chicota 
and interviewing reference his contact with the three males in 
Clement Park. 

On April 30, 1999 at approximately 1435 hours, Investigator 
Eaton was able to make telephone contact with Chicota. Chicota 
advised Investigator Eaton that on Tuesday, April 20, 1999 he was 
in the area of a series of medical buildings located on the east 
side of Wadsworth and south of Bowles Avenue. He advised these 
buildings backed up to Clement Park. Chicota advised that the job 
he was on in this area was at the medical building #2. Chicota 
advised that shortly before responding to this location he had been 
in his office nearby and heard about the incident at Columbine High 
School. Chicota advised with this information in mind he walked 
into the park area and walked up on top of a mound of dirt with his 
binoculars in an attempt to see any activity taking place at or 
near Columbine High School. 

Chicota advised that while standing on top of the mound of 
dirt three males approached him and began speaking with him. He 
advised the males had parked behind an Einstein bagel shop and he 
had first noticed them exiting their vehicle because of the 
clothing they were wearing. He advised their clothing was military 
in appearance. Chicota advised he could not recall specifically 
what the three males were wearing but that it only reminded him of 
military gear. 

JC-001-007464 
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Chicota advised Investigator Eaton that as the three subjects 
walked up onto the mound of dirt near him he acknowledged their 
presence and said hello. Chicota advised the three males told him 
they had come to the area in an attempt to see what was going at 
Columbine High School. He advised they told him they were going to 
take a walk over towards the school. Chicota advised the three 
males also told him that they had friends over at the school and 
wanted to help them. Chicota advised Investigator Eaton he asked 
the three if their friends at the school were students. Chicota 
advised that the three males then told him, "Yeah they go to school 
there." 

Chicota advised Investigator Eaton he asked the three males 
why they weren't in school and if they were also students at 
Columbine High School. Chicota advised the males told him they 
were all students at Wheat Ridge High School and not Columbine High 
School. Chicota advised the subject he described as tall with bad 
teeth then told him that he used to go to school at Columbine High 
School. 

Chicota advised Investigator Eaton that the three males told 
him that they communicate with their friends often and knew that 
something bad was going to happen at Columbine High School. 
Chicota advised he made a comment to the three about how terrible 
it was what was taking place at the high school. Chicota stated 
that the subject who he described as being short, quiet and wearing 
Ray Ban sunglasses said, "Yeah but they' re getting even." 

Chicota advised Investigator Eaton he had talked with the 
three males for approximately three minutes. He advised he began 
to realize that when talking about their friends the three males 
might have in fact been discussing the shooters instead of the 
victims at Columbine High School. Chicota advised Investigator 
Eaton he then began to ask the three more detailed questions about 
their purpose for being in the area and they began to back off on 
their statements to him. He advised the three then wandered off 
into Clement Park walking towards Columbine High School. 

Chicota advised Investigator Eaton he did not notice any 
weapons or anything else suspicious about the males except for 
their statements. 

From Chicota's description of the subjects that he had spoken 
with in Clement Park and from statements taken previously by 
Investigator Eaton from subjects Matthew Nalty, James Brunetti and 
Matthew Akard, that the three subjects Chicota had spoken with and 
the three subjects previously mentioned by Investigator Eaton were 
in all likelihood all one and the same. In previous interviews 
with Nalty, Brunetti and Akard, all three subjects advised 
Investigator Eaton that they had spoken with a male on a mound of 
dirt on the west side of the lake in Clement Park. The three 
subjects advised Investigator Eaton they had only asked the male if 
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he was aware of what was taking place over at the school and if he 
had been able to observe any of the activity. They advised 
Investigator Eaton that when this male could not provide any 
information they then decided to get closer to the school in the 
hopes of either seeing some of the activity or speaking with other 
persons aware of what was taking place. All three subjects deny 
making any statements to any persons that they were friends of the 
suspects and were on their way to Columbine High School to help the 
suspects. 

On Wednesday, May 5, 1999 at approximately 1235 hours, 
Investigator Eaton once again spoke with James Brunetti on the 
telephone. Investigator Eaton asked Brunetti specific questions 
about his, Nalty' s and Akard;s contact with Chicota in Clement 
Park. Investigator Eaton asked Brunetti if he recalled making 
contact with and speaking with a male on a dirt mound who had 
binoculars and was attempted to view the school with the 
binoculars. Brunetti advised Investigator Eaton that he recalled 
making contact with that male. Investigator Eaton asked Brunetti 
to explain once again to Investigator Eaton any conversations they 
may have had with the male whom Investigator Eaton has identified 
as Chicota. Brunetti advised Investigator Eaton that the three of 
them asked che male if he was able ta see what was taking place at 
the school but that the male advised them he didn't know because he 
couldn't see much from his location. Investigator Eaton asked 
Brunetti if he or the others had advised the male that they had 
friends at the school, either suspects or victims. Brunetti 
advised Investigator Eaton they didn't discuss anything else with 
the male except for questioning him about the activity at the 
school. Investigator Eaton asked Brunetti if he or the other two 
had told the male on the dirt mound if they had previous knowledge 
of what was going to take place due to communications on the 
Internet with friends. Brunetti once again denied making any such 
statements. It should be noted that Brunetti advised Investigator 
Eaton that he and Nalty had spent the previous two days in New York 
City taping a second show for Sally Jesse Raphael, a television 
talk show host. He advised that while there he and Nalty took a 
polygraph and they were attempting to get the results and questions 
and answers asked to Investigator Eaton as soon as possible. 

Also on this date, Investigator Eaton had telephone contact 
with Matthew Nalty. Nalty confirmed that he and Brunetti had been 
in New York City taping a second show for Sally Jesse Raphael. He 
did advised the two of them took a polygraph at the request of the 
Sally Jesse Raphael show. Nalty advised the polygraph was given by 
Michael Martin of Priority Investigations at 553 Main Street, 
Stroudsburg, PA 81360/TX;l-800-545-1112. Nalty advised 
Investigator Eaton he would attempt contact with Michael Martin as

The following supplement will be in reference to Arvada Police 
Department CR#99- 12067 that will correspond with the Jefferson 
County Sheriff's Department CR#99-7625 in relation to the mass 
shootings/murders at Columbine High School on 04/20/99. IO (Det. 
Jim Vonderahe) is a member of the task force assigned to 
investigate this tragedy at Columbine High School and, ther~fore, 
is assigned leads regarding follow up investigation. This 
supplemental report will be in reference to lead control #3861, 
which stated that a former Columbine High School student, 
identified as Michael Chlebik, was observed outside of Columbine 
High School a few weeks after the shooting had occurred. 
Additional information in this lead indicated that Michael Chlebik 
was expelled from Columbine High School in 1997 and was a part of 
the "Trench Coat Mafia" organization. He is further described in 
the lead sheet as being very volatile and one who always wears Army 
fatigues. 

on 05/20/99, IO telephoned the residence of Michael Chlebik, 
telephone number 303- 730-3948 and contacted his mother. She 
identified herself as being Ronnie Lynn Thompson who resided at 
5361 S. Federal Ci~ #Rl07, Littleton, CO 80123. She stated 
that her date of birth was 01/28/60, and her social security number 
was 550-23-2401. She stated that she is employed at the Live Rock 
Pile Bar, located at 5151 S. Federal Blvd., in Littleton, telephone 
number 303- 795-1081. 

After advising Ronnie Thompson of IO's reason for contacting 
her residence, she stated that her son, Michael Chlebik, did enroll 
at Columbine High School in the fall of 1998, but dropped out of 
his junior year during that same year. She stated that he is 
presently starting to obtain his GED through "Arapahoe/Douglas 
Works" which is an alternative school and one that allows the 
student to obtain a GED. 

Ronnie Thompson stated that her son, Mike, told her in 1998, 
while he was attending Columbine High School, that he was 
approached by members of a group identifying themselves as a "Green 
Berets." Ronnie Thompson stated that this group was known by this 
name prior to the group adopting the moniker of the "Trench Coat 
Mafia." She stated that Eric Harris and others approached her son 
and asked him to hang out with them since he would get along better 
with them than with any other group at the school. She stated that 
the reason that her son was approached initially was because he has 
worn a long black tr.ench coat for the past five years. She further 
stated that some of the guys in the "Green Beret" group did wear 
green berets, but that her son never did. 

Ronnie Thompson stated that her son, Mike, was mad and very 
offended that Eric Harris had asked him to join this group because 
it was common knowledge amongst the students at the school that 
Eric Harris was "gay."

Ronnie Thompson indicated to IO that it was her opinion that 
Cofumbine High School was "preppy" and "jock orientated." She 
stated that her son, Mike, and her daughter, Devan Chlebik, were 
not "main stream students" and therefore, had nothing in common 
with the other "preppy" or "jock orientated students." She stated 
that Devan Chelbic was a sophomore at Columbine High School, but 
that she (Ronnie Thompson) pulled her out of school in January of 
1999. She stated that her daughter, Devan, is now attending 
Arapahoe/Douglas Works that is an alternative educational program. 

Ronnie Thompson further advised IO that both her son and 
daughter have been to the hospital several times in order to visit 
with Richard Castaldo, one of the shooting victims on several 
occasions. She further stated that her daughter, Devan, also knew 
one of the shooting victims identified as Isaiah Shoels. 

Ronnie Thompson indicated to IO that her son, Mike, has been 
to Columbine High School during the last several weeks. She stated 
that approximately 7 to 10 days ago, he was walking in front of the 
school with two friends, identified as Stephanie Wagner and her 
boyfriend, Jesse Evans, both who are students at Columbine High 
School. She stated that a truck driver got mad at her son when he 
was walking across the street while the truck driver was driving 
down the street, at which time a verbal altercation occurred. She 
stated that a Jefferson County Deputy came over to the scene and 
became very rude towards her son, due to his appearance in clothing 
and hair style. She further stated that Stephanie and Jesse are 
good friends of her son and that he visits them frequently, with 
them residing near Columbine High School. She further advised IO 
that her son does wear some black clothing, but does not wear his 
black trench coat an:ymore, since this incident occurred on 
04/20/99. 

Ronnie Thompson advised IO that on 04/20/99, she heard about 
the shooting incident at Columbine High School on the news media 
shortly after this incident began and before twelve o'clock. She 
stated that her second cousin called Mike at home upon her (Ronnie 
Thompson's) orders in order to tell him not to go anywhere until 
she got there because she was afraid that he would run over to 
Columbine High School once he knew what was taking place there. 
Ronnie Thompson stated that when her cousin called over to the 
residence, Mike was asleep at that time. Ronnie Thompson advised 
IO that her son did see Jesse Evans and Stephanie Wagner on 
television that afternoon when he was watching this incident 
unfold. She stated that her son, Mike, did rush over to Columbine 
High School and that later that afternoon, he along with some of 
the other kids, came back to their house during the mid afternoon 
hours while the SWAT Team was still inside the school. 
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At this time, IO spoke with Michael O. Chlebik, DOB: 03/25/81, 
on the telephone, with him advising IO that his physical 
description at this time shows him to have a Mohawk and would 
describe himself as being a "punk rock'' person. He further stated 
that he also wears spike studs and Army green khaki pants. 

In discussing the matter of him being invited into the group 
formerly known as the Green Berets and presently known as the 
"Trench Coat Mafia," he indicated that he is unsure if Eric Harris 
personally was one of the members who invited him to join this 
group. He further advised IO that this group later became known as 
the "Trench Coat Mafia" and that at times, they would get into his 
face about not joining them, but that he would stand up to them and 
tell them that he would not become a member of their group. He 
further stated that he had heard through the rumor mill at school, 
that the members of this ''Trench Coat Mafia" were gay or homosexual 
and that they would grope each other in the hallways, which he did 
not personally care for. 

Mike Chlebik advised IO that he dropped out of Columbine High 
School before the beginning of 1999. He further stated that he 
personally did not know Dylan Klebold or Eric Harris. He also 
stated that he has not heard any rumors as to who else might be 
involved in this shooting and killing tragedy. He further 
indicated to IO that he did not have any knowledge that Eric Harris 
and Dylan Klebold or any other "Trench Coat Mafia" member or 
associate were involved in the manufacturing or making of any 
explosives or pipe bombs. 

With Michael Chlebik being unable to add any additional 
information, the interview was concluded at this time.

approximately 11:15-11:20 a.m. when she heard what she believed 
to be gun shots in the vicinity of the high school. She called a 
neighbor and told her what she thought was going on, and told the 
neighbor that she was going to drive to the school to see what 
was happening. She drove toward the school on Pierce, only to 
find it blocked off by law enforcement.

She thought that this boy was probably a 
Columbine student. She asked the boy if he knew what was going 
on at the high school, and he responded •r think I do, but I don't 
want to say#. She told the boy that if he knew anything, he 
should immediately report it to the authorities. He responded 
that he knew that he should. She told him that there had been 
shots fired at the high school, whereby the boy placed his face 
in his hands and said in a distressed tone, •oh my God, noR!! 
Mrs. Chlumsky stated that her of impression of his reaction was 
one of disbelief or remorse as if he knew what was happening at 
the school, versus one of a shocked reaction or surprised. Mrs. 
Chlwnsky told the boy that he needed to report what he knew to 
the authorities. There was alot of vehicle traffic in this 
vicinity, and about at that time, Mrs. Chlumsky's daughter pulled 
up with her friend, Marcie Visnic. Her daughter briefly talked

Cowgill is employed by Walmart at Quincy and Wadsworth 
in Lakewood, Colorado. It should be noted that attached to the 
information control sheet was a yellow Denver Police Department 
witness statement form with a one paragraph statement from Cowgill 
as to what he had observed. Investigator Eaton advised Cowgill 
that he had the witness statement form but wished to have Cowgill 
elaborate on the information he had written. Cowgill agreed to an 
interview with Investigator Eaton. 

Cowgill advised Investigator Eaton that on Tuesday, April 20, 
1999 at approximately 1135 hours, he was driving southbound on 
Pierce Street. Cowgill advised Investigator Eaton that he was 
driving a metallic blue colored Ford Ranger pickup truck. Cowgill 
advised that it was a warm day and he had his truck windows down.

On April 27, 1999 Investigator Eaton was assigned an 
information control lead sheet with control #1379. The source of 
the information on this lead sheet was a Ken Greenwalt, a health 
care security guard working out of the area of 6169 South Balsam 
Way, Littleton, Colorado.

Brown was really nervous and related that he had just 
come from the school. Brown had met an ex-friend of his outside 
of the school. The ex-friend told Brown that he liked him and 
that he ought to leave the school.

Brown's ex­
friend just turned 18 years old and Brown thought that he was 
getting a gun for his birthday. Brown did not say how his ex­
friend was going to get the gun.

Brown wanted to call the Sheriff as well, but Taylor and 
Grossmann encouraged him to just call his parents.

On 06/24/99, IO contacted Ryan Guy by telephone, with him 
stating that his full name was Rya~ Kelly Guy, DOB: 05/16/82. He 
stated that he resides at 7071 S. Eudora St., Littleton, CO 80122, 
telephone #303-770-4738. He furthe.r stated that he will be a 
senior this fall at Arapahoe High School and that at the present 
time, he has a summer job at Hollywood Video, 5150 E. Arapahoe 
Road, Littleton, CO, telephone #303-224-9556. In discussing with 
Ryan Guy, the contents of this lead and the general investigation 
into the Columbine High School incident, he advised IO that on 
04/20/99, he was in class at Arapahoe High School when this 
incident occurred.

Upon asking Ryan Guy his relationship with Steve Haynes, he 
stated that Haynes is a friend of his and he also will be a senior 
this fall at Arapahoe High School. He stated that Steve Haynes' 
home telephone number is 797-1411, and that he is unemployed at the 
present time during the summer cime period. In asking Ryan Guy if 
Steve Haynes talked to him on the night of April 20, 1999, 
regarding the Columbine High School shootings/murders, Guy replied 
that he probably did talk to Steve Haynes on that evening. Upon 
giving that a little bit further thought, Ryan Guy stated that 
sceve Haynes did come over to his residence on the evening of 
04/20/99 and that they only briefly talked about the Columbine High 
School incident with them asking each other why would anyone do 
such a thing. 

IO then questioned Ryan Guy as to him knowing anybody who had 
the first name of Jeff. Ryan Guy stated that he is good friends 
with a party identified as Jeff Sherman, whose home telephone 
number is 303-779-8688. He stated that Jeff Sherman is working at 
a Target store during the summer months and will also be a senior 
at Arapahoe High School this fall. He stated that Jeff Sherman is 
a good friend of his also and believes that he (Sherman) does not 
know anyone at Columbine High School. He further stated that on
